DIGITALIZATION AND EMOTIONAL BURNOUT OF WORKERS IN THE
CONTEXT OF SOCIAL UNCERTAINTY IN THE LABOR MARKET

The article draws attention to the social uncertainty and challenges caused by the digitalization
of production and everyday life, mainly for residents of Europe, North America and the countries of
the Far East. It is noted that the phenomenon of chronic worker fatigue is one of the consequences of
the rapid pace of digitalization, in which the stakeholders are, first of all, big business, computer
hardware and software manufacturers, robotics developers and their investors. Chronic fatigue or
emotional burnout of an employee, as another name for this phenomenon, may in the near future
become one of the significant threats to the sustainable development of not only individual countries,
but also modern society as a whole.

The purpose of this article is, first, to analyze the origins of the phenomenon of emotional burnout
of workers that society faced at the beginning of the 21st century and to find out the impact of
digitalization in the modern manufacturing sector on the disappearance of professions that were
popular in previous years. It also considers as one of the objectives of the study the connection
between increasing the level of competitiveness in the labor market, primarily in the countries of
Eastern and Central Europe, and the emergence of new social priorities due to digitalization. The
objective of the study is to analyze the impact of digitalization on the symbolic production and
exchange of society, production and everyday life etc. It will be carried out taking into account the
latest situation that has arisen due to the demographic factor, namely the phenomenon of "aging of
nations" in European countries, North America and some countries of the Far East.

Based on the method of comparative analysis, it has been established that with Industry 4 and
the rapid pace of digitalization, in the near future, professions and jobs associated with template
intellectual work that do not require creative or critical thinking will be in danger of disappearing. On
the other hand, contemporaries should expect a social demand from workers in the creative
industries, artistic practices, and psychologists, in addition to the demand for developers of robotics,
computer hardware and software, specialists in cybersecurity, information systems and
technologies.

It is argued that in Ukraine, digitalization will have its own "face" due to the very difficult
demographic situation, which has deepened because of the Russian-Ukrainian war. In particular,
we are talking about not only social challenges, difficulties for medium and small businesses, but
also the phenomenon of "emotional burnout” or chronic overwork of employees. It was noted that
already today the burden of all social challenges and problems is mainly "on the shoulders" of
persons whose age is from "45+", as the main share of the working population.

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PHILOSOPHICAL HORIZONS OF CONTEMPORARY NEUROSCIENCE

This article is the interdisciplinary discourse in regard to the issue of sociogenesis of the
personality, mainly, in terms of contemporary neuroscience, which, in a certain sense, is in tune
with the most known socio-philosophical treatises on modernity. It refers, primarily, to theories,
which conceptually and ideally reflect the main tendencies of postmodern society, put it in another
words, which is associated with the general comprehending of the significance of social production
determinants on behalf of "conservation”, and hence, the reproduction of the established social order.

The above interdisciplinary discourse finds its methodological basis in structuralism, especially
in poststructuralism, representatives of which convincingly prove the existence of correlation
between basic patterns of personal orientation and social system, and neuroscientific discourse
helps us to better grasp the biological roots of human psychic functioning. The same correlation can
be observed in the desiring affective-motivational structure of personality, that a number of well-
known scientists in the field of social philosophy has also substantiated, in particular, the
representatives of psychoanalysis and poststructuralism. Reference to explorations in the field of
neuroscientific discourse will allow us to formulate a new epistemological basis for conception of
sociogenesis of the personality, especially, in regard to aggressive impulses.

That is why, this article is aimed at substantiating the necessary to take into account the new
discoveries in the field of neurosciences and philosophy, that will enable philosophical theory to
conceptualize the idea of sociogenesis of human "passions” and find out verifications of both the
idea of social nature of human being and the statement about biological basis of sociality, which
have been needed for a long time. The general logic and arguments in favor of interdisciplinary
determinism allow us to formulate a new theory of personality, sociogenesis, in which the biological
and social manifest in what way the brain and body interact to create and maintain established
social relations, while philosophy gives these investigations a conceptual form and essential
worldview conclusions.

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IS DIALOGUE POSSIBLE IN THE POST-TRUTH ERA?

The subject of the study is post-truth as a phenomenon of modern media and the possibility
of dialogue in the context of semantic pluralism. The research methodology is based on the
works of representatives of communicative and narrative philosophy, using the methodological
principles of deconstruction and the methodology of analytical philosophy. The purpose of the
study is to analyse the possibility of dialogue between media participants in the media
discourse of the post-truth era. The article establishes that untruth in the post-truth era imitates
the truth through formal correctness of statements. Under these conditions, the dialogical nature
of communication is formalised. Dialogue in such conditions is not only a form of self-expression
at the expense of the Other, but also a means of proclaiming and repeating narratives, which
are often propagandistic, and of imitating reality.

In the era of post-truth, alternatives in media discourse appear as a component of information
noise, a constant flow of information in addition to the main body of information, which often
makes it difficult for people to access information. Participation in communication processes
under these conditions is marked by a change in the direction of the communicator's behaviour,
moving from stating the truth about a certain area of natural or social reality to seeking
information for the sake of the procedural action itself. Conversely, under the influence of
information noise, dialogues conducted to explore different points of view are not aimed at

mutual enrichment of the dialogue participants, but are based on the fact that "everyone has an
opinion", even if it does not reflect objective reality. Such a dialogue appears as a simulacrum,
reflecting a large number of opinions and positions, without their focus on understanding the
subject and content of the communicative act.

Under these conditions, dialogic communication is manipulative, transforming from subject-
subject relations to subject-object relations, where the object does not have freedom, perceiving
information as a "quasi-truth”. The answer to any query is based not on the search for truth, but
on satisfaction with the "acquired" knowledge, its recognition as "quasi-truth”, and obtaining
additional arguments that will allow the latter to gain the status of an unquestioned belief in the
truth.

Introduction. The concept of "post- including international communication,
truth" to denote a qualitatively different which permeate various spheres of
characteristic of the development of social life, is quite new. However, its
social and communication processes, comprehension is quite active in the
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contemporary  scientific = discourse.
Significant flows of information in
which a modern person is exposed to
create information noise, in which the
information message does not reach the
recipient. This makes it necessary for
the addressee to search for other
methods, channels, and forms of
dissemination. At the same time, there
is a tendency for communication to be
carried out in a way that all
participants in the interaction pay
considerable attention to the practice of
simultaneously appealing to the
emotions and beliefs of the addressee.
The situation of numerous attempts at
communication aimed at establishing a
dialogue between Ukrainians and
Russians through media channels
during Russia's large-scale invasion of
Ukraine is unique in human history.
Internet communication platforms in
conjunction with  streaming tools
provide for the  availability of
appropriate markers of the truth of the
information broadcast, avoiding the
production of propaganda stereotypes.
However, the peculiarity of this
exchange of information is the lack of
an established dialogue, the emphasis
on expressing one's own position
(proclaiming one's own (truth), and
thus the loss of focus on achieving the
truth. The typicality of this type of
communication in the post-truth era
poses the task for researchers to find
out whether dialogue is possible in this
era and what markers of prevention of
this trend can be recorded in media
discourse.

Degree of research development.
The problem of "post-truth" in the
modern information space is studied in
various aspects and manifestations in
the subject field of philosophy, political
science, and social communications.
Thus, in the national science, a
meaningful analysis of post-truth in the
context of the spread of media
narratives and the establishment of
modern technologies for producing
fakes was carried out by M. Butyrina
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[2: 3]. Post-truth as an information and
political technology is studied by
O. Vysotskyi, who focuses on the
mixing of the true with the false,
emotionalisation, and cognitive
distortions of the mass consciousness
as actual features of the media
discourse of our time [5]. A detailed
analysis of the phenomenon of post-
truth using empirical material in the
field of international relations and
international journalism was carried
out by K. Viner, director of The
Guardian [22]. Domestic scholars
M. Trebin and T. Chernyshova revealed
the content and nature of post-truth as
a source of pluralism of interpretations
of reality, as well as a wide range of
possibilities for creating frames [14]. A
thorough analysis of the conceptual

approaches to understanding the
phenomenon of dialogicity within
different research paradigms was

carried out by Ukrainian researchers
L. Shashkova and M. Zlochevska in
their monograph "The  Dialogical
Dimension of Humanitarian Knowledge"
[16]. Instead, Ukrainian philosophers
L. Drotianko, M. Abysova, T. Poda, and
S. Ordenov studied the introspection of
dialogue in the philosophical concepts
of the twentieth century, the socio-
cultural context of communication
practices of the twenty-first century,

and quasi-dialogical forms of
communication  practices in  the
information society in their work
"Philosophy of Dialogue in the
Communication  Practices of the

Information Society" [15]. However, the
problem of dialogue in the context of
post-truth attitudes in the mass
consciousness, which requires a more
thorough analysis at the intersection of
philosophy and social communications,
has not been studied before.

The purpose of the article is to
analyse the possibilities of establishing
and implementing a dialogue between
media participants in the discourse of
the post-truth era.
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Discussion and results. The
establishment of the concept of "post-
truth" in the scientific discourse is
primarily associated with the work of
the American writer and media scholar
Ralph Keyes "The Post-Truth Era:
Dishonesty and Deception in Modern
Life" [20]. His research focuses on
various aspects of mass culture and the
expression of its states in optimal
verbal forms. In particular, in this
work, he denies the existence of the
dichotomy "truth - lies" in the modern
mass consciousness, since a third
element should take an important place
in this series. This is a category of
peculiar and ambiguous statements
that cannot be sufficiently labelled as
true, because they are largely untrue.
But at the same time, they are not
defined as lies either. In such
circumstances, the demarcation of the
boundaries between truth and lies is
becoming increasingly blurred and
unclear. Ralph Keyes' work is written in
an interdisciplinary framework, where,
in addition to an attempt to offer a
theoretical understanding of this
phenomenon, there are also journalistic
investigations and a conclusion that
the art of telling lies has become an
everyday component of the masses,
acquiring signs of play and entering the
plane of the familiar.

Traditionally, scholarly literature
states that attention to post-truth as a
social phenomenon began to grow in
the second decade of the twenty-first
century, which was directly influenced
by Oxford University Press' recognition
of the term as the Word of 2016. The
analysts of this publication attributed
the growth of readers' interest in post-
truth primarily  to the Brexit
referendum and the presidential
campaign in the United States during
this period, as the term quickly
changed its status from peripheral to
basic in political commentary [23].
Paradoxically, it was the media that
popularised the term "post-truth",
using it in headlines to attract the
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attention of an audience that was
focused on the form of the statement
rather than the content, the
interpretation and correctness of which
was still under debate. In this context,
it should be noted that in English,
according to the dictionary, this
concept is an adjective and refers to
messages 'related to circumstances in
which people respond more to feelings
and beliefs than to facts", often used in
the context of the "post-truth era" [21].

Further attempts to give the new
term scientific content were made after

2016 by J. Ball, C. Wilber,
M. D'Ancona, D. Levitin, and Lee
McIntyre. They interpreted post-truth
mainly as a socio-cultural

phenomenon, the main feature of which
is the emphasis on the emotional
perception of information by the
recipient. Currently, in the scientific
discourse, this concept has acquired its
own objectivity and denotes both the
phenomenon of modern social
communications and a peculiar state of
mass consciousness. Domestic scholars
M. Trebin and T. Chernysheva,
analysing the increasing role of
representational practices in the media,
define post-truth as a kind of "reality
game" in which a significant part of the
participants (recipients) do not even
know that they are involved in it, and
the project of reality that is offered to
them as part of media reality is
perceived as true reality [14:1535].
Methodological difficulties in
understanding the concept of "post-
truth" are also caused by the lack of
distinction between "truth" and "verity"
in some languages, such as English
and German. It should be noted that in
Ukrainian, they are sometimes used as
synonyms. For example, the "Great
Explanatory Dictionary of the Modern
Ukrainian Language" states that truth
is "something that corresponds to
reality, the verity" [4:1100], and verity
is "the same as truth" [4:506]. Here, it
is obvious that the interpretation is
focused on the everyday and artistic
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use of these words. At the same time,
the truth in this edition is understood
as '"reliable knowledge that correctly
reflects the real reality in the minds of
people" [4:506]. At the same time, the
dictionary does not contain a
philosophical interpretation of the
concept of "truth".

In this context, the question arises

as to, firstly, their substantive
distinction, secondly, the definition of
the criteria of
correctness/incorrectness of the

reflection of reality, and thirdly, the
relationship between the concepts of
"justice” and "correctness", which are
presented as interchangeable. This
situation reveals the trap of inflation
(which means that a certain scientific
concept acquires the features of
everyday life and replaces the
substantive definition). It leads to a
distinction between the interpretation
of "truth" in everyday and media
discourses, on the one hand, and
philosophical discourse, on the other.
Thus, S. Krymskyi in his "Philosophical
Encyclopaedic Dictionary" gives the
following definition: "a special form of
combining verity with human life
norms", i.e. "it is the verity that has
become a principle of life" [9:506-507].
In this way, the concepts of "truth" and
" verity" are not reduced to the level of
identification, but, on the contrary,
their basic differences are determined.

Their distinctive features are the
purpose and means of its
comprehension. Verity needs to be
proved, while truth confirms the
position of verity through individual life
experience.

Media discourse mostly refers to the
truth as a kind of subjective reflection
of specific information that should be
consistent with objective knowledge
about a particular event that becomes a
media product, acting as a kind of
transformer of true knowledge
established by the methods of scientific
knowledge into an ethically meaningful,
defined as fair, assessment of
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information. In the post-truth era,
untruth and lies mimic the truth by
being correct. That is, the recipient
evaluates the information received on
the basis of a more or less close
position to what he or she considers to
be an accurate reflection of reality from
his or her own point of view. Under
these conditions, according to
E. Bystrytskyi, as soon as the recipient
of information finds himself in a
situation where he testifies to more or
less correctness, and sometimes
directly testifies that "this is true, no
doubt, it is the verity, it is the truth!",
he departs from the classical theory of
propositional truth [1, p. 55].

The postmodern era proclaimed the
epistemological foundations of the
destruction of the information field and
contributed to the spread of cognitive
scepticism and agnosticism, especially
in the field of humanities. This
ultimately led to the relativisation of
scientific knowledge, and thus the
ability to define reliable criteria of truth
[17:118]. Dialogue can be an important
factor in the subjectivisation of verity,
as it helps to construct the integrity of
disintegrated positions on the subject
of communication. Dialogue helps to
prevent the dogmatisation of knowledge
that can categorically defend a position
of verity, denying its relativity to new
knowledge. But the question arises: to
what extent is the ability to dialogue
manifested in the context of pluralism
of truths, the assertion of a multiverse
of interpreted realities?

The philosophy of dialogism has gone
through a long period of formation:
from the conversations of the Sophists
and the Socratic method to modern
concepts. For example, L. Feuerbach,
identifying dialogue and dialectic, drew
attention to the relationship between
the "I" and the "You" as an essential
characteristic of a person. But it was in
the twentieth century that dialogue
began to be considered in the subject
field of philosophical sciences as a
means of communication, in the
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process of which  relations of
partnership, equality, openness,
mutual respect are manifested as a
means of communication, in the
process of which the moral and
spiritual attitude of both parties to
communication is stimulated [16:20].
In particular, in the philosophical
works of M. Bakhtin and E. Levinas,
the understanding of "You" as "Other"
is deepened, emphasising the need for

the existence of the Other as a
condition for self- and mutual
understanding [13:119]. Instead, the

philosopher M. Buber, analysing the
dialogic nature of human existence,
shows how the dialogue between man
and God, the dialogue between man
and man, the dialogue between man
and the world takes place, emphasising
the active responsible position of the "I"
in it. In addition to the presence of two
participants in communication for
dialogue, according to the German
philologist H. Jauss, a necessary
condition is a mutual willingness to
know and recognise the Other in his or
her otherness [18:379]. In the same
context, P. Ricoeur draws attention to
the readiness of each participant for
dialogue, defining the self-affirmation of
the "I" as a prerequisite for the further
recognition of the "Other" for the
purpose of interaction. When the "I" is
replaced by the "Self', the latter seeks
to express an assessment of itself as
the "Other" [11]. The concept of
"metanomics" by O. Rosenstock-Huessy
is also interesting in the context of the
formation of media discourse in the
post-truth era, in which he analyses
the role of language as an expression of
the social function of speech, and also
emphasises the importance of a live
dialogue between a specialist scientist
and a layman [7:33]. In essence, this
idea  emphasises the need for
interpenetration and complementarity
of scientific and media discourses.

The modern understanding of
dialogue is complemented in
J. Habermas' concept of communicative
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action by a departure from the need to
conduct a clear and logical dialogue
aimed at a common understanding of

the subject of the dialogue, which
appears as a problem for the
participants [16:96]. Language only

reflects a certain internal connection
between meaning and reality, which
does not allow us to make statements
about the validity of truth itself. One of
the participants in the dialogue, who in
a particular speech act acts as a
listener (addressee), may reject the
information message of the speaker
(addressee), and the reason for this is
neither the criterion of the message's
compliance with the truth of the
statement made, nor the criterion of the

message's compliance with the
correctness of speech acts in its
normative dimension, nor the

truthfulness of the intention expressed
by the speaker, which is interpreted as
the consistency of what is said with the
subject of the conversation [6:303].
Therefore, in dialogue, the problem of
formal and substantive speech
interaction is actualised, during which
the presence of signs of dialogue does
not express its essence. The need to
develop the ability to listen and speak
was emphasised by K.-O. Apel. In
particular, he attempts to substantiate
the concept of an ideal communicative
community, the content of which
implies the intersubjective nature of
interaction based on a normative and
heuristic structure [16:106].
Intersubjective communication in K.-
O. Apel's philosophy is not just
objective informativeness, but also a
coherent mutual understanding of
meaning in an unlimited
communicative community [12].

The polylogic nature of
communication processes in the
situation of their transformation into
dialogicity implies the desire not only to
receive information from the addressee
and decode it, but also to comprehend
it, perceive it as complementary to
one's own system of evidence and
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beliefs, and send new, refined
knowledge in order to comprehend the
truth in the opposite direction, with the
conviction that the other recipient will
react identically. As noted by L. Kopets
and V. Hordienko, dialogue-oriented
practices contribute to the development
of the knowledge base, the development
of cognitive strategies (ways of using
information in thinking, learning,
problem solving) and the development
of metacognition, and ultimately this
leads to the ability of an individual to
understand and monitor the processes
of self-knowledge and self- development
[8:57].

However, in the post-truth era, the
dialogic nature of communication is
being formalised: it acquires only the
signs of a formal dialogue (creation,
design, construction, development of
components), but the essential features
(reaction of speakers to establishing the
truth, understanding) are absent. In
this case, streams as a form of mass
communication are indicative, in which
speakers declare their intention to
engage in a long dialogue, to hear each
other's position and to present relevant
arguments and counterarguments.
However, their main intention is to
proclaim ideas to their own audience,
turning the other participant in the
dialogue into information noise or an
object of hate speech or trolling.

In this regard, the question of the
popularity of this form of mass
communication is logical. Obviously,
the popularity of this type of
communication is explained by the
nature of dialogue, which is that it is a
universal way of being, whose nature is
determined by the "I - Other"
relationship, while being characterised
by an organic interconnection and
complementarity of external and
internal intentionality [10:532]. In this
sense, dialogue is a form of self-
expression at the expense of the Other,
the proclamation of narratives, often of
a propagandistic nature, the
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establishment of a new distorted reality
that only mimics the objective one.

Post-truth can be viewed either as
ordered information flows, which are
now used to manipulate mass
consciousness by creating an
alternative reality that resembles an
objective one, or as information noise
that does not allow the recipient to
isolate and verify information and
accept it as true. A striking example of
this is the use of deepfake technology,
whereby a certain fiction looks like a
video in which a real character does
something he or she did not do or says
words he or she did not say, and then
these fictions begin to spread on the
Web, become viral memes, and become
part of an illusory reality that
qualitatively replaces the true reality
[24]. Thus, the postmodern situation is
focused not so much on establishing
the verity as on its construction and
suggestion, which, as O. Vysotskyi
rightly notes, reveals the ability of truth
to function in the media space, in the
mass consciousness, depending on the
narrator's ability to convince the
recipients of the truth of the broadcast
message [5:130]. If in previous eras,
persuasion implied entry, in the post-
truth era, only imitation of entry into
dialogue remains.

A necessary component of a genuine
dialogue is the presence of alternative
views and approaches to solving a
problem, which are transmitted by its
participants. However, in the political
sphere in the post-truth era, an
alternative view of reality is denied by
the constructivist potential of a
powerful message, according to which
those who disagree, opponents, are
stigmatised as fools, as not meeting the
criteria of reasonableness [5:130]. In
fact, in the media discourse, the
alternative appears as a component of
information noise, which is a stream of
messages that is additional to the main
one and often makes it difficult to
access the basic information. Inclusion
in communication processes under
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these conditions is marked by a change
in a person's pragmatic orientation
from establishing the truth to a
constant search for information for the
sake of the procedural action itself.
Under the influence of information
noise, the establishment of a dialogue
to explore alternative views no longer
operates under the imperative of
mutual enrichment, but rather the fact
that "everyone has an opinion", even if
it does not reflect objective reality. This
form of communication often focuses
on the desire of the interlocutor (at
least one of the two) to win their own
point of view, mainly by means of
psycho-emotional influence. In this
case, it turns into a dispute, a
discussion, but not a dialogue [15:26].
In other words, under these conditions,
dialogue as such becomes a kind of
simulacrum, which reflects the
polyphony of ideas and opinions
without focusing on comprehending the
topic and content of the communicative
act.

An important aspect of the
simulation of dialogue in the post-truth
era is the manipulative influence on
public opinion that PR technologies
imitate. The latter involve establishing
interaction by studying the public's
reaction to relevant messages and
interpretation of PR texts. The
totalisation of post-truth may involve
imitation of PR activities, which
involves creating a discourse that is
easy to accept, focusing on what will
satisfy the emotions and beliefs of the
audience rather than on real facts. To a
certain extent, this shift may be due to
the introduction of new, cheaper mass
communication channels, especially
digital media, into various forms and
types of PR activities. The uniqueness
of the latter is, firstly, its focus on
attracting as many audiences as
possible, which becomes an object for
potential advertisers. And secondly, the
production of content focused on
satisfying the desires and aspirations of
this audience.
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This, on the one hand, encourages
them to research them using special
algorithms and programmes that study
the content and nature of consumer
Internet activity. And on the other
hand, in their media activities, they use
algorithms that send news sources to
search engines designed to offer the
public what they want. In essence,
according to the director of The
Guardian, K. Viner, the version of the
world that we as readers find every day
when we open our personal portals or
search on Google is offered, which has
been filtered imperceptibly for the
consumer to reinforce their own beliefs.
Such an analysis allowed K. Viner, as a
practicing journalist, to conclude that
every individual, when entering the
modern media reality, finds himself in a
series of confusing battles between
opposing forces: between truth and lies,
fact and rumour, kindness and
cruelty... between the open platform of
the Internet, as envisaged by its
architects, and the barriers of Facebook
and other social networks; between an
informed public and a misguided group
[22].

According to M. Camacho, this state
of functioning of media discourse under
the influence of electronic media has
become the basis for the establishment
of the post-truth era, as it is
implemented through discrediting
public discourse, i.e. the audience
already expects that any information
broadcast in the media space does not
convey the whole truth, and the latter
loses its value [19:58]. Freedom also
loses its value, because, firstly, the
choice of sources and channels of

information (as its attribute) is
complicated by their immensity for
individual perception, and secondly,
the impossibility of establishing the

truth of the information received due to
the oversaturation of information flows
is positioned, and therefore, the
responsibility of verification is
transferred to "experts". In this sense,
dialogic communication already implies
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a manipulative nature, transforming
from  subject-subject relations to
subject-object relations, where the
object does not have freedom,
perceiving information as a '"quasi-
truth". The answer to any query is
based not on the search for truth, but
on satisfaction with the "acquired"
knowledge, its recognition as "quasi-
truth", and obtaining additional
arguments that will allow the latter to
gain the status of an wunquestioned
belief in the truth.

At the everyday level, words related
to establishing the correspondence of
information to the verity are
increasingly used in the language.
Dialogue loses its meaning when fakes
are debunked, when propaganda myths
are found to be inconsistent with
reality, when the unscientific nature of
pseudo-historical claims is exposed,
when appeals are made to universal
values, common sense and
international law. At this point, the
dialogue participant internally rejects
the points of view he or she does not
like and proclaims a thesis: "Everyone
lies!". This is a refusal to seek the truth
and to be satisfied with one's "own
truth", which may be an obvious lie
disguised as truth. Of course, the
Russian-Ukrainian war has become one
of the extremes in which the principles
of '"post-truth" have become an
instrument of the aggressor country's
information warfare. And the idea of
establishing a dialogue at the
interpersonal level between
representatives of both countries on

various electronic media platforms is
only a means of spreading narratives
justifying aggression in the Russian
media discourse itself.

Conclusions and prospects for
further research. Thus, untruth in the
post-truth era imitates truth through
correctness of expression, i.e. the
recipient evaluates the information
received from a position more or less
close to what he or she considers an
accurate reflection of reality. Dialogue
helps prevent the dogmatisation of
knowledge; it irrevocably defends the
position of truth, denying its relevance
to newly acquired knowledge. Instead,
in the post-truth era, dialogic
communication is formalised: it has the
formal attributes of dialogue, but lacks
the essential features of dialogicity. In
the situation of the spread of post-
truth, dialogue serves as a form of self-
expression at the expense of the Other,
to announce narratives that are often
propagandistic, to establish new
realities that only imitate objective
reality. Such a dialogue appears as a
simulacrum, reflecting the diversity of
opinions, without any focus on
understanding the subject and content
of the communicative act. The answers
in the dialogue are not based on the
search for truth, but on the recipient's
satisfaction  with the "acquired"
knowledge, recognition of it as "quasi-
truth".

In this regard, it is extremely
important for further research to study
the peculiarities of political speech in
the post-truth era.
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The article examines viral advertising as a modern socio-cultural life phenomenon. Virality is
analyzed as a special social and communicative process based on the inner motivation (to share the
received emotion, comment, criticize, upload and distribute certain content). It is noted that the viral
advertising phenomenon expresses the assertion of trust, because it contains the expectation that
the recipient of the advertising message will express the same emotions as the sender. As well as
focus on the recipient as a carrier of "tablet consciousness” and "clip thinking". The possibility of
determining the rational grounds for the virality of the advertising message in modern social
communication is denied. The specifics of the viral advertising phenomenon manifestation in
"information noise” of the daily life of contemporaries are revealed. The peculiarity of viral
advertising is that the recipient perceives it not as an advertising message, (although it retains its
content and focus on motivation — to buy goods, order a service, vote for a candidate, support the
idea, empathize with the value), but as any emotionally colored informational message. Viral
advertising is a modern myth that appeals to the ease and simplicity of achieving results. An
important aspect of the viral advertising manifestation is its emphasis on the inner, psycho-
emotional functional component of human life in a situation of limited direct communication, which is
observed, for example, during the Covid-19 pandemic.

Analysis of recent research and
publication from which the solution to
this problem was initiated. The
phenomenon of virality in the advertising
and information space was meaningfully
described in the 90s of the twentieth
century in the works of Douglas
Rushkoff [1], Jonah Berge [2], to date, it
has not acquired systematic research,
moreover, scientific studies were limited
primarily to a specific subject field of
individual sciences. The need for its
analysis in the philosophical plane, as
well as in the interdisciplinary plane in
accordance with the requirements of
post-classical science actualizes due to
the total spread of this phenomenon in
social life. In recent years, Jesus
Segarra-Saavedra and Tatiana Hidalgo-
Mari have conducted quantitative and
qualitative comparative analysis of
interactions and visualizations to study
the involvement and scale of online
audiovisual advertising, content analysis
to identify compositional and narrative
elements which contribute to its virality,
based on advertising messages in the
Spanish-speaking segment of YouTube
[3]. Lukasz P. Wojciechowski and Zdenko
Mago found out the specifics of the
connection between viral advertising as a
component of guerrilla marketing and
digital games at the intersection of the
real world [4]. Jeff Hemsley conducted
research examining the correlation
between the proliferation of social
networks and the information circulating
within them. By analyzing viral
information events signatures, which
depict the fluctuating rate of sharing a
particular message over time, Hemsley
explored the dynamics between social
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networks' growth and the dissemination
of information within them [5], and Shu-
Chuan Chu investigated potential link
between Facebook group participation
and responses to viral advertising [6]. Itai
Himelboim and Guy J. Golan analyzed
viral advertising from the network
paradigm [7]. Phenomenological
approach to the analysis of this socio-
cultural phenomenon hasnt been
applied.

The aim of the study is to determine
the main features of viral advertising
manifestation as a  socio-cultural
phenomenon and a component of
modern information space.

Discussion and results. Modern
scientific = discourse discusses the
question of whether modern types and
forms of advertising meet the content of
this definition. The problem is the
presence of a certain set of this concept,
the narrowing of its content in the

subject field of certain sciences, the
emphasis on certain aspects (e.g.,
commercial or cultural) and ignoring

others. An attempt to make a definition
based on the analysis of attempts to
interpret it in the scientific and
educational literature of the Ilate
twentieth century was made by J.
Richards and K. Curran. In particular,
they interpret this concept as paid
impersonal communication from a
specific sponsor, which uses the media
to persuade or influence the audience
[8:64]. But the dynamic change of
advertising content leads to a rethinking
of some of its statements. In our study,
we will use the following interpretation:
"Advertising" is a communicative activity
of an incentive nature, which aims to
draw attention to the object of
advertising for mutual exchange.

The use of social networks as a means
of mass communication has reached a
global scale (according to the Digital
2021 Global Statshot Report, which
regularly publishes "datareportal", the
number of active social media users was
4.55 billion in October 2021, and 400
million a year, or more than 1 million
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daily) [9]. This, firstly, contributed to the
mass acquisition of targeted advertising,
and, secondly, to increase opportunities
for viral advertising. Today, many
companies use social media accounts
alongside websites to establish contact
with consumers on the one hand, and to
run viral campaigns on the other. Viral
advertising is understood as a type of
advertising that is distributed primarily
by the recipients themselves, to which it
was originally directed. Viral advertising
appears both as a component of
commercial activity and as a
phenomenon of socio-cultural life. We
focus on the second. Indeed, viral
advertising has been introduced as a
marketing tool aimed at finding effective
distribution of an advertising product by
interested consumers. But we agree with
J. Segarra-Saavedra and T. Hidalgo-
Mari, over the years we have found that
virality has overcome barriers to
marketing and commercial
communication and has become a key
trend that recognizes the audiovisual
content of the network [3:52]. Jeff
Hemsley also points out that virality is a
social process [5]. Viral advertising
contains images that, firstly, establish
emotional contact with the recipient, and
secondly, encourages him to act - to
share the emotion, comment, criticize,
upload and distribute this content. At
the time of Douglas Rushkoff's first
description of the phenomenon of virality
in the information space, there was no
mass introduction of social networking
technologies as a delocalized means of
communication, and therefore forms of
mass distribution were only considered
as one of the prospects.

Viral advertising differs from other
types in that it is distributed by the
recipients themselves, the recipients of
information. The latter are the bearers of
"tablet consciousness" and clip thinking,
which in their lives are focused not on
acquiring knowledge, but on the
permanent consumption of information,
which for them loses relevance in the
short term [10:155]. There are other
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sources of assertion of the totality of the
spread of viral advertising as a social
phenomenon. In particular, attention is
focused on the content of such
advertising messages, which affects the
psycho-emotional component of the
recipient, causing emotions of
compassion, joy and curiosity due to its
scandal, provocative content, etc. At the
same time, we pay attention to the
nature of such communication between
its subjects. A significant increase in the
number of communicative connections,
the ineffectiveness of traditional criteria
for assessing the veracity of information,
the spread of fakes actualizes in
humanity the search for existential
foundations of interpersonal interaction.

The phenomenon of viral advertising
expresses the assertion of trust, because
it contains the expectation that the
recipient of the advertising message will
express the same emotions as the
sender. "Other" in this situation is
assessed as trusting "Friend", which is
an antinomy of "Foe". And given that one
viral advertising message can reach an
audience of more than a million people, a
virtual mega-social network of trusting
"Friend" is being created. The
phenomenal manifestation of viral
advertising is the recipient's willingness
to accept the message, because he trusts
the source of its receipt and enters into a
communication relationship with it at
the most convenient time (for example,
browsing stories on social networks,
checking e-mail).

Another notable trend is the shift
away from the impersonal nature of
advertising messages that appeal to a
mass of anonymous potential consumers
based on a wuniform approach. Such
advertising messages are typically short-
term, with their temporal dimension
limited to a single purchase. While
personalized address has always existed
in the history of advertising, the
increasing number of advertising
messages in the information space
emphasizes the importance for
advertisers to employ methods that
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assume the message will be received by
the intended recipient, who will then
respond to it. This encourages
advertisers to establish one-on-one
relationships characterized by long-term
prospects and trust, with a focus on
truly understanding the client.
Companies need to comprehend the
needs and preferences of those who have
purchased or are likely to purchase their
goods and/or services [11].

Viral advertising is much cheaper by
reducing the cost of resources for
distribution, but there is not enough
rational reason to determine whether a
particular advertising product will be
"viral" [12]. This is due to the fact that
the main factor in the acquisition of
virality are emotions (laughter, empathy,
concern, fear, etc.). The network society,
i.e. the society characterized by network
forms of social structure, became the
basis for the formation of favorable
media reality for this purpose. It allows
all types of communication exchanges.
This became possible primarily with the
advent of digital forms of information.
One of the tools for establishing a
network society has become the
technology of social networks, which
allows, first, to unite in interest groups
in a global perspective, as well as
publicly discuss specific facts, events,
disseminate relevant content. It is this
technology that has led to the
establishment of a qualitatively new
trend in advertising - dialogue. If until

recently this possibility was
technologically limited, and therefore
resource-intensive and inefficient (for

example, to conduct a telephone survey
or advertise a mailing address and hire
staff to process correspondence), then a
significant increase in Internet users and
almost the same scale of social networks
significantly cheaper. Consumers
themselves initiate the discussion,
conduct it, entrusting the customer with

advertising mainly the function of
moderation.
The most successful advertising

messages, which are characterized by
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virality, are, firstly, funny and hilarious
(jokes, antics), and secondly, those that
contain shock, horror, fear. Let's agree
with L. P. Wojciechowski and Z. Mago
that the negative aspect of viral
marketing is the loss of control after the
publication of the message, so the
advertiser cannot prevent the message
against him in the form of negative
advertising [4:441]. On the one hand,
such advertising achieves its goal - mass
distribution among potential consumers,
and on the other - emphasis on form, the
emotional component can lead to either
ignoring the motivational component
present in each advertising message,
turning it into information, or anti-
advertising (advertising message, which
has the opposite incentive effect - to
refuse to buy, order, vote, etc.). This
points to the irrational nature of viral
advertising as a social phenomenon,
which can be destructive, but traditional
means of social control are ineffective.
Today's mass media and advertising
are becoming a powerful source of
influence on people's ideas, views on
well-known and described events,
phenomena, well-known public or
political figures, and so on. Under such
conditions, advertising becomes a tool of
myth-making. Unlike the archaic myth,
which arose due to the lack of awareness
of ancient people about the world, the
latest myth serves another: it often
becomes a means of entertainment. This
myth uses the human desire for novelty,

as if inviting to play and distort
knowledge, cultural values. In other
words, such artistic myths

(mythologems) give rise to "simulacra"
and "simulation" (J. Baudrillard).

Myth does not contain only irrational
constructs, fictions, random images and
plots, it forms its own reality, in which
the life of the individual is intertwined
with a complex of his experiences, fears,
expectations, hopes and, of course,
interest. It is important that the myth
forms a reality in which its dimensions,
such as simple and time ineffective, are
abstract.
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Based on our previous research, we
have demonstrated that we perceive the
myth in advertising as a simulacrum,
representing a phenomenon of 'life
simulation." In a lifestyle saturated with

numerous information streams,
individuals are often unable to genuinely
experience emotions, feelings, and

authentic encounters. As a result, the
deficiency of these real experiences is
compensated through an abundance of
imaginative and fictional elements, akin
to a riot of fantasy. In other words, we
are faced with the imitation of life, rather
than the very process of active, eventful
life and this becomes a problem, a
challenge of modern life [13:81-82]. As
for viral advertising, it itself is the latest
myth. It is an illusory impression that it
is enough for an advertiser to shoot an
interesting video or create a bright page
on a website, post on social networks
and ready-made content will influence
the consumer, encouraging him to share
information with his friends,
acquaintances and relatives. Currently,
scientists are trying to develop analytical
tools to measure the effect of virality in
advertising, which gives rational grounds
for success or failure of @ its
dissemination, in particular Jonah Berge
identified a number of principles of
virality, including social capital, triggers,
emotions, society, practical value and
history [2]. However, a universal system
has yet to be discovered, as the same
triggers employed in different advertising
campaigns can yield contrasting
outcomes. As emphasized by Shu-Chuan
Chu, the effectiveness of viral advertising
cannot be solely determined by the
intention to share it; additional factors
such as the level of engagement with
viral advertising and the nature of
discussions surrounding it (positive or
negative) also play significant roles. [6, p.
40]. It depends not only on the socio-
cultural environment in a particular
historical society, but also on the state of
mass consciousness, its mental features,
i.e. the ability to provoke a similar
reaction to various incentives. It is also
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associated with a large number of factors
(national, cultural, mental, etc.).
Therefore, advertising messages that
are distributed in electronic media and
offer the consumer to master the
technology of viral advertising, is an
advertising myth. This is due to the fact
that the latest myth of "viral advertising"
explains: anyone can easily, following the
proposed rules to develop advertising
and it will go viral. This myth appeals to
the ease and simplicity of achieving the
result, to the individual as a carrier of
"tablet consciousness". The cult of
lightness encompasses one of the
fundamental aspects of life, emphasizing
the promotion of the ideal of "complete
relief." Its essence lies in the focus on
minimizing effort and maximizing
enjoyment, physical pleasure, and
convenience. This ideology shapes the
primary directions of scientific and
technological advancements, their
commercialization, and the cultivation of
a sense of accessibility. Within the realm
of "tablet consciousness," a
characteristic feature of the cult of
lightness is the perception of information
as easily accessible and the ability to

swiftly establish communicative
connections. In this context, a
consumer-oriented  attitude towards

information predominates, leading to the
consumption of advertising content for
the sake of information itself. This
creates a dependency characterized by
the constant, unfiltered, non-selective
reception of information, primarily for
entertainment purposes [10:154].

The tool of socio-cultural impact of
viral advertising on the recipient is a
surprise. As noted, every day the
recipient is in the space of information
noise, receiving thousands of advertising
messages. The growing role of social
networks in receiving informational
messages, many of which are not the
media but other users, has led to a
reduction in the time spent reading the
content of one message. In this way,
much of the message is perceived
unconsciously or not at all. In this
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situation, advertisers seek to move away
from traditional forms of advertising or
broadcasting methods [14]. The effect of
surprise in viral advertising is realized as
a combination of incompatible, which
causes a certain emotional effect, its

function is not so much to attract
attention as to stimulate the sharing of
messages. This functional purpose
allows us to consider viral advertising
not SO much as marketing
communication, but as a social

phenomenon, focusing primarily on its
socio-cultural component, and then only
on commercial.

An  important aspect of the
manifestation of viral advertising is the
emphasis on its psycho-emotional
functional component in a situation of
limited direct communication, which is
observed during the Covid-19 pandemic.
The peculiarity of viral advertising is the
perception of its recipient not as an
advertising message (although it retains
its content and focus on motivation - to
buy goods, order a service, vote for a
candidate, support the idea, empathize
with the value), but as any information,
only emotionally colored. Positive
emotions stimulate the desire to share
this message.

Thus, viral advertising  is a
phenomenon that manifests itself, on the
one hand, as catharsis, or rather
cleansing from the significant impact of
information on the individual recipient
(often destructive - criminal news,
disasters, discussions of socio-economic
issues, etc.). On the other hand, there is
a way to create a network of permanent
communication with a group of people
important to the recipient, as an
alternative to information noise. A
feature of such networks is the active
role of each participant in the search for
information. People find content they
want to share with others, and the latter
express a desire to share with others. In
this process, content can reach new
people who may find it interesting or
attractive enough to create a new link on
the web that will connect them to the
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source of information [5].
Simultaneously, it is rare for social
media content to be confined to a single
platform, as it often attains viral status
through integration and distribution
across various platforms. Individuals
actively share content by disseminating
links  through  multiple channels,
contributing to its widespread reach and
popularity [7]. Reducing the ability to
communicate directly during a pandemic
required replacing this form with others,
some of which did not fully reflect the
communication process. The very spread
of viral advertising involves the emotional
message transmission, which
establishes, not long, but through the

regular repetition of such actions
relatively stable communicative
relationships.

research. The use of social networks as
a medium for mass communication has
attained global significance, thereby
expanding the possibilities for viral
advertising. This global reach has opened
up new avenues for advertisers to
leverage the power of social networks in
spreading their advertising messages
rapidly and extensively.

The biggest military conflict of the 21st century is the war in the center of Europe between Russia
and Ukraine. Because of it, the world is facing a real threat of nuclear war. Russia has turned to
threats of using nuclear weapons. This factor, along with a number of others, raised the question of
the effectiveness of the system of collective security in the world. The article is aimed at researching
the challenges of the highest level of danger that the whole world is facing during the Russian-
Ukrainian war. The purpose of the article is to analyze the eschatological challenges of the Russian-
Ukrainian war, assess the nuclear threat to the world, and find answers to questions about the
probability of a nuclear apocalypse because of the Russian-Ukrainian war. Challenges of the
Russian-Ukrainian war, which can threaten global catastrophes, are considered eschatological in
this article. Although eschatology arises within religion as a study of the final fate of the world and
humanity, with the development of technologies capable of contributing to a man-made
"apocalypse”, the idea of the probability of the "end of the world" goes far beyond religion.

Based on a comparative analysis, a study of the eschatological challenges that Russia poses to
the world public has been carried out. It is stated in the article that eschatological narratives either
relayed by mass media, in the form of propaganda or under the influence of the general trend of
alarmism, are a means of informational and psychological warfare, which is used to destabilize the
socio-political situation in the world. Among the challenges capable of causing a nuclear apocalypse,
the following ones were outlined: the threat of nuclear war using nuclear blackmail technology; arms
race; nuclear terrorism; the threat of an increase in the number of states with nuclear status; the
threat of the beginning of the Third World War. The threat of using biological or chemical weapons,
which is often voiced by Russian propagandists, is also highlighted. In the conclusions to the article,
it is indicated that the way of preventing the outlined threats of a nuclear apocalypse should be
victory of Ukraine over Russia with the subsequent deprivation of Russia's nuclear status.

varying intensity, we hear from Russian
officials and propagandists a narrative
about the possibility of Russia using
nuclear weapons against Ukraine or
other countries that most actively
support Ukraine. This very Russia's
persistent return of the issue of the
nuclear threat to the context of the
discourse of maintaining global security
can rightfully be considered the most
serious challenge of our time.

Therefore, the article is aimed at
researching the challenges of the highest
level of danger that arise during the
Russian-Ukrainian war before the whole
world. It helps to determine the extent of
threats to countries that directly border
Russia, countries that support Ukraine
in confrontation with it, as well as to
develop strategies to avoid a nuclear
apocalypse and preserve the existence of
life on earth in general.

The purpose of the research is to
analyze the eschatological challenges of
the Russian-Ukrainian war, assess the
nuclear threat to the world, and find
answers to questions about the
probability of a nuclear apocalypse as a
result of the Russian-Ukrainian war.

Discussion and results. Among the
numerous challenges of the Russian-
Ukrainian war, the most large-scale and
threatening are those ones that are
found in the world's media resources and
threaten the stability of the entire world.
In this article, they are outlined by the
term ‘"eschatological challenges", by
which we mean threats capable of
causing catastrophic consequences for
humanity, a real apocalypse at the global
level of the planet's existence.

Threats of a planetary scale that may
arise in the course of the Russian-
Ukrainian war are considered in this
article in their eschatological context.
Eschatology - (Gr. eoxatodoyia « d.-Gr.
goxartog "ultimate, last" and Aoyog "word;
knowledge") — a religious teaching about
the ultimate fate of man, humanity and
the world [1: 140]. Eschatology arises
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within religion as part of a doctrine at a
time when the threat to the existence of
humanity was thought to be potentially
possible only in a supernatural way.
With the development of technologies
that can contribute to a man-made
"apocalypse", the idea of the possibility of
the "end of the world" goes far beyond
religion.  Eschatological ideas are
especially relevant in connection with
events that may one way or another
threaten the existence of the entire
world, such as Covid-19 or the Russian-
Ukrainian war. Therefore, in our opinion,
consideration of the nuclear threat to the
existence of humanity is quite possible
within the framework of the analysis of
eschatological factors of the modern
world.

Challenge one: the threat of nuclear
war. The introduction of constant
threats to use nuclear weapons by the
President of Russia into the global
geopolitical discourse brings humanity
back to the long-known axiom: a nuclear
war cannot be won. World leaders from
the highest podiums announced that [2].
However, the "nuclear narrative"
continues to be a leading one in the list
of means for Russia to achieve its
military goals in Ukraine. Although
nuclear weapons have been the most
lethal to mankind for more than eighty
years, in international politics they have
been considered primarily as a weapon of
deterrence. For military purposes,
nuclear weapons were used only once in
history: in 1945 in Japan.

Among the technologies of "rattling"
nuclear weapons, Russia widely uses
direct nuclear blackmail Note that
nuclear war is possible only between
countries possessing nuclear weapons.
As of 2022, the existence of a "nuclear
club" consisting of eight states has been
officially recognized: the USA, Russia,
Great Britain, France, the People's
Republic of China, India, Pakistan, and
the DPRK [3]. The presence of nuclear
weapons in Israel, as well as the
potential possibility of their development
by Iran, remains an open question.
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Ukraine gave up nuclear weapons in
1991, when the Verkhovna Rada
announced Ukraine's nuclear-free status
[4]. Belarus and Kazakhstan also gave
up nuclear weapons. Now we have a
situation where a "nuclear" -country
threatens to wuse nuclear weapons
against a "non-nuclear" country, which
is actually nuclear blackmail. Russia
uses it quite effectively as a means of
informational and psychological warfare:
as a factor in the escalation of nuclear
risks in the world and as a means of
deterring military aid to Ukraine [5]. At
the same time, the nuclear rhetoric is
strengthened by some actions of Russia,
such as, for example, the transfer of
nuclear warheads to the territory of
Belarus, to the borders of NATO [6].

The seriousness of nuclear threats to
the existence of humanity in connection
with Russia's invasion of Ukraine is
evidenced by the movement of the hands
of the "Doomsday Clock" closer to
midnight. This project was created in
1947 by the creators of the first atomic
weapons, who two years earlier founded
the "Bulletin of the Atomic Scientists" in
order to show how close to self-
destruction humanity was. During the
75 years of the project's existence, the
hands of the clock were moved 25 times,
either closer, or further from midnight
[7]. The furthest from midnight the hand
was moved to the mark of 17 minutes to
in 1991 in connection with the signing of
the treaty on the reduction of strategic
weapons between the United States and
the Soviet Union.

On January 24, 2023, the second
hand was moved to the mark 90 seconds
to midnight, the closest indicator to the
time of the disaster in its entire history.
In addition, the time we live was called "a
time of unprecedented danger" [8].
Among the factors that put the world so
close to the brink of disaster, Russia's
war against Ukraine is mentioned as the
main one. In the Doomsday Clock 2023
statement, other threats related to
nuclear weapons were described, the
understanding of which influenced the
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decision to move hands, in particular:
the danger of an arms race after the
expiration of the nuclear weapons treaty
between the United States, Russia, CHB-
III; China's expansion of its nuclear
potential; the possibility of creating
nuclear weapons by Iran; increase in
nuclear arsenal by India and Pakistan;
modernization of nuclear weapons by the
USA, Russia and China [8].

The next eschatological challenge of
our time is the arms race, which has
already de facto spread all over the
world. Russia's war against Ukraine
convincingly proved two facts: first, no
country in the world has weapons
enough to wage war; secondly, modern
wars are wars of technology [9]. We
watched as Ukraine, European
countries, especially former social camp
countries, used up their stockpiles of
weapons of past generations, developed
during the Soviet Union, and to a large
extent this is Soviet weaponry,
transferring it to Ukraine. Russia also
fights mainly with Soviet weapons, the
reserves of which, although huge, are not
endless. At the same time, the advantage
of the Armed Forces at the front began
with the wuse of innovative military
technologies: drones, satellite
communication, and reconnaissance
equipment [9].

The supply of weapons to Ukraine
allowed defense companies to make huge
profits. Yes, their shares have increased

since January 2022: Rheinmetall,
Germany — by 190%; Saab, Sweden - by
125%; Thales, France - by 72%;

Leonardo, Italy — by 62%; BAE Systems,
Great Britain - by 60%; Lockheed Martin,
USA - by 35% [9]. At the same time,
NATO countries increased their own
defense budgets: Poland - 2.5 times,
Germany - 2% of GDP; France — by a
third. Countries that received weapons
from Russia are forced to reorient
themselves to other manufacturers [9].
However, the apocalypse of the
Russian-Ukrainian war is fueled not only
by the narrative about the use of nuclear
weapons. Another  military-strategic
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technology of the Russian Federation has
become a serious challenge for the world:
the capture of nuclear power plants on
the territory of Ukraine — Chornobyl and
Zaporizhzhia, which poses a direct threat
of man-made disasters, the
consequences of which are difficult to
even predict.

In this connection, the next serious
challenge for the world is nuclear terrorism.
In the media space, this term describes
the actions of the occupying Russian
troops regarding the capture of the
Ukrainian nuclear power plants:
Chornobyl and Zaporizhzhya [10]. The
capture of the territory of the Chernobyl
NPP was carried out at the beginning of
the full-scale invasion in February-March
2022. While on its territory, the Russian
occupying forces destroyed and disabled
the unique equipment created specifically
for the Chernobyl nuclear power plant.
And now it is impossible to track either the
level of radiation pollution of the
environment at the station and near it, or
the situation of radiation leaks from the
Chernobyl nuclear power plant, if there
are any [11].

In the "Bulletin of Nuclear Scientists"
for January 2023, the danger of Russia
bringing "its war to the sites of the
Chornobyl and Zaporizhzhya NPPs" was
also indicated as a factor in the world's
approach to an unfavorable future
development scenario, which violated
international protocols and rejected "the
efforts of the International Atomic Energy
Agency energy aimed at protecting these
stations" [8]. The Chernobyl nuclear power
plant was occupied for over a month. On
March 31, 2022, it became known that the
Russian invaders had left its territory, and
the estimated losses from looting alone
amounted to 135 million dollars [12].

Captured by the Russians,
Zaporizhzhya NPP is the largest power
plant in Europe. And it remains the main
means of nuclear terrorism. IAEA
representatives made a statement about
the violation of "all key principles of
nuclear safety" at the ZNPP after they
were allowed to the power plant. In
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particular, the damage to the NPP
building and the security system at
auxiliary  production facilities was

indicated; problems with the supply of
diesel fuel for Dbackup generators;
restricting staff access to certain areas of
the station; lack of communication
between the ZNPP and the branch
generator "Energoatom" and the IAEA
[13]. After the IAEA mission completed its
visit to the power plant, two of its
representatives remained there, but this
does not significantly affect the situation
with the capture of the ZNPP or the
creation of a demilitarized zone around it.

An extremely threatening concomitant
circumstance of the capture of the ZANP,
which can have serious far-reaching
consequences in the field of nuclear
energy (and security in general), is
Russia's alleged theft of secret US
nuclear technology. Thus, as early as
June 2021, the US Department of
Energy made a statement regarding
cooperation in the field of maintenance of
the ZNPP  reactor, namely  the
introduction of a new maintenance
procedure [14]|. According to CNN, on
March 17, 2023, the head of the US
Office of Non-Proliferation Policy of the
Ministry of Energy, Andrea Ferkile, in a
letter to the general director of Rosatom,
informed about the prohibition of their
access to '"nuclear technical data of
American origin, which are under the
export control of the United States
government", which would be a violation
of US legislation [15].

Moreover, although there was no
official response to this letter, in less
than a month the US Treasury
introduced sanctions against the state
corporation "Rosatom" and its related
structures [16]. It is reasonable to
assume that the reasons for this include
the violation of the ban on access to the
above-mentioned secret technology.

At the stage of discussing whether the
hands of the "Doomsday Clock" should
be moved, in which direction and how
far, the experts were going because of the
war in Ukraine to move them even closer
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to midnight. However, taking into
account the factor of active opposition of
the US government to Russia's military
aggression against Ukraine, it was
decided to stop at the 90 second mark
[17]. And this to a certain extent
indicates the recognition of a tendency
towards some reduction of the threat of a
nuclear apocalypse of the world.

Among the factors that influenced the
decision to set the risk indicator 90
seconds before the disaster, experts call
the biothreat factor. The Covid-19
pandemic has opened a new era in
human history, for which a pandemic is
a common phenomenon that can happen
at any time. Mankind will need up to
several years to overcome them. Without
fixing on the question of the origin of the
virus that causes Covid-19, most
researchers emphasize the possibility of
a leak from biolaboratories. Of particular
concern is the tendency in Russian
propaganda to spread the narrative
about "secret biolaboratories" in Ukraine
and other countries of the world.
Therefore, in addition to an accident with
a leak, a Russian provocation is possible,
during which some biological research
center may be blown up or set on fire [8].

Another eschatological challenge of
our time is the increase in the number of
nuclear states, or the Iranian threat. Iran
has been under sanctions since 1979.
Some of the sanctions concern Iran's
nuclear program. In 1995, the US
government cut off all financial and trade
agreements with Iran to prevent Iran
from developing nuclear weapons.
However, Iran does not stop its nuclear
program, in response to which the UN
Security Council adopted a series of
sanctions from 2006 to 2015. Under
their pressure, in 2015, official Tehran
announced its readiness to abandon the
development of nuclear weapons.
However, in 2018, the government of US
President Donald Trump withdrew from
the Vienna Nuclear Agreement, thus
removing all obligations from Iran to end
its nuclear program [18].
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Because of such relations between
Iran and the USA (the "collective West"),
the level of "anti-Americanism" in various
manifestations of foreign policy is
increasing in many countries of the
global South. It is the last factor that is
of significant importance in making a
decision regarding the choice of whose
side to take in the war between Russia
and Ukraine. Since the USA is the
"enemy" of Iran, so is the one whom the
USA supports. And vice versa: the enemy
of my enemy should situationally become
a potential ally. However, it is not only
Russia's anti-American/anti-Western
rhetoric that attracts Iran to its side.
Russia possesses uranium enrichment
technologies, which it agreed to transfer
to it (it is possible that already enriched
uranium is also included). In return, Iran
agreed to provide Russia with lethal
weapons (Shahed drones) and negotiated
with Russia to provide it with Iranian
ballistic missiles. And although official
Tehran refuses to recognize the very fact
of its supply of weapons to Russia, the
found wreckage of these drones indicates
the opposite. The reward for violating
sanctions is becoming a more important
factor for Iran than the consequences of
Western sanctions. As it became known
from the statement of the chairman of
the Joint Chiefs of Staff of the USA,
General Mark Milley, Iran, having
received the uranium enrichment
technology from Russia, will be able to
create nuclear weapons in the near
future. But he also emphasizes that the
task of the US is to prevent this [19]. In
this way, the world can get another
nuclear country and, accordingly,
increase the risk of a nuclear war.

No less a global challenge in the
modern world is the direct threat of the
beginning of the Third World War.
According to the Ipsos survey, over the
past year, in connection with the
Russian-Ukrainian war, the percentage
of those who believe that there will be an
attack with nuclear, biological or
chemical weapons has increased from 66
to 75%. And the Third World War may
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begin by 2047 [20]. It is known that the
President of  Ukraine, Volodymyr
Zelenskyy, said on February 20, 2023,
that the cause of the Third World War
could be a military alliance between
Russia and China [21]. Such an alliance
between Russia and China, which Iran is
likely to join, is very dangerous, as it will
create the greatest problems for
humanity in the 21st century [22].

Oleksandr Kraev, an expert of the
Foreign Policy Council "Ukrainian Prism"
believes that the Third World War is
already underway, but in different parts
of the world in different ways. In Ukraine
— in the form of a hot war phase [23].
Another modern trend is to regard the
war in Ukraine as a world war, which,
despite the fact that it did not go beyond
the borders of Ukraine, has almost all
the signs of a world war [24]. In this
understanding of the world war, Ukraine
has already saved the world from the
Third World War, because the greatest
evil of the 21st century is Russian
fascism in the form of rashism and
Putinism.

A Chinese attack on Taiwan, when the
United States takes the side of Taiwan,
can provoke the Third World War. As a
result, we will get a war between two
"big" powers, which will automatically
turn into a world war.

In addition to all of the above, Russia
should be recognized as an eco-terrorist
today. Due to the Russian-Ukrainian
war, a third of Ukrainian land is unsafe
for agriculture. Mainly due to mining and
soil pollution. As of February 6, 2023,
more than 2.3 thousand cases of
environmental damage were recorded in
the amount of approx. 1.9 trillion
hryvnias. In fact, the Russian-Ukrainian
war caused serious damage not only to
the environment of Ukraine, but also to
the whole of Europe. Its consequences
can be long-term and unpredictable [25].

Conclusions and research
perspectives. So, the Russian-Ukrainian
war became a real trigger for a number of
apocalyptic threats to humanity, which
gives grounds to consider it in an
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eschatological sense. Eschatological
narratives relayed by mass media, either
in the form of propaganda or under the
influence of the general trend of
alarmism, are also a means of
informational and psychological warfare,
which is used to destabilize the socio-
political situation in the world. The
leading place in this belongs to the
exploitation of the idea of the threat of
nuclear war. It is considered the most
likely apocalyptic event of our time. All
the more so because Russia constantly
talks about nuclear war as an aggressor
country that not only possesses nuclear
weapons, but also threatens to use them
against non-nuclear states.

The presence of nuclear weapons is
the reason for the emergence of the
phenomenon of nuclear blackmail as a
technology for conducting the Russian-
Ukrainian war. Nuclear blackmail
involves third countries in the narrative
of nuclear war, although it is used
mainly for a preventive purpose: to

prevent the supply of weapons to
Ukraine.
Nuclear terrorism is a new

phenomenon in the history of warfare.
The wuse of the "peaceful atom" for
military purposes carries potentially
eschatological threats to humanity. The
damage caused by the presence of
occupying Russian troops on the
territory of the Chernobyl nuclear power
plant is still being investigated. Now, the
situation with the seizure of the ZANP by
the Russian occupying forces and all the
potential threats arising from it remains
unresolved.

Arms race is not a new phenomenon,
but one of the most threatening for the
existence of  humanity. Russia's
provocation through nuclear blackmail of
an arms race, which is actually already
in full swing, increases humanity's
potential for self-destruction. However,
on the other hand, the dangerous
precedent of the Russian-Ukrainian war
proves the need to strengthen the
defense capabilities of each individual
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country and the importance of military
defense alliances.

Russia's strengthening of situational
allies in the Russian-Ukrainian war with
technological means may lead to an
increase in the club of nuclear states. A
country with nuclear status and radical
views on reality may appear on the world
map - Iran.

The threat of wuse of biological or
chemical weapons by Russia is
substantiated with the help of a
propaganda narrative about the alleged
existence of secret biolaboratories in
Ukraine, where biological weapons are
manufactured using Western
technologies. Moreover, the Russian
Federation's frequent appeal to the
biothreat narrative can be seen as an
intention to use such weapons by Russia
itself, as a provocation or with a
preventive purpose.

The threat of the Third World War. The
escalation of the war between Russia and
Ukraine, which is actually a war between
two civilizations, into the Third World
War is a popular narrative in the world
information space. Exploitation of the
idea of the threat of the Third World War
is used as a means of putting pressure
on Ukraine, pushing it to negotiate with
Russia. On the other hand, we observe a
trend that indicates the perception of the
threat of the Third World War as
something that must be prevented by
any means. And Ukraine's victory over
Russia, with the subsequent deprivation
of the latter's nuclear status, can prevent
it. Ultimately, Ukraine's victory over
Russia should end with the deprivation
of Russia's nuclear status, which can
prevent a nuclear threat to the future of
humanity.
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TRANSFORMATION OF FORMS OF HUMAN ALIENATION
IN THE CONDITIONS OF THE RUSSIAN-UKRAINIAN WAR

The article deals with the forms and manifestations of human alienation in the conditions of the
Russian-Ukrainian war. The author focuses on the fact that in the 20th century, in the situation of
world wars, the formation and highpoint of totalitarian regimes, the establishment of a mass
consumption society, the increase in the level of alienation of a person became an attributive sign of
his or her social essentiality. At the same time, a productive idea in the context of the problem in
question remains the understanding of alienation as a consequence of the objectification of social
relations and man under the influence of the capitalist form of social relations (Karl Marx, Emile
Durkheim, Erich Fromm, Jean Baudrillard, Francis Fukuyama,).

The aim of the article is to analyze the transformation of forms of human alienation in the
situation of the Russian-Ukrainian war. It examines the growing level of human alienation in
modern Ukrainian society using the example of: the problems of displaced persons, mobilized
citizens and people who are forced to be in the "gray zone", out of touch, the Internet and other forms
of social communication. The peculiarities of human alienation from reality as a result of massive
propaganda in the conditions of hybrid information war are also revealed.

The article proves that, on the one hand, after the beginning of the "hot phase" of the Russian-
Ukrainian war, in Ukrainian society we can observe the growth of manifestations of social, political,
economic, religious, cultural, informational, emotional and physical alienation. On the other hand,
based on the method of comparative-historical analysis, trends in overcoming various forms of
human alienation can be seen in Ukrainian society: social alienation because of the increasing level
of involvement of broad sections of the population in achieving the common goal of defeating the
invaders; cultural alienation due to the realization that it is Ukrainian traditions, Ukrainian
language, and Ukrainian identity that are capable of establishing the identity of Ukrainians and
their will to victory; political alienation due to the awareness of the citizens of Ukraine that it is their
ability to self-organize that is the basis of the stability of the state in the confrontation with a much
stronger enemy; economic alienation due to the devaluation of material values, compared to spiritual
ones in war conditions; religious alienation, as in conditions of war and threats to life, many people
turn to faith and religious institutions.

Instead,
according to Karl Marx, alienation in the
social environment is manifested in
detachment, alienation of man-made
things from him- or herself. Marx
believed that the more a person
influences nature, the greater his or her
alienation from the natural environment
becomes. In a separate category, Karl
Marx singled out commodity fetishism as
a form of objectification of a man in

social relations. These ideas were
described by the philosopher in
"Economic and Philosophical

Manuscripts" of 1844 [11]. In the 20th
century, the French philosopher Jean
Baudrillard considered alienation in the
context of the development of mass
consumer society and the understanding
of man as a commodity in the market of
social relations. Separately, the thinker
emphasized the alienation of a person as
a process of objectification of the
individual in his own system of things
[18]. In the Ukrainian scientific
paradigm, the problem of human
alienation due to the disappearance of
dozens and hundreds of professions and
the threat of mass unemployment in the
situation of robotization and digitization
of production became the subject of
interest of Natalia Kovtun and Natalia
Wenzel [8]. However, despite the
significant level of development of the
problem of alienation in philosophy, the
problem of changing the forms of human
alienation in the conditions of modern
military conflicts remains unexplored.

Aim of research. The purpose of the
article is to study the transformation of
forms of human alienation in the
conditions of the modern Russian-
Ukrainian war.

Discussion and results. On February
24, 2022, Ukrainian society faced a
cardinal challenge in its history - the
"hot" phase of the Russian-Ukrainian
war. The scale of destruction and threats
in Ukraine was so colossal that society
cannot recover to this day and is unlikely
to be able to do so in the next few years.
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In addition to large-scale economic,
political and military losses, it led to
deep psychological and emotional
experiences in both individual and social
consciousness. In this situation, one of
the key feelings experienced by the
majority of Ukrainian citizens is the
deepening of a person's sense of
alienation.

"Alienation is a  philosophical-
sociological and  social-psychological
category, which means such relations
between the subject and a certain of its
functions, which arise as a result of the
loss of their initial unity; the process of
breaking the initial unity of the subject
and the object; a characteristic of the life
situation of an individual or of a social
group caused by the transformation of
the life process into an independent force
over a person" [5]. The term "alienation"
is widely used in psychology, law,
philosophy, sociology, and political
science.

It is natural in this context to turn to
the problem of alienation by thinkers
who studied industrial and post-
industrial societies, namely: Erich
Fromm, Emile Durkheim, Ferdinand
Tennis, Jean Baudrillard and Francis
Fukuyama. Alienation in the social
context became the subject of special
interest of Karl Jaspers. Analyzing the
society of the 20th century, he singled
out features that largely characterize the
society of that time: powerlessness in the
face of fate, existential problems
associated with the absence of a sense of
human existence, the society's failure to
fulfill. mutual social and cultural
obligations, the destruction of
institutionalized culture, detachment a
man from the existing society and a
feeling of loneliness, the problem of a
man's self-alienation and the feeling of
losing his or her own "I" [16;17].

The above-mentioned problems, which
were relevant at the beginning of the
20th century, remained relevant for
society at the beginning of the 21st
century. With the advent of smartphones
and social networks, the problem of
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alienation began to expand, uncertainty
in society is growing, the crisis of
morality, the crisis of understanding
good and evil is intensifying, the number
of local and regional military conflicts
and revolutions around the world is
increasing. A landmark event in this
context was the appearance of the first
iPhone on January 9, 2007. Fast access
to the Internet and virtual space has led
to the alienation of a person from the
reality around.

According to the Kyiv International
Institute of Sociology, as of the spring of
2017, a steady growth of Internet users
was observed in Ukraine. About 63
percent of the respondents were Internet
users [7]. In addition, as of May 18,
2022, 77.8 percent of surveyed
respondents use the Internet every day.
Among citizens aged 18 to 29, this figure
is 95.7 percent [9]. A ©person is
constantly connected to the virtual
world, and every year this situation
becomes worse [l]. As a result,
attachment to the virtual world naturally
leads to the alienation of a man from
both social ties and the natural
environment.

With the beginning of the "hot phase"
of the Russian-Ukrainian war in 2022,
the growth of human alienation in the
conditions of internetization and
digitalization of social life deepened into
an existential threat to the very existence
of Ukrainians and the Ukrainian state.
At the same time, radical changes took
place in various spheres of social
interaction. Established forms and layers
of social exclusion began to collapse. The
problem of displaced persons was scaled
up compared to the intra-Ukrainian
migration crisis of 2015, associated with
the annexation of Crimea, the beginning
of hostilities in the Donetsk and
Luhansk regions, and the crisis
associated with Syrian refugees in 2015.
In addition, the problem of
resocialization in military structures of
Ukrainians mobilized into the army has
become serious.
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In the conditions of the war, the past
socio-cultural stratifications are
gradually dissolving due to the
deepening of the problem of alienation in
people's  lives. Problems of the
meaningfulness of human life recede into
the background when a man faces the
real possibility of death. Thinking about
the finitude of life earlier, a man realized
that death is a distant abstract thing,
which is scary to think about, but if you
don't think about it, it's like it doesn't
exist. To "overcome death" in this way,
society began to use the mechanisms of
human objectification of man and him-
or herself.

Before the outbreak of full-scale war,
if a man felt discomfort or dissatisfaction
with their own existence, they turned to
the purchase of something, the
enjoyment of which made their existence
easier for a while. In fact, having
unlimited possibilities, a man through
consumption independently limited him-
or herself in the "system of things" [18].
In contrast to this, during the war comes
an understanding of the value of human
life, and not the preservation of material
things, which are simply a reflection of a
man and his or her desires, their own "I".
In the territories that are in the "gray
zone" of hostilities, social and state
institutions are gradually dissolving;
various symbols are beginning to change
their meaning. The main indicator of
status — money and other material values
— is losing its previous meaning,
especially in the territories where the
state power of Ukraine is disappearing
and Russian troops are coming. This is
evidenced by the data of the sociological
monitoring "Ukrainian Society",
according to the results of which, during
the 10 months of full-scale war, despite
inflation, the material demands of the
population decreased significantly,
compared to November 2021 [6]. In such
conditions, yesterday's director of a once
successful enterprise becomes on the
same socio-economic level as a cleaner
or janitor. At the same time, in the "gray
zone" of hostilities, a man often finds
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him- or herself in a position of extreme
alienation, lonely, alone with death.

In such a situation, traditional values
become extremely important — the family
comes to the fore. People try to return to
their sources, to their families in their
native villages/cities/regions, because
they understand their own loneliness in
big cities where they feel extremely
lonely. According to surveys conducted
in July 2022, there is a clear demand in
Ukrainian society for the actualization of

traditional Ukrainian values [12]. In
addition, according to sociological
research of public opinion, after 10

months of full-scale war in Ukraine, a
positive trend towards a decrease in the
level of cynicism among the population
has developed, compared to November
2021 [6]. Therefore, in the conditions of
the genocidal type of the Russian-
Ukrainian war, we can say that the post-
industrial moral degradation of mass
consumption society has gradually
transformed into a social demand for
clear moral norms and categories.

In the conditions of war in combat
zones with the disappearance of the
Internet and the space of virtual reality,
a man quickly begins to realize that he or
she does not really own anything. His or
her whole world is an illusion. From a
certain moment, he or she is forced to
start the psychological process of
restoring his or her own integrity. Having
left in the past the system of things
formed by one's own hands, a man
begins to rediscover him- or herself. A
man "shredded" into different pieces
begins to collect him- or herself, begins
to look for a way out of the situation of
extreme alienation, begins to look for
unity with other people and
communities. Moreover, self-awareness
is possible only through determining
one's place in society. The key question
is: "Who am I?" A large number of
different social roles and identities
disappear and only a man remains with
his or her fear of death and full
responsibility for the choices he or she
made. These trends are indicated by the
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latest sociological studies, according to
which the fatalism index among the
population of Ukraine decreased from
59.3% in 2002 to 35.1% in 2022, and
self-confidence increased from 42% in
2021 to 56.4% in 2022 [6;14].

The problem of temporarily displaced
persons and refugees occupies an
important place in the field of research of
the manifestations of human alienation
in the conditions of the latest Russian-
Ukrainian war. In order to save their
lives, people are forced to go abroad or to
safer parts of Ukraine or even Russia.
The extremely rapid and often forced
movement of a man from one social
environment to another usually throws
him or her into a state of sociocultural
shock. At the same time, the radical
transformation of social, material, and
cultural life naturally leads to the
aggravation of psychological problems of
the refugee or immigrant (post-traumatic
syndrome, depersonalization, depression,
etc.). Forced migrants feel Ilonelier,
alienated, and anxious in the new socio-
cultural space, where they have
permanent problems with socialization.
This is confirmed by surveys conducted
among forcibly displaced persons by the
Razumkov Center in July-August 2022.
Among the main problems that bother
refugees during their stay abroad, they
most often mention anxiety about what
is happening in Ukraine (87.5%), anxiety
for relatives and loved ones who
remained in Ukraine (80), longing for the
Motherland (70%). In addition, ignorance
of the language of the host country of
refugees is most often indicated as the
main problem (65%). 35% of respondents
noted difficulties in communicating with
the local population due to lack of
knowledge of the language [13]. In this
sense, the language barrier becomes the
basis of the growing level of alienation
among Ukrainian refugees, primarily in
Western countries.

At the same time, due to constant
stress in the conditions of a full-scale
war, escapism becomes a lifeline for
many people as an escape from reality

into the fictional, unreal world of books,
movies, etc. The fictional cosmos of
movies and books, in which things, plots
and meanings exist outside of time and
space. Note that, at first glance, the safe
territory of virtual reality hides a very
serious danger of losing touch with
reality. Therefore, in peacetime, escapism
stimulated procrastination and could be
the cause of human suffering. But in a
situation of immediate threat to life,
escapism often becomes almost the only
possibility to survive in the conditions of
war. In this meaning, escapism as a form
of alienation of a man from the traumatic
reality of war is as an important way of
self-preservation.

The phenomenon of escapism leads us
to another problem of human alienation
in the conditions of war — the problem of
different spatial characteristics of human
alienation from social life. These very
aspects of alienation were analyzed by
Jean Baudrillard in the works "There
was no war in the Gulf "and" Simulacra
and simulations. They largely allow us to
understand the spatial dimensions of
modern "hybrid", unconventional warfare
[2] [19]. In the  situation of
unconventional wars, cyber wars have
become a new extremely important
theater of war. Separate groups of
soldiers and propagandists, which can
amount to tens of thousands of people,
act only to create a new or distort a
virtual picture of reality.

At the same time, in order to justify an
aggressive war of genocidal type against
Ukraine, Russian special services and
Russian propaganda actively used the
work of Western marketers. At one time,
trying to sell a wide range of goods in the
conditions of a mass consumer society,
Western marketers simultaneously
developed tools for capitalizing and
selling death and violence in the
information sphere. Similarly, artificial
intelligence algorithms in the work of
social networks, which are automatically
adjusted to the user to promote the sale
of specific goods, were effectively
integrated into the work of Russian
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special services to lobby for the interests
of Russia among the general population
of various European states [10].

These  technologies allow  both
marketers and representatives of special
services to successfully alienate a man
from reality. At the same time, a person
is transferred from the real material
space to the space of illusions, often
distorted, wrong and false narratives,
which replaces reality. One of the most
terrible such narratives of Russian
propaganda is the desire to create the
illusion that no war actually exists, but
that there is some kind of civil conflict in
Ukraine. This narrative is supported by
the fact that legally, on the legal plane,
the Russian-Ukrainian war does not
exist. In the flow of such conflicting
information, a man often does not
understand what is happening. Being in
a situation of permanent uncertainty, he
or she loses touch with reality. Doubts
arise in his or her mind about who is the
aggressor and who is the victim. This is

what Russian propaganda seeks to
achieve.
The Russian propaganda machine

uses a wide range of manipulative
practices to alienate people from reality.
At first, it tries to lead a man out of a
situation of natural distrust of any
information into a field of apparently
well-founded doubts. For this, in the
field of interpretation of any event,
official propaganda produces and
spreads a large number of different, often
contradictory, versions. It is not even
necessary that they have some
connection with reality; the main thing is
the number and mass of options for the
event, in order to create a feeling of
ambiguity in the potential consumer of
this information [10]. When a man sees a
large number of versions of the same
event, he or she naturally has doubts.
After this doubt, the information space
begins to be replenished by interested
persons with more realistic, in the
reader's opinion, versions of events, or
those versions that had more feedback in
the audience begin to be supported. This
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is precisely what manipulators use to
confuse and divide consumers into
opposite camps or to create a situation
where a man is unable to be sure of the
reality of any of the versions of the event.
Similar manipulations are repeated in
subsequent media attacks. It is
important for the propagandist that his
version of the event appears in your
information circle. In the future,
algorithms of social networks will
independently offer content with this
type of manipulative Russian
propaganda for viewing or
familiarization, crowding out alternative
opinions [10]. Thus, a man becomes
alienated from reality, falling into an
information bubble created in fact by the
Russian special services.

At the same time, against the
background of the growing sense of
alienation among Ukrainians in the
situation of war as an existential
challenge, a universal unifying factor has
appeared that helps them overcome the
feeling of detachment from the world -
this is their people, their nation, their
family, their faith. Traditional values,
such as language, family, folk customs
and traditions, holidays, have become a
point of support, hope for the future for
many people. This is evidenced by the
study "Attitudes of Ukrainians towards
public holidays", conducted by the Kyiv
International Institute of Sociology in the
period from February 14 to 22, 2023, by
the method of telephone interviews. State
and religious holidays, in particular
Easter, Christmas, and Independence
Day of Ukraine, have gained great
importance in society [15]. Despite the
drop in Ukrainians' trust in the UOC
(MP) as a church associated with anti-
Ukrainian activities, according to the
results of a sociological survey conducted
by the sociological service of the
Razumkov Center from November 4 to
11, 2022, "War and the Church. Church-
religious situation in Ukraine in 2022",
the number of Ukrainians who became
more religious was 25.7 percent, while
only 4 percent became less religious [3].
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Overcoming various forms of
alienation, Ukrainians gradually adapt to
the new social reality in wartime
conditions. Soldiers and doctors receive
value orientations of defenders and
saviors of the people, understanding
their high role and status in society.
Children are returning home to their
relatives and friends, displaced persons
are looking for new jobs, receiving help
from the state, international
organizations, and various churches.
Millions of people in Ukraine and the
world as a whole are involved through

volunteering and charitable
organizations in global processes of
mutual aid, with things, medicine,

money, and work.

Conclusions. With the beginning of
the modern Russian-Ukrainian war,
Ukrainian society faced the actualization
of a number of forms of human
alienation: social alienation, associated
with the feeling of separation of a man
from the social community, the
strengthening of his or her feeling of
indifference and his or her rejection of
once established social norms; emotional
alienation, connected with a feeling of
detachment from other people,
indifferent attitude to their emotions,
leveling of the ability to empathize; bodily
alienation, associated with the feeling of
separation of a man from his or her
body, for example, due to physical
limitations or illness, especially among
the military as a result of wounds and
injuries; informational alienation of a
man from reality, which is formed as a
result of a man's growing distrust of
available, often contradictory and
manipulative information, or the loss of a
man's connection with objective reality in
the conditions of war due to his or her
falling into the "information bubble" of
the post-truth.

Along with this, it was the military
operations and new existential
challenges that opened up wide
opportunities for people to overcome
their alienation in various spheres of
their existence. They are as follows:
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overcoming social alienation due to the
increasing level of involvement of broad
strata of Ukrainian society (military and
representatives of other power
structures, volunteers, internally
displaced persons, refugees, and others)
in solving the common goal of defeating
the invaders; overcoming the cultural
alienation of the citizens of our state
from Ukrainian tradition, Ukrainian
language, Ukrainian identity through the
realization that these factors are capable
of establishing the identity of Ukrainians
and their will to victory; overcoming
political alienation associated with the
feeling of detachment of Ukrainians from
the political system and disbelief in its
effectiveness and the possibility of its
modernization: many Ukrainians realized
precisely in the conditions of the war
that it was the horizontal democratic
structures of Ukrainian society, the
ability of citizens to self-organize, that
became the basis of the stability of the
Ukrainian state in confrontation with a
much stronger enemy; overcoming
economic alienation, associated with a
heightened sense of distance from the
economic system and inequality in the
distribution of wealth, which became
possible due to the decrease in the value

of material goods in the conditions of
war, compared to spiritual goods: in a
situation of military operations, only that
which allows survival (primarily , mutual
assistance, support, solidarity with
people around); decrease in the level of
family alienation associated with a
feeling of distance from the family, a
feeling of disbelief and rejection by loved
ones: in conditions of war, a man acutely
feels the need for unity with relatives, the
need to help them, to show those feelings
and emotions that were postponed for
the future in a peaceful life ; reducing the
level of religious alienation associated
with a sense of distance from religion
and faith, distrust of religious traditions
and distrust of religious people: in a
situation of immediate threat to life in
war, many people return to faith or
become Dbelievers, turn to church
officials, chaplains in particular.

Prospects for further research. The
problem of human alienation when
regarded as a general cultural,
civilizational = phenomenon in  the
conditions of accelerated development of
technological innovations due to
digitization, automation and robotization
of production needs further research.
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The article is devoted to the identification of axiological features of nonverbal semiotics of the
Muslim Eastin context modern social problems. The study used Pierce's approach of "pansemiotic
view of the universe". He emphasized that any thinking is symbolic, in fact, for Ch.S. Pierce man is a
creature that performs signs through semiosis.

The main elements of the value system of the Arab countries were also considered. One of the
characteristic features of the Arabs is the extroverted type of communication and abundant
nonverbalism. The definition of the mnemonic method of classification of letters of the Arabic
alphabet Abjad is specified. The meaning of the symbols of the Muslim East is described: "hamsa’.
The philosophical significance of the image "harf Alif* and "harf wav" is generalized. Elements of
non-verbal behavior of Muslims in social communication are considered and analyzed. In conclusion,
the emergence of the Abjad system gives the right to argue that the first grains of digitalization of
society originated in the early Middle Ages. The modern tendency to translate everything into digital
code began in the Muslim East. Thus confirms the cyclical nature of historical events. With the
development of cognitive-discursive approach it becomes increasingly clear that the structures of
knowledge, thoughts, beliefs, imagination, which "stand" behind the real language of real homo
verbo agens, speaking this natural language, are inherently related to evaluation and reach the
ratio of conscious and unconscious, stable and creative. It is clear that the promotion of information
depends on the method of its presentation, which can generate a possible intentional world in the
field of "communication of consciousness" and social symbolic production and exchange; that verbal-
semiotic regulation of human relationships in the life world is value-based.

It was the
introduction of the concept of "man" in the
philosophy of pragmatism that marked the
beginning of a rethinking of man's place in
the world. Pragmatism is characterized by
a variety of options, united by a
commitment to empiricism and
experience, which is explained primarily
not in terms of contemplative theoretical
attitude to the world, but in the context of
active human activity. During this period,
Ch.S. Pierce, W. James, J. Dewey, O. W.
Holmes (as part of the Metaphysical Club
in 1872) formed the core of Eastern
philosophical themes, which later became
known as "pragmatism".

The most important contribution of
Ch.S. Pierce to the philosophical heritage
is his normative description of objective
research, the doctrine of categories and
the theory of signs. Sign, for Ch.S. Pier is a
complex and multifaceted category. In his
reasoning, Pierce followed a "pansemiotic"
view of the world ("any thought is a sign")
(Pierce, 1932). It is impossible to disagree
with the statement of Ch.S. Pierce that
everything has a semiotic nature:
thinking, cognition and even man himself.
Semiotics, the science of studying signs
and sign systems, divides signs into three
groups: iconic, index and symbolic. The
first group includes signs similar to the
affected object (photographs, maps). The
second, index group, includes signs, or
designations of part of the object, or those
where the image acts as a sign of the
object as a whole. Finally, the third,
symbolic, group includes images that have
nothing or almost nothing to do with the
marked object. Ch.S. Pierce developed a
complex logical system of types of signs
and focused on establishing logical
relations within the sign, with the basis of
his reasoning is the dynamics of thought,
embodied in various forms of the sign. He
emphasized that any thinking is symbolic,
in fact, for Ch.S. Pierce man is a creature
that makes signs through semiosis. In
addition, Pierce identified three semiotic
elements: sign, object and interpreter. He is
the author of the term semiosis. Basic
bases of the concept of Ch.S. Pierce is the
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theory of interpreters and the theory of
semiosis.

It’s allow us to give the following
definition of a sign: it is a triadic
connection that causes a dynamic process
of interpretation (semiosis), through which
communications create signs or associate
values with signs.

It is interpretation, or "thought that is
interpreted", according to Ch.S. Pierce is a
necessary condition of signification, but
the meaning that presupposes the
existence of man as an interpreter, we
consider in the context of the English verb
"signify" — "sign", "point". We emphasize
that the most important function of the
sign in the process of semiosis is the
function of signification.

Discussion and results. Pierce was
convinced that thinking always takes the

form of dialogue, therefore, signs are
mandatory mediators not only in
interpersonal but also in reflexive
communication. Signs are tools of

thoughts and language communication.
He also argued that thought is inseparable
from the ways of its expression, that is, it
receives its semiotic embodiment in a
communicative act. The researcher
believed that consciousness and reason do
not endow signs with life, the very action
of signs is a sign of the vitality of thought
in communications.

The reasons for the interest in research
on nonverbal human communication
become clear if we turn to the data of
anthropologists and ethologists, who
found that information transmitted by
words is only about 7% of the total
amount of information received by man,
while nonverbal cues account for 93%
(facial expressions, postures, gestures,
touches, smells, signals are up to 55%,
and the share of vocal paralinguistic
component is up to 38%). On average, a
person speaks only 10-11 minutes a day,
and the verbal component is only 35% of
the semantic load, and the nonverbal
much more - 65%.

Determining when people began to use
gestures in communication with each
other is as difficult as determining the
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time of appearance of oral speech. If it is
fair to assume that gesture
communication  existed before oral
communication, it must have originated
one and a half million years ago. The
simplest forms of writing emerged much
later than oral speech. Icons - refer to the
New Stone Age (Neolithic Age) and date
from 8000-3000 BC. Cuneiform, which
was made on boards made of raw clay
(signs in the form of groups of wedge-
shaped lines), appeared about 3000 years
BC. At the same time include ideographic
writing, which was developed in Chinese
characters.

Non-verbal communication is the oldest
form of human communication and ... the
most sincere. Fyodor Tyutchev said that
expressed opinion - is a lie. In this phrase,

the whole essence of verbal
communication - a person can be
insincere. And with gestures we
unconsciously express a whole range of
emotions:  joy, anger, indifference,
boredom, insecurity, etc.

There are two problems in

understanding nonverbal communication:
first, in verbal communication the process
of transmitting and receiving information
is understood by both parties, while in
nonverbal is carried out on unconscious or
subconscious levels — it complicates the
understanding of this phenomenon and
raises the question of justification
communication. Therefore, when it comes

to nonverbal communication, some
experts consider it permissible to use
another concept — «nonverbal behavior,

understanding this phenomenon as the
behavior of an individual that carries
certain information, regardless of whether
the individual is aware of it or not;
secondly, in many scientific works there is
confusion in the concepts of "nonverbal

communication", "nonverbal behavior",
often used as synonyms,nonverbal
communication is a type of

communication characterized by the use
of nonverbal behavior as the main means
of transmitting information, organizing
interaction, forming an image and concept
of a partner, influencing another human.
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Ukrainian researcher of mnonverbal
communication I. Kovalinska described
the basic theoretical concepts which
needed to understand the process of
nonverbal communication. Here are a few
lines from her work: "Without solving the
question of how non-verbal
communicative activity of man and what is
its relationship with verbal activity, it is
impossible to model communication
systems and the very process of thinking...
Nonverbal language of another country
must be studied as well as verbal... Words
may be what people use when all other
means of communication have proved
ineffective" (Kovalinska, 2014).

The Main Elements of the Value
System of Arab Countries. Researcher of
the theory of intercultural communication
Yu.V. Taratukhina in her work, noted: “In
most Arab countries, religion plays a
dominant role in the public consciousness
and has a significant impact on the social
sphere, politics, and business. The value
systems of the Arab and Western
countries are sometimes radically different
from each other. Consider the main
elements of the value system of Arab
countries.

1. The basic unit in the Arab countries
is not an individual but a family.

2. A person's reputation and
achievements largely depend on his origin
and are determined by belonging to a
kind.

3. Flexibility in communication - the
main feature of communication in these
countries.

4. The Arabs are characterized by an
extroverted type of communication and
abundant nonverbalism.

S. Arab culture in general is
characterized by a synthesis of traditional
and progressive.

6. During business meetings, Arabs
prefer long conversations, like to talk
about their connections.

7. The special position of women in the
Arab world.

8. Arab culture - a hospitable culture,
the same applies to office life. The
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concepts of "open house" and "open office"
are typical for Arab countries.

9. The perception of time in the Arabs,
not linear but cyclical. This specificity
must be taken into account when
planning business meetings (Taratukhina,
2018).

The meaning of the symbols '"Hamsa',
"Alif', "Wav’” So, let's look at some
symbols and signs of the Muslim East. An
interesting symbol of the Arab world is the
"hamsa", a Middle Eastern protective
amulet in the shape of an open palm with
five fingers. Muslims also call this symbol
"the hand of Fatima" and the Jews the
"hand of Miriam". In Islam, five fingers on
the hand means the family of the Prophet
Muhammad: Prophet Muhammad, Fatima
Zahra, Imam Ali, Imam Hussein, Imam
Hassan.

The amulet of Hamsa also symbolizes
the five pillars of Islam: faith, fasting, Hajj,
prayer, charity. The second name of the
mascot is associated with the legend of the
daughter of the Prophet Muhammad
Fatima, who began to stir the boiling halva
with his palm, learning that her husband
Ali brought home a new wife. This legend
does not correspond to historical facts, as
Ali married other women only after the
death of Fatima. Hamsa is popular among
Berbers, and due to its importance for
Berber and Arab cultures, it became part
of the coat of arms of Algeria.

The next symbol: the image of the letter
"wav". In calligraphic inscriptions, on the
walls of mosques, on ornaments,
statuettes, paintings, you can often see the
Arabic letter "wav" s, which is written
separately. What is the meaning of it?
Giving special meaning to individual
letters of the Arabic alphabet has its
source in the culture of Tasawwuf, which,
in general, is prone to symbolism and
metaphors. In this culture, the letter "wav"
had several meanings. Her writing is
reminiscent of a bowed man. Therefore, it
symbolized the recognition of man's
helplessness before the Almighty, faith in
the Lord and service to him. Along with
this, the letter "wav" resembles a child in
the womb. From the letter "wav" begins
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the name of the Almighty "One" (in Arabic
- Al-Wahid), so it was also a symbol of Him
as one God. One of the meanings of the
letter "wav" is associated with the
calculation of "abjad'. Abjad is a
mnemonic way of classifying the letters of
the Arabic alphabet, ie each word in the
Arabic alphabet has a certain numerical
meaning, when each number can be
expressed in letters, and vice versa. In this
calculation, this letter "wav" corresponds
to the number 6, which is interpreted as 6
pillars of faith: faith in Allah, in the angels,
in the Scriptures, in the prophets, on the
Day of Judgment, in doom. Belief in these
six points makes a person a Muslim, and
therefore the letter '"wav", which
symbolizes these pillars, was given special
meaning.

In many calligraphic inscriptions, the
letter "wav", is a neighbor of the first
letter of the Arabic alphabet "Alif"). The
connection between these two letters in
tasawwuf  (“s=UTasawwuf is the
observance of high morals and the
renunciation of low behavior ". (Ali-zade,

2007). According to Al-Khatib al-
Baghdadi (1002-1072) "Zuhdvaar-
Rakaik" ("Asceticism and kindness")

"Tasawwuf is a science through which
the ways of purification of the vicious
soul (nafs), ennoblement of customs,
improvement of the obvious and hidden
for eternal happiness" are learned. "A
person is born in the position of the
letter 5 " wav ", and when some time
passes, he straightens up, begins to
consider himself | "Alif ". Meanwhile, the
day when he was hunched over and was
the truest in his life. The meaning of
service to the Almighty is "wav", and
"alif" is a symbol of divinity and unity.
Therefore, the name of the Almighty
Allah begins with him. "Alif is the key to
the universe, and “wav” is the universe
itself"(Schimmel,2011).

The Abjadsystem. Abjad is a
mnemonic way of classifying the letters
of the Arabic alphabet, ie each "harf" in
the Arabic alphabet has a certain
numerical value, when each number can
be expressed in letters, and vice versa. In
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other words, each word, in addition to its
literal meaning, also has a numerical
meaning. There are three traditional
versions of the origin of this organization
of letters: according to the first of them,
the sound of words corresponds to the
names of six kings of antiquity, the
second - the names of genies, and the
third identifies them with the names of
the days of the week. This method of
counting dates back to antiquity and was
a widespread form of Arabic writing even
before the Epistle of the Holy Qur'an.
Thus, in various examples of classical
Eastern literature, you can often find the
calculation of abjad. The date of some
important event, such as the ascension
of the ruler to the throne, great military
victories, grandiose constructions, were
often expressed not in numbers but in
words. Even poets often indicated the
date of creation of their works in the
calculation of abjads. The system, which
determined the numerical equivalent of
each of the twenty-eight letters of the
Arabic alphabet, thus made it possible to
express any number with words. The
word "abjad" is formed from the first four
letters ("alif', "ba", "jim" and "dal") of the
Arabic alphabet. Regarding the
calculation of abjads, all numbers from 1
to 1000 can be expressed using
combinations of 28 letters. In order to
alternately memorize these 28 letters,
they were combined into 8 words: "abjad,
havvaz, huttu, kalyaman, safas,
karashat, sahaz and dazag". The first
nine letters of the alphabet represent
unique numbers from 1 to 9, the next
nine letters are tens - from 10 to 90, the
next nine letters - hundreds from 100 to
900, and finally, the last letter means
1000. That is, the numerical value of the
letters of the Arabic alphabet is
distributed as follows: alif - 1, ba - 2, jim
-3,dal -4, he-5,wow -6, za-7, ha-8,
ta- 9, ya - 10, kaf - 20, lam - 30, mim -
40, nun - 50, sin - 60, ain - 70, fa - 80,
sad - 90, kaf - 100, ra - 200, shin - 300,
tya - 400, sia - 500, ha- 600, zall - 700,
zad - 800, za - 900, gain - 1000. In
addition, to identify a character of the
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alphabet, the sum of all letters that
make up the name of the letter is used.
For example, the alif can be expressed
using the numbers 1 and 111, since (alif
l+lam J + yag +fa <) =1+ 30+ 10 + 80
=111.

The location of the letters of the Arabic
alphabet according to the abjad system:

SO G Buedg moeddahr Hseaz
thomdt

According to this system, the letters are
divided into three blocks according to their
numerical values. The first 9 letters are
called "ahad" - single, ie they have a
numerical value from one to nine. The
second block, which also consists of nine
letters is called "ashar" — decimal, have a
numerical value from 10 to 90. The third
block consists of ten letters and is called
"miat" — hundreds, meaning from one
hundred to nine hundred.

The abjad system was known to the
Arabs before the Qur'anic revelations. It
was widely used by poets of the time. The
Qur'an began to send in the heyday of
Arabic literature and literature, many
poets of that era, hearing the verses of
scripture understood that these words do
not come from man, but from one who is
higher, stronger than man, from one who
has infinite knowledge. The prophetic
mission, based on the revelations of God
and the affirmation of Islam in the lands of
Hijaz, did not stop the practice of poets
and linguists using the "abjad" system,
which is also referred to as "Jifri". This
word denotes the science of numerical
meanings of the letters of the Arabic
alphabet, built on the system of "abjad".
The use of abjad did not stop because
there were no objective reasons to ban it.
The Qur'an — the Divine Scriptures, forbids
only that which harms people and allows
what is good for them. Abjad, in turn,
represented at that time an integral part of
Arabic literature and poetry, a unique
experience of the desert people, who for
hundreds of years learned about the harsh
world of sand and conveyed its beauty in
the most mysterious forms,
understandable only to those in whose
veins flows the blood of Semitic ancestors.
They are the oldest nation, which was
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formed in the heart of the planet, where
people began to settle in other areas. The
Qur'an penetrated the souls of the people
who loved the beauty of words, the beauty
of language. These people were stunned by
the style of the Koran, its beautiful sound,
strange structure of sentences, unique
style of presentation. The use of "Jifri" and
"abjad" in the study of his verses has
helped many to be convinced of its
uniqueness, to be convinced that the
Qur'an is truly a divine miracle that no
poet or group of poets will ever be able to
create. Thanks to ancient science, many
scholars are still able to reveal some
secrets of the holy book of Muslims. But it
should be noted that this science is
available only to scholars who have special
knowledge, any interference in the verses
of the Qur'an, especially with allegorical
content can lead to misinterpretations and
erroneous conclusions.

Consider in more detail the "nonverbal
of the Muslim East". First of all, let's pay
attention to the non-verbal behavior of
women in the Muslim East. The woman
should lower her head and not meet the
eyes of the man-interlocutor. So, she
shows her modesty and politeness.

How do Arab women perceive the good
news? Covering the mouth with the palm
of the hand, as if in a whispering
conversation, they make loud sounds in a
shape similar to the chatter of turkeys.
Every child in the East knows that if you
do not behave well, or interfere with
conversation between adults, and even in
the presence of strangers, the mother only
needs to bite her lower lip and look
sternly, this will mean that you will be
severely punished. If the child has done
something very wrong, the threat will be a
gesture - "American okay" but after biting
his index finger, the last fingers are raised
and threateningly swaying, accompanied
by a stern look. The child, realizing
everything at once, will apologize with the
following gesture. He will bring his index
finger to his closed mouth, as if hiding a
secret, kiss his finger alternately to the tip
of his nose and so on three times. In the
Gulf countries, men greet each other in
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addition to shaking hands and rubbing
their noses. In Turkey - in addition to
shaking hands, touching the head to the
head of the interlocutor twice, i.e left and
right. Turkish women greet each other
with handshakes and kisses on the right
and left cheek. Agesture that shows
admiration, adoration and good treatment
of a child, a woman: pinch her cheek with
her fingers and pat her. And then raise
your hand to your lips, kiss it and sharply
with the sound of "muah" tear off in the
direction of the adored person. There is an
interesting and widely wused gesture
"fingers in a bundle" and raised up. In
Turkey "very good", but in Arab countries,
this gesture will mean "wait", the same
gesture "fingers in a bundle" but hit them
in the heart, will mean — "what grief', or
"my heart is in sorrow."

Gesture that means "no": clicking your
tongue with your head raised. If their
facial expressions are visible well enough
that both Turks and Arabs are limited to
raising eyebrows. You can easily warn
your Turkish opponent, who is clearly
deceiving, as if I understood everything -
by pushing down the lower eyelid a little.
Tickling your tongue more than 3 times
will mean indignation - "what a shame" or
"what an injustice." If a Turk touches his
upper teeth with his thumb and thus
raises his head up, this gesture means
that he is very scared. Refusal of an
unpleasant case, or a conversation about
the end of a case is affected in the east by
"cleaning" the palms against each other,
as if "everything, my hands are clean."

Astonishment and indignation are
expressed in one rotational movement in
the wrist - turning the open palm on the
rose and a stern look, this gesture also
means "what is it?", "Where are you?",
"And ... where are you going?". Honoring
the elderly in the east, all the permission
for children, the appreciation of bread,
such simple things, but Europeans should
be surprised. For example, if an elderly
person enters the room, it is inadmissible
to sit cross-legged. If this elderly person is
a relative, then the greetings will be in the
form of a kiss on the back of the palm
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before putting your hand to your forehead.
In the Muslim East, such a ritual of
greeting the elderly, or highly respected
people, the sheikhs, is the most common.
A gesture that also shows respect and
recognition is a hand on one's head,
"alyarasi" That is, appreciation, respect for
the interlocutor above himself.

A funny gesture that means "not to be
fooled" will look like this: at the same time
squeezing the earlobe, pulling it to the
bottom and an air kiss, and then tap the
wooden surface three times with the same
hand.

Conclusions. With the development of
cognitive-discursive approach it becomes
increasingly clear that the structures of
knowledge, thoughts, beliefs, imagination,
which "stand" behind the real language of
real homo verbo agens, speaking this
natural language, are inherently related to
evaluation and reach the ratio of
conscious and unconscious, stable and
creative. It is clear that the promotion of
information depends on the method of its
presentation, which can generate a
possible intentional world in the field of

"communication of consciousness"; that
verbal-semiotic regulation of relationships
in the life world is value-based.

Given the status significance of the
axiological component of social life,
discursive space can be modeled on the
type of axiological system that contains
different configurations and different
formats of experiencing the axiological
priorities of a culture. The emergence of
the Abjad system gives the right to claim
that the first grain sof digitalization of
society were bor nin the early Middle Ages.
Them odern tendency to translate every
thing in to digital code beganin the Muslim
East. Thus confirms the cyclical nature of
historical events. Fragmentary
understanding of cultural values allows us
to compare different aspects of social
interaction in terms of their axiological
load. Also identifies the principles and
methods of affiliation of axiological
concepts and specifies the culture-forming
values, taking into account the topological
characteristics of a particular area of the
cultural universe.

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"SPECTERS OF MARX" BY JACQUES DERRIDA IN THE CONTEXT OF
SOCIAL-CULTURAL REFLECTION

In the perspective of deepening the scientific field of humanitarian and social knowledge, it is
important to explore the inconsistency between ideas and their real influence on the ways of life
understanding and worldview. In the presented study, these inconsistencies are the object of socio-
cultural reflection in the context of one of the most famous texts by Jacques Derrida "Ghosts of
Marx". The purpose of the article is to clarify the role of text interpretation in the translation of J.
Derrida's work "Ghosts of Marx" for deepening the scientific field of social and humanitarian
knowledge in Ukraine. Research methodology — the methodological foundations of this study, aimed
at the reception of J. Derrida's work "Ghosts of Marx", are based on identifying the constructive
context of scientific socio-cultural reflection when it is translated into various languages. This allows
you to find out the representativeness of the thinker's ideas in all layers of the scientific field, such
as research, expert and educational and scientific. Research optics is based on the use of open
sources, as well as the use of philosophical reflection in the study of this problem. The scientific
novelty of the results obtained is determined by the involvement of new data, which bring closer to
the clarification of the causes and manifestations of the formation of a stereotypical and somewhat
biased interpretation of the thinker's ideas, the concept of which stimulates critical thinking and
contributes to understanding the complexity of the modern world. As a conclusion, socio-cultural
reflection in the analysis of the philosophical work of a foreign researcher highlights the role of high-
quality translation activities for introducing undistorted material into scientific circulation; this
contributes to the formation of the cultural capital of Russian philosophy in the scientific field and
interaction with the media field. However, for a deeper assessment of the identified problems of
cultural capital associated with the translation of philosophical works and its owners in the modern
scientific field, sociological research and, accordingly, greater provision of material and technical
resources are needed.

BOLSHEVISM AND RACISM: IMPERIAL TRADITIONS OF SOCIO-CULTURAL
AND IDEOLOGICAL CONCEPTS OF MODERN RUSSIA

Accordingly, a culturological space is being formed, which is characteristic: intolerance to any
other point of view, except for the only true one - domineering, humiliation of other peoples and
imperial ambitions. The purpose of the article is a comparative analysis of the peculiarities of
planting the Bolshevik world and the Russian world in Ukraine in culture, ideology and
propaganda. The research methodology consists in the application of analytical, comparative,
structural and problem-chronological methods, which made it possible to clarify the purpose of the
imperial-totalitarian (both Bolshevik and Rashist) policies in the formation of a new cultural space
and to determine the direct links between modern Russian and Bolshevik. systems. Conclusions. It
is proved that the imperial narratives of modern Russian culture, ideology and propaganda actually
reproduce the Bolshevik system. Both totalitarian countries are trying to revive the empire by seizing
Ukrainian lands and destroying Ukraine, while using hybrid and direct military aggression, terror of
the civilian population, the use of torture and bullying, denying the existence of Ukraine and
Ukrainians. As in the Soviet period, so in modern Russia a repressive system has been created and
there are bans on freedom of speech, and the pro-government media uses Soviet symbols that are
understandable for the "cotton population” to shape public opinion in the direction necessary for the
totalitarian government. It is noted that modern rashism is very similar to Bolshevism also because
both regimes use the program of genocide of Ukrainians and destroy national identity, memory,
culture and language, and repression covers the majority of the population. However, this does not
mean a return to the terrible past, on the contrary, it is in the hands of Ukrainians that now there is
an opportunity to change it and enter the family of European peoples.

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"MEDIA CHOREOGRAPHY" IN EUROPEAN CULTURE AT THE BEGINNING OF
THE 20 TH CENTURY

The relevance of the analysis of "medial choreography" inherent in Sergei Lifar as a type of
reflection and behavior of the artist in the face of social challenges of the 20th century is noted.
"Medial choreography"” is a working term introduced in order to show the special path of the
choreographer's creativity, trying to explore the synthesis of arts in the work as a figurative integrity
from within the creative process in his notes. The purpose of the article is to define the philosophical
and anthropological aspect of the famous emigrant artist's reflection on social troubles and
upheavals in the context of the Ukrainian mentality and national character. The research
methodology is represented by a systematic approach and a method of comparative analysis, that
help to explore the worldview and social motives of the artist's work and the origins of the originality
of a work of art, as a polysystemic phenomenon. The motif of Ukrainian thoughts — leaving without
returning — is archetypally superimposed on the fate of the émigré artist: he left and did not return to
his homeland. The philosophical line of his reflection is a purely implicit phenomenology of the
synthesis of arts as an examination by the practitioner of the phenomenon from the inside. The
scientific novelty of the article lies in the fact that the phenomenon of "mediality” at artistic creativity
of the beginning of the 20th century is defined as a certain anticipation of such social phenomenon
as the "Medial Turn" in the everyday life of contemporaries not only this century, but also the next.
In the written heritage of the famous choreographer, his theoretical notes, one can fix a "transcript"”
of ecstatic states and aesthetic feelings that are not in the memoirs of other artists or their scientific
reflection, such as musical poetics or opus-reflections: he remains on the border of "confessional”
essays and philosophical reflections on artistic synthesis. As a conclusion, the development of the
dancer and choreographer was turbulent, but extremely specific, because Lifar is better known as a
dancer, only at the Grand Opera he launched his choreographic activities. Up to two hundred
performances staged by him is a huge act and huge contribution to the development of the art of the
twentieth century and a great work of the image plan to promote their own creative ideas.

AESTHETICS AS THE IMPLEMENTATION OF "SOFT POWER": EXPLOITING
THE ABILITY TO FEEL

The object of this article is the key metamodern aesthetic concept the Sensibility Structure. The
task of the study is to trace the connection of this concept with the structuralist and post-
structuralist traditions, which, within the framework of metamodern practices, work in other
directions, through new forms and other consequences. The first subject of the analysis is the
assertion that cultural objects are a resource for the development of society. Control over this
resource provides management of the society prospects. The problems of experience and the
Sensibility Structure are analyzed from the point of view of managing aesthetic experience. Creative
acts are the management and technology of the formation of living space and human identity.

Aesthetic assessments, design techniques, functional use of space are tools for managing social
processes. The problem of the new system of exploitation arises against this background. It is the
exploitation of man's ability to sense. This becomes the basis for the development of the art market
and a complex system for the production of aesthetic objects from the design of things to films and
computer games. Today's culture is a special kind of production and consumption of goods, based
on the ability to aesthetic perception. For an industrial society, the production of goods coincided
with the marketing strategy of selling not only a thing, but also a lifestyle. In the 21st century, the
Industry of the Worlds appeared. This is the creation of an environment that stimulates certain
associations, experiences, ideas. The authenticity of space and the identity of a person can be
created as the production of mental images of a social, functional, communicative nature. The article
analyzes the emergence of a new aesthetics, which manifested itself in the form of metamodern. The
article traces the development of the New Aesthetics from the works of Heidegger to the concepts of
Thrilling by A. Becker and Atmosphere by G. Bohme.

One of the key concepts of the metamodern Sensibility Structure is analyzed as a consequence of
structural philosophy. The article compares the concepts of structure, discourse and Sensibility
Structure. On the basis of this, the system of binary oppositions is analyzed to describe the
structure of feelings of the metamodern. Modernism is realized as a structure of feelings
"disposition”, postmodernism as 'alienation”, then metamodern as "nostalgia". Postmodern
discovered the multi-layered reality, the simultaneity of practices and traditions. This constitutes a
peculiar diversity of the identity market. This is the basis of the metamodern metaxis.

FREEDOM OF CONSCIENCE AND MODERN WAR IN UKRAINE
0. V. Dobrodum, E. I. Martinuk, O. E. Nykytchenko

The problem of exercising freedom of conscience in modern Ukraine in the conditions of Russia's
full-scale aggression appears to be quite multifaceted, especially considering its global dimension,
the attitude of the world community and adherents of different religious views to the events
connected with the Russian-Ukrainian war, the attitude of religious communities of Ukraine to the
need to defend the freedom of the country and the attitude of the religious associations of the
Russian Federation to the terrorist activities of the authorities of Russia. The purpose of the article is
to conceptualize the possibility of implementing freedom of conscience in modern Ukraine in the
context of the modern Russian-Ukrainian war. The theoretical and methodological basis of the article
was made up of generally recognized principles of religious studies: worldview and methodological
pluralism, impartiality and humanism, comparability and non-involvement, ideological and religious
diversity, tolerance and non-confessionalism, secularism and inter-confessional dialogue.

The concrete scientific methods, problem-chronological, system-structural and critical analysis of
religious sources were used, as well as conceptual-discourse, system-chronology and problem-
denominational approaches to the scientific understanding of phenomena and events of religious
and political life. Conclusions and prospects for further research. Discrimination against the UOC is
now harming the situation with religious freedom in Ukraine: it becomes unsafe to be an adherent of
this church, because if the believers of the UOC contribute to the Russian peace, and an individual
protects them, then there is an indirect protection of the Russian world. It is time to end the Russian-
Ukrainian war, putting the main hopes on the armed forces of Ukraine. An attempt to solve any
issues during military operations by violating the norms of the law on freedom of conscience is
inherently unacceptable, and it is up to experts to decide what is canonical and non-canonical - the
legitimacy of laws should be determined by a person who satisfies his religious needs.

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CONTEMPORARY ORTHODOX EUCHARIST THEOLOGY OF COMMUNICATION
BY ALEXANDR FILONENKO

V. M. Lozovytskyi

The article is devoted to the analysis of O. Filonenko's Eucharistic theology of communication.
One of the first in Ukrainian theology, he develops the Eucharistic theology of communication, which
he sees as an alternative to the paradigms of sophiology and neopatristics existing in Orthodox
theology. The purpose of the article is to study the paradigmatic specificity of the modern Orthodox
Eucharistic theology of communication by Oleksandr Filonenko

The article finds out that the Eucharistic paradigm of the theology of communication originates in
the teaching of John Zizioulas about being as the communication of the Trinity, participation in
which becomes the meaning and content of the life of a person and the church. A person can fully
reveal himself only through communication. Without it, she is closed not only to others, but also to
herself. No less important components and sources of O. Filonenko's theology are various versions of
the theology of communication presented in the works of Antony Surozky, Maria Skobtsova,
Oleksandr Shmeman, Serhiy Averintsev. The article establishes that the methodological basis of the
theology of Eucharistic communication is the philosophy of the Other by Emmanuel Levinas, the
theology of the gift by Jean-Luc Marion, which substantiates the thesis that thanksgiving should
precede the gift. Only through thanksgiving do we receive gifts and recognize Christ in them.

On the basis of hermeneutic methodology and the theory of paradigmatic analysis, the article
finds out that Oleksandr Filonenko's Eucharistic theology is post-metaphysical. It appears not only
as a modern alternative to the metaphysical paradigms of neopatristics and sophiology, but also
claims the status of the genetically "first theology", from which all speculative theologies and church
doctrines arise. The theology of communication is, in fact, the beginning of any word about God,
because it begins with a hymn, a song to God, with his praise and glorification, which is later
shaped into philosophical and dogmatic garments. Such theology is a synthesis of liturgy, ethics,
mysticism and contemplation. Filonenko sees the sources of this theology in the description of the
experience of Christ's disciples, who recognized their Teacher in an unknown companion.
