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UKRAINIAN SOCIETY DURING THE WAR: RELIGIOUS FREEDOM VS NATIONAL
SECURITY

I. V. Bogachevska

It is determined that the Ukrainian state has faced a complex dilemma in the religious sphere:
either to fully adhere to all principles of freedom of conscience guaranteed by law, or to partially
restrict them for religious organizations affiliated with the aggressor state in order to ensure national
security under conditions of a full-scale war, in which Orthodoxy is used by the aggressor as an
instrument of hybrid warfare and destructive ideological influence on Ukrainian society through the
ideologemes of the “Russian world”. The positions of the Orthodox Church of Ukraine (OCU), the
Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the Moscow Patriarchate (UOC), and the state represented by the State
Service of Ukraine for Ethnopolitics and Freedom of Conscience (DESS) regarding inter-Orthodox
dialogue are analyzed with the aim of establishing conflict-free coexistence, compliance with current
legislation, ensuring freedom of conscience and national security, as well as the paths out of the crisis
of the UOC currently being debated, given its affiliation with the aggressor state. The article examines
the state’s capabilities in resolving the Orthodox crisis, state policy on ensuring national security in
the religious context, the latest legislative initiatives of DESS, and the reactions of the UOC and
international human rights institutions to them. Possible scenarios for overcoming the Orthodox crisis
discussed in church and expert circles are outlined, in the context of the attitudes of stakeholders and
the state toward them. It is demonstrated that the way out of the crisis for the UOC, into which it was
led by its collaboration with the Russian Orthodox Church (ROC), lies in constructive dialogue with
the OCU and the state. However, the parties to the dialogue do not have a clear vision of the format
of the post-war presence of the UOC in the country’s religious landscape; therefore, valid scenario
forecasting of developments is currently impossible. Specific steps that the parties to the conflict must
take in order to overcome the crisis of Ukrainian Orthodoxy are identified. It has been established that
the effective resolution of the Orthodox crisis in Ukraine is possible only through the combination of
guarantees of freedom of conscience with well-grounded security mechanisms of state policy aimed
at neutralizing the destructive religious influence of the aggressor state and at forming a stable model
of interconfessional interaction in the post-war religious landscape of Ukraine.

The article analyzes the contemporary transformation of the Orthodox religious space in Ukraine

in the context of the Russian-Ukrainian war, focusing in particular on the activities of the Ukrainian
Orthodox Church and its relations with the state and the Orthodox Church of Ukraine. The relevance

institutions in the context of national security, as well as by the influence of the ideology of the
“Russian World” (Russkiy Mir) on religious discourse and interconfessional relations in Ukraine. The
study examines legislative initiatives of the Ukrainian state aimed at regulating the activities of
religious organizations affiliated with the Russian Orthodox Church, as well as internal church
processes related to issues of jurisdictional affiliation, interchurch dialogue, and the prospects for the
formation of a unified local Orthodox Church in Ukraine. The purpose of the article is to provide a
religious studies analysis of the institutional, ideological, and socio-political factors that determine the
current state and transformation of the Orthodox environment in Ukraine during wartime. The
methodological framework of the research is based on a combination of general scientific and
specialized methods. The analytical method was used to systematize empirical material and identify
key trends in the transformation of the religious environment. The comparative approach made it
possible to examine the positions of different church institutions regarding canonical jurisdiction,
autocephaly, and interchurch dialogue. Elements of discourse analysis were applied to investigate
religious and political rhetoric, particularly the interpretation of the ideology of the “Russian World”
within contemporary ecclesiastical and public discourse. The scientific novelty of the study lies in the
comprehensive religious studies interpretation of the current transformations of the Orthodox
environment in Ukraine through the prism of the interaction between religious, political, and ideological
factors in the context of an ongoing military conflict. The research demonstrates that religious
discourse and confessional institutions function as important components of broader geopolitical and
social processes, while the concept of the “Russian World” operates as an instrument of symbolic
legitimation of the political strategy of the Russian Federation.

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RELIGIOUS DISCOURSE IN THE SOCIOCULTURAL SPACE OF MODERNITY
AS A LINGUISTIC FORM OF SACRED COMMUNICATION

The article presents a religious studies analysis of religious and theological discourses as
interconnected forms of sacred communication functioning within a confessional sociocultural space.
Religious discourse is interpreted as a multidimensional communicative practice aimed at
transmitting, preserving, and interpreting sacred experience, shaping value orientations, and
reproducing confessional identity. It is substantiated that the substantive core of religious discourse
is the sacred text, which performs regulatory, symbolic, and integrative functions, delineating the
boundaries of doctrinal interpretation. It is established that this type of discourse is characterized by
a structured model of communicative interaction, an ordered distribution of functions among its
subjects, the integration of verbal and nonverbal semiotic forms, the predominance of faith as a mode
of cognition over rational-discursive knowledge, and a pronounced orientation toward the formation
of beliefs and value attitudes. Attention is drawn to its genre differentiation and functional multilevel
structure, encompassing both general communicative and specifically sacred functions. Theological
discourse is characterized as a structural subtype of religious discourse focused on the
systematization, conceptualization, and reasoned substantiation of doctrinal positions. Its functioning
is associated with rational reflection on doctrine, terminological ordering of doctrinal meanings, and
the logical coherence of theological positions. Argumentativity is identified as a defining feature of
theological discourse, realized in both emotional-existential and rational-discursive dimensions and
grounded in reference to Holy Scripture and Holy Tradition as authoritative sources of truth. The place
of theolinguistics is outlined as an interdisciplinary field aimed at studying the linguistic mechanisms
of representing religious experience and theological reflection. It is emphasized that the analysis of
religious and theological discourses deepens the understanding of processes of the sacralization of
language, the institutionalization of doctrine, and the formation of value structures of religious
consciousness, thereby contributing to the development of the theoretical and methodological
foundations of contemporary religious studies.

SACRED SYMBOLS IN THE SEVENTH SEAL
O. S. Pasichnik

The article is dedicated to the study of religious symbolism in contemporary popular culture, with
cinema selected as the primary object of analysis. The film The Seventh Seal (1957) by I. Bergman is
examined for its use of sacred symbols. A significant body of research dedicated to various aspects

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of Bergman'’s films is characterized by an insufficient level of analysis regarding this particular issue.
The study highlights that the diversity of sacred symbolism in modern cinematic art calls for new
approaches and further scholarly investigation. The peculiarities of the process of establishing sacred
symbolism in cinema have prompted the search for appropriate research methods and methodologies.
The methodological basis of the research is a set of general scientific and specialized methods that
enable a multidimensional analysis of the symbolic structures of the cinematic text. The analytical
method was used to identify and systematize the sacred images and symbols presented in the film.
The hermeneutic approach was applied to interpret their semantic meaning within the context of
biblical and Christian symbolism. The comparative method made it possible to correlate individual
artistic images and plot elements with religious archetypes and biblical motifs. Elements of semiotic
analysis were employed to examine the symbolic language of cinema, particularly to identify sign
structures that function as carriers of sacred meanings within the visual narrative. The article employs
an analytical approach based on the study of sacred symbols embedded in a work of art (in this case,
a film). In light of this, the aim of the study was to identify sacred symbols in the film The Seventh
Seal. It was established that the film contains a significant degree of religious symbolism. Several key
symbols can be identified. The title of the film references the Book of Revelation. The characters Jof,
Mia, and Mikael serve as an allegory of the Holy Family. The scene with wild strawberries and milk
symbolizes the Last Supper. The knight Antonius Block is portrayed as a Christ-like figure. Jénsis
depicted as a rebel against God, while Raval represents the Church. The study concludes that in The
Seventh Seal, sacred symbolism is presented both explicitly and implicitly.

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SPREAD OF RUSSIAN PROPAGANDA IN ENGLISH-LANGUAGE MEDIA:
POLITICAL AND RELIGIOUS ASPECTS (ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE "NEWS
FRONT")

The relevance of the issue of the spread of Russian propaganda is primarily due to the ongoing
Russian-Ukrainian war, which has been actively continuing for more than three years, and within
which the global information confrontation between Russia and the collective West, with Ukraine as
its epicenter, is unfolding. In this context, special attention should be paid to publications that
purposefully and systematically broadcast Russian propaganda to foreign audiences. News Front is
one of them, as it has the option of translation into eleven languages, including English, and thus its
influence has a very real potential to spread to most European countries. In the course of the study,
to cover political aspects, the problem of covering the elections in Russia in the English-language
publications of the “News Front” was identified. This topic is considered on the example of 5 English-
language publications, which were divided into 4 thematic blocks based on their contextual focus.
Thus, based on the materials of these publications, the article outlines the preliminary expected
forecast of the elections in Russia. The author characterizes the assessment of the expected victory of
Vladimir Putin. The article also characterizes Russia's response to the EU's reaction and the US's
reaction, as presented in the newspapers. The author also analyzes Russia's message to the
international community. The study of the problems of spreading Russian propaganda on specific
examples makes it possible to assess the principles on which it functions, and also helps to find
effective mechanisms for organizing a comprehensive counteraction. In order to cover religious
aspects, the author singled out the issues of coverage of the functioning of the Ukrainian Orthodox
Church of the Moscow Patriarchate (UOC) in the English-language publications of the News Front. This
topic was considered on the example of all 10 English-language publications in 2024, which were
divided into 3 thematic blocks based on their contextual focus. Thus, the article, based on the
materials of these publications, outlines the specifics of the coverage of the “seizure” of UOC churches,
the positioning of the vectors of interaction between public services and the UOC, and outlines the
international focus on the situation of the UOC in Ukraine.

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ETHNO-RELIGIOUS POLICY OF THE EUROPEAN UNION IN THE LEGAL
AND INSTITUTIONAL MECHANISMS FOR THE PROTECTION OF RELIGIOUS
AND ETHNIC IDENTITY OF MINORITIES

The article analyzes the ethno-religious policy of the countries of the European Union in the context
of the interaction of legal, institutional, and socio-cultural mechanisms for regulating religious and
ethnic diversity. It examines the theoretical foundations and models of integration of religious and
ethnic minorities within the transformations of contemporary European society, taking into account
the principles of freedom of religion, equality, and non-discrimination. Particular emphasis is placed
on the role of religious identity as a structural component of social identity in a pluralistic public
sphere. The study characterizes the legal instruments for the protection of minority rights, including
anti-discrimination legislation, acts regulating freedom of religion, and contractual forms of interaction
between the state and religious organizations. It is substantiated that their combined application
forms a system of guarantees for the autonomy of confessional communities while simultaneously
ensuring public order and legal certainty. Institutional mechanisms for the implementation of ethno-
religious policy are analyzed, as well as the role of national and supranational structures in
monitoring compliance with human rights standards. Based on comparative analysis, models of state
policy toward religious and ethnic minorities are outlined, and their influence on the preservation of
confessional identity, the level of social integration, and the character of religion’s public presence is
determined. The significance of social programs, educational initiatives, and interreligious dialogue
as factors in reducing conflict potential and fostering a culture of tolerance is highlighted. It is
demonstrated that the effectiveness of ethno-religious policy depends on a comprehensive approach
combining legislative guarantees, institutional coordination, and the participation of civil society. In
the contemporary European context, such policy functions not only as a mechanism for protecting
minority rights but also as an instrument for regulating the public expression of religious identity and
maintaining social stability in a multi-confessional environment.

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RELIGION AS A MECHANISM FOR OVERCOMING WAR TRAUMA
I. V. Shavrina, Yu. D. Soloviova-Kalish

The article aims to identify the role of religious faith as a psychological and socio-existential
resource in overcoming a war trauma, in particular the impact of religious coping on the symptoms of
post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD), post-traumatic growth, and the psycho-emotional condition of
an individual. The purpose of the research was to define the role of religion as a psychological and
socio-existential resource in overcoming the consequences of the war. Particular attention is paid to
the religious faith and its impact on the manifestations of PTSD, post-traumatic growth, and the
psycho-emotional condition of an individual. The methodological framework combined religious,
psychological, and sociological analyses, which allowed us to systematize international and national
experience, as well as to explore the Ukrainian realities of war-related trauma. The results of the
research show that positive religious coping (prayer, trust in God, participation in the community,
finding meaning in suffering) is associated with a decrease in anxiety, depressive manifestations,
and symptoms of PTSD, as well as with an increase in psychological resilience and post-traumatic
growth. In contrast, negative forms of religious coping (feelings of abandonment, doubts about justice,
religious disintegration) can deepen distress and increase the risk of suicidal intentions. The analysis
of religious practices in Christianity, Islam, Judaism, and Buddhism confirmed their therapeutic
function through ritual repetition, symbolic organization of experience, and social support. In the
Ukrainian context, a special role is played by military chaplaincy, which integrates spiritual guidance
with psychological assistance, as well as by religious communities that provide psychosocial support
to displaced persons and veterans. The practical value of the study lies in the possibility of integrating
religious resources into the system of psychological rehabilitation of military personnel and civilians,
which will contribute to the formation of sustainable mechanisms for overcoming trauma and
strengthening social resilience.

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The objective of the article is to
understand the event as a category of
historical analysis, which involves
identifying the essence of a historical
event in relation to a historical fact, as
well as disclosing the significance of
historical events in connection with the
subject's interpretation and development
of this phenomenon.

Discussion and results. The
methodological significance of the study of
the event 1is to wunderstand this
phenomenon as a concept of historical
science that reflects the fundamental
connections and relationships of reality
and knowledge. The recognition of event as
the basic concept of historical analysis is
based on the concept of event history,
which involves understanding history as a
science of events in their relationships and
sequences. The consequence of the critique
of the classical paradigm of event history,
due to the strengthening of the positions of
rationalist science, was the denunciation of
the importance of the category of "the
event", the shift of attention from the
singular to the regular and recurring. The
emergence of historical structuralism has
led not only to a revision of event history,
but also the displacement of political
history, which is based on the distinction
between insignificant everyday life and
important events.

The refusal of a number of scholars
from the concept of event history was
prompted by a discussion in historical
science that unfolded in the 60's and 70's
of the twentieth century. The ideas of
structural history, embodied by the
representatives of the French "school of
the Annals", radically changed the
development of  historical science.
According to their views, the study of any
aspect of social reality focuses on the
study of social structure as a more
complex whole, which involves
application of an interdisciplinary
approach. In this context, the event is
considered as a superficial layer of
history, so the story-narrative should give
way to the story-problem [5].

According to the Annals school
representatives, the historian who
interprets the event in a short historical
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perspective, imposes on this event the
external laws of duration, ie increases the
proportion of the element of historical
chance, incompleteness, distortion. In
this way, a personality of a historian
becomes essential not only in the process
of establishing the causal conditionality of
a particular event, but also in its
interpretation. In view of this, F. Brodel
believed that the time duration of
understanding the event should be long
enough, because only in this way you can
"escape from the captivity of events to
return and look at them with different
eyes, ask them other questions" [J].

Representatives of cultural history
emerged from scientific circles that
identified themselves with social history.
Thus, the work of E.Le Roux Laduri
“Montao” is often considered a clicé work
on microhistory, where the focus is on
some seemingly marginal events [13].
R. Chartier identified the main object of
study of cultural history representations
that construct and reflect fragments of
reality in which social groups live. The
scientist considers events, on the one
hand, through the prism of
representations of the past, on the other-
through the creation of certain rules of
representations of real and imaginary,
which together make up the culture [0].

The methodological advantages of
microhistory were substantiated by
J. Revel, noting that this direction allows
"to show how many serious things we can
say when nothing seems to be happening
on the surface" [14]. Moving away from
the paradigms of functionalism and
structuralism  that determine the
development of the social sciences,
microhistory focuses on everyday life and
locality. The advantage of microhistory
over the historiographical practice of "The
School of Annals" is to elevate the
uncertain, exceptional, irregular in
everyday life. It is noteworthy that this
approach stimulates rehabilitation of the
event, which brought together not only
representatives of social sciences but also
natural sciences.

However, the inherent historiography
of the opposition of event and structural
history has grounds for criticism. Thus,
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despite the fact that events and
structures belong to different orders of
temporality, structures are revealed and
comprehended through events, allow
events to occur, exist, be identified [5].
According to P. Reeker, the works of one
of the opponents of the event history of
F. Brodel are largely saturated with event
data. Events affect the structures from
within, manifesting itself, on the one
hand, in a different rhythm of change of
structures, on the other - in the
researcher's interest in breaking points of
structures, their sudden or slow
destruction, the prospect of extinction,
which is also manifested in events [15].
The analysis of methodological
approaches and scientific works shows,
on the one hand, the differences in the
interpretation of the event, determining
the importance of the event in the
historical process, criteria for selection
and interpretation of historical events, on
the other — the need for more detailed
analysis of these and related issues.
Historical event and historical fact.
The change in the vision of historicity,
historical time, the role of historical
authors and the personality of the historian,
which is observed in the modern stage of
science, has led to a different attitude to the
phenomenon of events, conceptualization of
which is increasingly understood through
the prism of the temporal essence of human
experience. It is noteworthy that the attempt
to understand the phenomenon of the event,
among other things, indicates an attempt to
understand the role and functions of
historical knowledge in the modern society.

Representatives of the historical
science generally agree with the
assessment of the event as a

transformation of a settled life, believing
that even when a joyful event occurs, it
still causes change, causes irregularity.
An event is a break in historical time, a
break in gradualness, which allows
historians to mark and organize time,
"space" the time duration.

R. Collingwood distinguishes in the
event an external side of social action and
an internal content of this phenomenon.
The external aspect of the event includes
everything that can be described in terms
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of bodies and their movements, such as
Caesar's crossing of the Rubicon River or
drops of his blood on the floor of the
Senate building. The scholar interprets
the inner side of the event as something
that can be described only in terms of
categories of thought — Caesar's challenge
to the laws of the Republic, or the clash of
Caesar's constitutional policy with the
policy of his assassins. The historian
should always deal with both sides of the
event, without making an exception for
either [7].

According to researchers, the analysis
of the inner side of the event means its
correlation with the context, which is
characteristic of the historical science,
starting with Herodotus. That is why the
reasons for raising the event to the rank
of historical are not always due to the
importance of the event in the eyes of
contemporaries. Instead, this happens
when the consequences of the event are
obvious, which can be considered in a
broader context. Contemporaries never
experience a historical moment as a
historian who knows what happened
next. The broad historical context that
allows for a comparative analysis of the
event with others is not formed at the time
of its implementation [19].

In this context, the category of "historical
event” should be distinguished from the
concept of fact. The understanding of this
problem  takes place within the
interdisciplinary = discourse with the
participation of philosophers, philologists,
representatives of historical science, who
study the issues of methodology. Scientists
note the incorrect use of the term "fact" in
scientific  research in relation to
phenomena that have an ontological
nature. In other words, the concept of "fact"
is applied not only to the phenomena of
consciousness, but also to the phenomena
of objective reality. Ignoring the semantic
differences between the fact and the event
instead of displaying knowledge about
objects leads to the designation of these
objects [21: 250]. Undoubtedly, this
practice indicates the need for conventional
use by the scientific community of the
concepts of fact and event, taking into
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account the differences in their semantic
connotations.

L. Wittgenstein formulated his own
view of the essence of facts and events,
who put forward the concept of logical
dynamics, which provides a description of
dynamic logical models of the world.
According to the author, the world, ie
everything that happens, is not divided
traditionally into objects, but into facts.
The thinker does not interpret a fact as
any combination of objects, but one that
can be the subject of a true or false
statement [18]. The general logical model
of the world proposed by L. Wittgenstein
is that objects can be included in events
and then contained in actual situations of
expression. In contrast to the fact that it
is presented as something moving,
variable, something that is experiencing
formation, the event presupposes coming
of the moment when it will take place, ie
will be embodied in the present.

Scholars see the essence of the
differences between these concepts in the
ontological nature of the event and the
semantic, mental origin of the fact, as well
as in the procedural nature of the event
and the non-procedural nature of the fact.
Scholars understand the fact as a way of
analyzing the events of reality, which aims
to highlight the parties that are relevant
in terms of semantics of the text. Unlike
events that immerse a person in the
world, facts translate the world into
human consciousness. The fact focuses
on the world of knowledge, logical space,
and the event — on what is happening in
real space and time. The facts belong to
the observed world and do not exist
regardless of the statements. The fact is
not the object of observation, because you
can witness the event, but not the fact.
Belonging of the fact to the world of
knowledge determines its non-procedural
nature. Since it is possible to describe the
unfolding of events, not facts, it is
impossible to say that the fact occurred in
a certain era, was long or short, fast or
slow. If the event occurs, the fact is stated.

The Ukrainian scientist O. Yeremenko
defined a historical event as a change in
current social conditions, which is the
result of actions taken by an individual or
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social group, has relative independence in
the system of events, as well as integrity
and significance for the historical process.
Instead, a  |Thistorical fact in the
researcher's understanding is a reliable
knowledge of any subject of the empirical
level of history. Fact is a general scientific
concept, so it does not express the
specifics of historical reality and historical
knowledge [21: 248].

When analyzing the discrepancy
between an event and a fact, emphasis
should be placed on the actuality of the
event and the optional nature of the
factual event. A certain habit of a famous
historical figure can be interpreted as a
fact, but should be considered an event,
as the latter expresses changes in public
life. In other words, the fact is any
historical reality that is associated with a
change in the overall socio-historical
situation or regardless of this change.
Events are characterized by historicity,
while for the fact this function has a
derivative meaning. The ability of facts to
denote aspects of reality, properties,
features of things and events gives
grounds to argue that the event, in
contrast to the fact, has a procedural
nature [3].

The problem of significance of a
historical event. The most important for
historical cognition are the events of social
life caused by the activities of a man or
society. Historians have traditionally
considered political events to be among
them, as the government has always
claimed supremacy in the annals of
history, and the ruling elites have shown
interest in a certain interpretation of
events. Thus, the significance of the event
associated with the coming to power of the
ruler was automatically recognized as
historical, without the need to verify time.

The events of military or diplomatic
history — victories and defeats in battles,
foreign yoke, revolutions, uprisings,
mutinies, riots — have also long been
important. Among the significant events
were of particular importance, in
particular, the decline and fall of states
and cities, which drew an analogy with
death as a social phenomenon. The
significance of death was recognized not
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only in relation to the rulers, but also in
mass death of people during a war,
famine, epidemic, etc.

There is no consensus in the scientific
literature on the criteria for determining
the significance of a historical event. The
significance of the event, according to
researchers, can be imagined as the point
of intersection of interpretation and
objectivity [16]. In turn, the objective
aspect of the significance of the event,
which is not leveled by the specifics of
interpretations, is determined by the
stable preservation of the consequences of
the event in a historical process [20].

Regarding the selection of events in
order to analyze the degree of impact of
their consequences on social reality, it
should be noted that the same event can
be interpreted in terms of significance
depending on the objectives of the study.
The criteria are the scale of the study
period, the scientist’s affiliation to a
particular scientific field,
historiographical tradition, and so on. For
example, a significant event for Christian
historiography can be neglected in the
scientific literature, referring it to the
category of secondary phenomena.

In this context, it is interesting to note
about distinguishing of several levels of
selection of historical events by W. Drey.
The first level involves identifying the
types of human actions and experiences
that are the focus of the researcher's
attention, and political or economic
history requires its own choice of events.
The second level of judgment about the
significance of the event is related to the
preference for specific actions within the
chosen field of human experience. In this
case, the reason for the choice is in the
field of assessment of the past, which is
not limited to moral, aesthetic,
intellectual, pragmatic considerations,
but can be carried out according to the
criteria of representativeness [9].

Thus, an event can be considered
historic in view of what phenomenon it
caused, because what is not a historically
important event can be an important
historical event. The event has the ability
to be a harbinger of later events, and not
a very significant event can become
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significant, because it has become a
symptom of more important trends or
phenomena. Undoubtedly, events that are
considered  secondary  (negotiations,
meetings), under certain conditions, even
in the eyes of contemporaries acquire a
historical character, determining the
parameters of a particular macro-event.

According to A. Badiou, the event
includes a biased subjective perception,
which is part of the event itself. The event
is identified only from the standpoint of
"an interpretive intervention", ie from the
point of view of those who acknowledge
the existence of this event. The thinker
understands an intervention as any
procedure by which a set of effects is
recognized as an event. For those who did
not dare to intervene and did not
determine their belonging to the event, it
will forever be doubtful whether the event
actually took place [2].

In other words, the event is associated
with a sharp and unexpected shift in the
semantic field, breaking the ties of
meanings and signs. Accordingly, there
must be someone who is able to perceive
and record this deviation or gap of values.
It is, therefore, an entity whose experience
will be able to combine the previous and
the new, because the event is not outside
an observer, but occurs through him.

The role of the subject in the
appearance of the event can be
considered from another angle. Social life
is full of news and adventures that are not
necessarily perceived as events, because
the definition of events does not depend
on intensity, but on quality. Only the
subject can combine various elements of
social life and interpret their interactions
as an event. According to J. Deleuze, the
event acts as a filter that sifts through the
chaos of a situation, organizing it into
certain combinations that are identified
by an individual as events [8].

The subjectivity of the researcher is
important in classifying events as
historical and interpreting them as
significant. This statement is based on the
absence of natural event marking on the
time scale, so it depends on the position
of a historian and the experience of
protagonists [11]. The degree of
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significance of a particular event may be
perceived differently by contemporaries
and historians. Thanks to another
perspective, the historian is able to
correlate the event with a certain socio-

historical context, which makes it
possible to determine the quality of the
event, which can be seen by
contemporaries.

As we can see, the perception of the
significance of an event is significantly
influenced not only by the environment of
its occurrence and unfolding, but also the
context of analysis and interpretation of
the event. The importance of the context
is emphasized by J.Deleuze, who
understood the event as a meaning that
does not exist outside the sentence that
expresses it [8].

However, the event is not limited to the
historical context, although it is closely
related to it. It is formed in the depths of
this context, but does not directly
originate from it. In other words, the event
cannot be a natural consequence of its
preconditions, because it requires a
different perspective, view, vision, which
will allow to see the situation differently.
That is, again there is a need for an entity
that combines many different situations,
which is interpreted as an event.

In trying to describe and comprehend
the event, the subject uses known
narratives, imposing them in the form of
interpretive frameworks on the reality
that is comprehended, which contributes
to structuring. That is, narrativization is
a mechanism through which the subject
adapts the event to experience by
organizing information about it.
Adaptation of the event takes place in the
form of symbolization — the process of
creating concepts that are analogous to
the subject, phenomenon, event, as well
as concentrate their generalized features.
With the help of these concepts, the
subject does not appeal to a single event,
but focuses on the large-scale nature of
the subject of understanding. In the
process of symbolization, concepts are
produced that act not only as carriers of
certain meanings, but also as indicators
that orient the subject to the significance
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of the context to be perceived and
interpreted [19: 6].

The role of the subject is manifested
not only in the appearance, but also in the
continued existence of the event. The

researcher's idea may include the
inclusion of the event in various
interactions - causality, sequence,

interdependence, chain of events and
more. Thus, in the process of creating a
counterfeit history, a chronological chain
of events is constructed, which could be
the result of the absence of an event of
interest, thus checking the soundness of
the generally accepted interpretation.
Continuity and necessity, according to
scientists, are spontaneously born from a
historical perspective. The starting point
of this process is the goal, because we
know what was, not what could be [1].
Through the media, a historical event
can be artificially presented as significant,
creating space for various manipulations.
Along with the negative connotation, this
situation creates for the researcher a
number of perspectives, which are, in
particular, the possibility of using ways of
interpreting the event in a particular
society to analyze the specifics of the
development of its social structures.
Conclusions. Analysis of an event as a
category of historical knowledge shows its
importance as one of the main and most
difficult to wunderstand concepts in
historical science. In particular, in
historiography, which for much of its
existence has been based on event history,
the event has always been and remains the
starting point of historical analysis. An
important function of the event is the
temporal organization of history, ie the
demarcation of historical periods. In this
context, the event is interpreted as a break
in historical time, an indicator of which are
the most epoch-making events that reflect
the essence of the period. On the basis of
the analysis of semantic connotations of
the concepts "fact" and "event" it is possible
to state the ontological nature of the event
and the epistemological origin of the fact. If
the event actually occurs, the fact is
designed to adequately reflect the event in
the human mind. The historicity of a fact is
derived from the historical nature of the

At the same time, an important
role belongs to the subject of historical
knowledge, which adapts the perception
and understanding of the event in a

the role of the event in the historical particular context.
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The article analyzes the ancient philosophical tradition that laid the foundation for European
philosophical and scientific thought and methodological culture, outlining the main ways of achieving
truth in connection with the formation of philosophical and scientific thought in the modern era. The
article attempts to trace the evolution of the problem of method in the philosophical tradition from pre-
Socratic natural philosophy (Thales, Anaximander, Anaximenes, Heraclitus) through Socrates'
dialectic, Plato's hypothetical-deductive approach, and Aristotle's systematic logic to the philosophy of
the modern era. It shows how the empirical observations of the Miletus school and inductive
generalization were combined with the rationalistic methods of Parmenides, Plato, and Aristotelian
syllogistics. It is noted that in ancient philosophical thought, ontological-logical considerations were
inextricably linked to ethics and way of life (eudaimonia). In the modern era, the problem of method
comes to the fore among other philosophical problems, which determines the interest in ancient
philosophy. Francis Bacon develops the inductive method as the “New Organon,” aimed at overcoming
scholastic stereotypes, René Descartes substantiates the hypothetical-deductive approach based on
clear and obvious principles and Cartesian doubt, and G. Leibniz complements the rationalist tradition
with the law of sufficient reason, attempting to synthesize empirical and a priori knowledge. The
analysis confirms the continuity of the philosophical tradition: ancient ideas of empiricism, dialectics,
logic, and deduction not only do not disappear but acquire new systematicity and methodological
acuity in the era of the formation of modern science. Thus, the problem of method appears as a key
element of continuity between antiquity and the modern era, emphasizing the universality of the
philosophical search for reliable knowledge.

Today, the issues outlined above are of
interest to a wide range of researchers, both
domestic and foreign. For example, Pierre
Hadot actively explores issues of ancient
philosophical thought ("What is Ancient
Philosophy?", "Philosophy as a Way of
Life"), where he emphasizes that ancient
philosophy was not only a theory, but above
all a way of life aimed at eudaimonia
through spiritual exercises. The ancient

heritage is of scientific interest to
researchers such as R. Robinson,
G. Santas, I. Bespalov, V. Mulyar,

S. Davidchuk, A. Tykholaz, E. Berti, and
others. Among those interested in the
problem of method in the Modern era are
researchers such as V. Gusev, Yu.
Vilchinsky, M. Gritsishina, M. Miles,
O. Khoma, P. Bartusiak, and others.

The purpose of this article is to highlight
the problem of method in ancient
philosophical thought and modern
philosophy, and to show the continuity of
the philosophical tradition in the
development of ways of achieving truth.

Thales of Miletus is considered the first
philosopher of antiquity. He was a
mathematician and, therefore, the
founder of European scientific thought. It
is known that he predicted the eclipse of
May 28, 585, using the method of
observing the recurrence of phenomena
and performing astronomical calculations
[2: 104]. Based on the empirical method
of observation, Thales finds a way to
explain the world through the existence of
a fundamental principle from which
everything arises and into which
everything is then transformed: for him,
this is water, which is capable of changing
its aggregate states from solid to liquid
and gaseous [2: 103]. Anaximander, who
was a student of Thales, rejected the
primacy of one of the elements, since none
of them is dominant. For him, the primary
element - apeiron - is a boundless,
eternal beginning from which pairs of
opposites (dry-wet, cold-hot, etc.) emerge
and conflict with each other. [2: 105].
Russell B. says that for Anaximander,
worlds arise not as a result of creation,
but of development [3: 36]. Thus, ancient
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natural philosophy is characterized by a
dialectical understanding of nature as
something that develops according to
certain laws, in particular justice: things
arise and transform into what they arise
from, "for wrongs committed at a certain
time" [3: 36]. Anaximenes explores
opposites — cold and hot as sources of
motion — and concludes that the primary
substance is the most insubstantial one:
air. Air can rarefy and become fire,
condense and become wind, and with
further condensation become moisture,
earth, stone, from which everything else
arises [2: 107; 3: 36-37]. As a
meteorologist, Anaximenes observed
natural phenomena and gave rational
explanations for such phenomena as
rainbows caused by the refraction of light,
the position of the Moon, Sun, and stars
in relation to the Earth, and the change of
seasons caused by the distance from the
Sun to the Earth.

Anaximenes is characterized by his
understanding of the cognitive process as
infinite and eternal, since he is one of
those who are credited with
understanding the realm of the unknown
that lies beyond the circle of human
knowledge: the larger the circle of the
known, the greater the realm of the
unknown [2: 107].

The deductive method of ancient
philosophical tradition is associated with
the name of Pythagoras. His views are
characterized by intellectual mysticism,
and Pythagoras' path to understanding
truth is "passionate and compassionate
contemplation" (theory), which is akin to an
ecstatic revelation from the source of
mathematical knowledge [3: 41]. For
Pythagoras, the cosmos (the structure of
the universe) was ordered by numbers. At
the same time, one of the key aspects of
understanding the structure of the
universe according to Pythagoras is ethical:
the fundamental principle of being is
harmony, which is present in everything,
especially in numbers. [4: 79-82].

The dialectical way of thinking was
mainly shaped by the ideas of Heraclitus
of Ephesus. He believed that humans had
"two means of knowing the truth: sensory
perception and reason" the first being
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‘unreliable’ and the second "fundamental"
The criterion of truth is the divine logos;
humans become intelligent through their
connection to it [5: 16]. He considered fire
to be the foundation of the world:
"everything is like a flame burning" [3:
47], thereby affirming existence in
continuous motion, as well as the result
of the action of opposites: "everything
arises from opposites and flows with
complete integrity, like a river" [5: 15]. He
affirms the unity that arises from the
combination of opposites [3: 47]. As with
Anaximander, for Heraclitus the process
of (re)creation is subject to justice: it is
eternal and infinite, since neither of the
opposites can ultimately prevail [3: 50].

The creation of metaphysics based on
logic is attributed to Parmenides. In his
poem “On Nature,” he acknowledges the
divine origin of the method by which he
himself can acquire knowledge,
presenting the "tool" for comprehending
truth as a gift from the goddess [6]. He
contrasts sensory cognition as deceptive,
providing unreliable knowledge, with the
true path of cognition [3: 54]. Parmenides
marks a sharp distinction between being
(what-is and must be) and becoming, and
between knowledge and perception-based
belief or opinion [6]. Thus, he contrasts
Heraclitus' empiricism with a rationalistic
way of cognition — reason. On the other
hand, he offers a logic of concepts that are
identical to being as such: the presence of
something in the concept by which we
name it already implies its being, and
moreover, its immutable being.

Zeno attempted to prove the truth and
immutability of being by means of
reductio ad absurdum (reduction to
absurdity). He applied this method in his
aporias (paradoxes), attempting not to
confirm Parmenides' ideas, but to debunk
opposing views. He wuses proof by
contradiction as a logical argument to
refute his opponents' assumptions, as "a
demonstration that a contradiction or
absurd consequence follows from
apparently reasonable assumptions" [7].
His aporias significantly influenced the
formation of philosophical and logical
thought in antiquity and mathematics.
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A defining figure in ancient philosophy
is  Socrates, both historical and
"mythological" whose views we know not
from his own works, but from Xenophon's
"Memoirs" Plato's dialogues, and the
Socratic philosophical schools (the Cynics
and the Cyrenaic school). Plato gives
Socrates a voice in his dialogues, thereby
conveying his views on the one hand and
interpreting them on the other,
representing his own understanding of
them. The historical Socrates
demonstrates the life of a sage whose
wisdom is based on his own philosophical
principles. For Socrates, philosophy is a
way of life, and the Socratic method of
dialogue is a way to gain access to
knowledge.

Socrates uses the dialectical method,
implementing it by asking questions and
receiving answers. American philosopher
G. Vlastos examines in detail the Socratic
method of question and answer -
elenchus (refutation) in a collection of
articles The Philosophy of Socrates [8].
Yes, Richard Robinson analyzes elenchus
as a refutation of his opponent's thesis [9:
78-93]. In his dialogue "The Symposium"
Plato asserts that "the philosopher knows
nothing, but he is aware of his ignorance"
[1: 35]. By asking questions, Socrates
encourages people to realize their
ignorance. In such conversations, as
mentioned by both Aristotle and Cicero,
Socrates uses irony, "belittling himself"
"thinking one thing and saying another"
"masking" himself in front of his
interlocutors [1: 36]. In this way, he
seemed to help the truth come to light,
which is why this method was also called
maieutics. As P. Ado notes, "knowledge
can be found in one's soul" [1: 38], which
may already indicate Plato's
interpretation of Socrates' ideas. Socrates
pushes people toward self-analysis and,
as a result, toward caring for themselves:
"to become as good and wise as possible"
[1: 41]. Socrates' ethical teaching is based
on knowledge: knowledge of good and evil
is a necessary and sufficient condition for
honesty, and vice comes from ignorance.
A person does not consciously do evil,
knowing what is good [10].
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Under the influence of Socrates, from
whom he adopted "the method of
dialogue, irony, and interest in lifestyle
issues" [1: 73], Plato's dialectic was
formed. From Socrates' ironic subjective
dialectic, Plato moves on to objective
dialectic, considering things "according to
their own nature" and tracing "the finite
nature of all lasting definitions of reason"
[11: 31-32]. Plato considers man in the
context of his ontological teaching,
according to which every material object
in this world has its idea, which exists in
the world of things. Accordingly, humans
consist of a body that exists in the visible
world of things and a soul that, before
entering the body, also existed in the
world of ideas. It is the soul that is the
bearer of human reason and has "three
abilities: ideal-intellectual, expedient-
volitional, and instinctive-affective"
Plato's method does not deny the sensory
stage of cognition, at which a person
"through communication with these
things" which are only "pale shadows of
the world of ideas" can reach the essence
of things "through memories": the soul
"must strain and remember" them [12].

As with Socrates, Plato's epistemology
is closely linked to ethics. He proposes a
"philosophical" way of life that
philosophers should strive for. This way of
life distinguishes those '"who truly
philosophize" from those "who have only
the outward glamour of superficial
thoughts". It consists of "a greater
inclination toward virtue than toward
pleasure", and by practicing it, a person
strives to "become more and more the
master of himself" [1, p. 84-85].
Ultimately, all the practices developed by
Plato for the students of the Academy
involved a kind of "training" of the rational
part of the soul. Plato also developed a
hypothetical-deductive method, which
found application not only in the
development of philosophical thought,
but also in scientific thought.

For Aristotle, philosophy becomes not
a way of life, but theoretical philosophy
and ethics, the ethics of "disinterest and
objectivity", characterized by "the desire
for knowledge for its own sake, without
any other or selfish interest" [1: 104]. In
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the context of the topic under study,

Aristotle's contribution to the
development of epistemological and
logical issues is of greatest interest.

In his school (Lyceum), Aristotle

introduced the practice of empirical
research: collecting facts from various
areas of public life, from the biological
world to social phenomena. Inferences are
reliable only "when they agree with
observed facts" [1: 105]. Thus, Aristotle
recognizes sensory perception as the
initial stage of knowledge, at which the
senses receive "material" for the processes
of abstraction and generalization. As a
result, we obtain conclusions based on
induction, which are the starting point for
general knowledge, on the basis of which
individual inferences can be made [13]. It
is Aristotle who is in the history of
philosophy the founder of logic - the
science of the laws of thought. In his
treatise Organon (tool), he describes his
understanding of its principles.

Aristotle provides the world's first
classification of everything that exists -
entities he calls substances — into primary
and secondary (accidents). He divided
substances into nine (sometimes ten)
categories: quantity, quality, relation, place,
time, state, property, action, and
undergoing (accepting changes under the
influence of another object) [14: 158]. He
raises the question of language — symbols of
concepts that describe the state of things,
whether real or not — and formulates the
laws of logic: non-contradiction and the
excluded middle. He describes the concept
of syllogism, or inference. In it, the
conclusion follows from two universal
judgments — premises. He distinguishes
between scientific syllogism and dialectical
syllogism [14: 160-161].

The problem of method came to the
forefront of philosophical thought under
the influence of the institutionalization of
science in the modern era. If philosophy
has found a “competitor” in science in
explaining the world, science at the same
time stimulates the development of the
methodological function of philosophy.
Philosophy strives to develop a method for
science that is adequate for discovering
scientific truths. In fact, it is on the basis
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of an understanding of the problem of
method that the two main philosophical
trends of the Modern era are formed:
empiricism and rationalism. In his study
"Essays on the History of Modern
Philosophy", V. Gusev reflects on the
significance of the method of the founders
of empiricism and rationalism. F. Bacon
compares method to a compass: method
"levels the intellectual abilities of people",
just as a compass levels artistic abilities,
raising them to "the highest level of
perfection” [15: 157-158]. And R. Descartes
negates knowledge without method: “it is
better not to think about the search for the
truth of something at all than to do so
without method” [15: 158]. B. Russell calls
F. Bacon "a philosopher converted to
science" and notes that Bacon primarily
wanted to wuse method to separate
philosophy from theology, hence Bacon's
certain disregard for Aristotle and his
syllogistic logic, dogmatized in
scholasticism [3: 454-455]. F. Bacon says
that Aristotle "only pointed out the
problem, but did not provide a method for
solving it" [16: 34]. He postulated the
inductive method as the basis for
scientific discoveries, as a "New Organon"
capable of overcoming  scholastic
stereotypes [17: 120].

Francis Bacon develops his theory of
induction based on an understanding of
what it "should not be", since complete
induction "does not reveal the essence of
things". Only a thorough study of negative
cases that occur when it is applied can
provide new knowledge: "The basis of true
induction lies in exceptions" [17: 120].

In contrast to the inductive method
developed by empiricists, the founder of
rationalism, R. Descartes, rethinks the
role of deduction in scientific knowledge.
While for Aristotle deduction is a form of
progressing from general principles to
conclusions, Descartes develops a
hypothetical-deductive method of
organizing knowledge "based on reason
and clear, self-evident principles" [18].

B. Russell notes that Descartes'
method was called "Cartesian doubt": to
doubt everything except the very fact that
I doubt (think) [3: 471]. Murray M.
examines Descartes' deductive method in
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contrast to Aristotle's classical syllogism
[19]. He emphasizes that Descartes, with
the basic judgment of his philosophical
system, "I think, therefore I am", has
already rejected the classical syllogism, in
which a general rule is the basis of logical
conclusion. In Cogito, ergo sum, we first
recognize the fact of our own existence,
and from it we derive a general truth.
Thus, for Descartes, deduction is more of
a process of intuitive direct
comprehension, an intellectual intuition
of the universal in the particular.

In a review of Dika, T. (2023).
Descartes’s Method. The Formation of the
Subject of Science. Oxford: Oxford UP.
Ukrainian researcher O. Khoma
highlights the distinctive features of
Descartes' method, which differ from its
stereotypical understanding. Thus,
constant practice in it "creates a cognitive
mindset, or ‘habitus’, which exists in the
human mind". And this is precisely the
prerequisite for the "uniqueness" of the
method's application in each individual
situation [20].

Descartes identifies three basic
operations of the mind: intuition ("pure
contemplation"), deduction, and
enumeration (the continuous movement
of thought so that nothing is overlooked),
as well as four rules of method: evidence,
analysis, synthesis, and verification [21],
striving to achieve the fundamental goal
of attaining truth as a scientific process.
On the one hand, he appears as a
philosopher who substantiates the
importance of the methodological
function of philosophy, and on the other,
as a scientist interested in solving the
problem of scientific truth.

R. Descartes' opponent in his approach
to the problem of cognition was
G. Leibniz, author of an original
epistemological and ontological concept of
explaining the world, which became
known as monadology. In his work
Meditationes de Cognitione, Veritate et
Ideis (Meditations on the Method of
Cognition, Truth, and Ideas) (1684), he
expounds his own epistemological
concept. He considers Descartes'
principle of clarity and evidentiary
sufficiency to be insufficient [22]. Leibniz
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recognizes the existence of both empirical
knowledge and truths of reason, which are
"intuitive-deductive in nature" [23: 180]. To
justify the truths necessary for the
existence of "empirical" sciences (history,
biology, geography, etc.) that are related to
the "sphere of hypothetical necessity", he
formulates, in addition to the logical laws of
identity, contradiction, and the excluded
middle, the law of sufficient reason — "the
logical equivalent of the principle of
causality" [23: 180-181].

Conclusions. The analysis shows the
deep continuity of the philosophical
tradition in the development of methods for
achieving truth from antiquity to modern
era. Ancient thinkers laid the foundations
for both empirical (Milesian school,
Aristotle) and rationalistic (Parmenides,
Plato, Aristotle) approaches to cognition,
formulated key logical laws (identity, non-
contradiction, excluded middle), developed
dialectics as the art of dialogue and
refutation (Socrates, Plato), as well as
hypothetical-deductive techniques.

In modern philosophy, these ideas were
given new life and systematization: Bacon
radicalized induction by  criticizing
Aristotelian syllogistics, Descartes
transformed deduction into an intuitive
methodological tool based on clear and
obvious principles, and Leibniz
supplements rationalism with the law of
sufficient reason, attempting to combine
empirical and a priori knowledge.

Thus, the problem of method in ancient
and modern philosophy is not a
confrontation, but a continuous dialogue
between traditions. Antiquity gave us not
only individual methods, but also the very
understanding of philosophy as a rational
search for truth, closely linked to lifestyle
and virtue. This continuity emphasizes the
universality of the philosophical pursuit of
reliable knowledge and serves as an
important argument in favor of studying
the history of philosophy as a necessary
prerequisite for modern scientific and
methodological culture.

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BRASSIC IN THE FRAME: RHETORIC STRIPPED BARE

This article offers a philosophical reflection on the series Brassic as a phenomenon of a new kind
of visual and digital rhetoric — one that not only transgresses the classical representational paradigm
but undermines it with barely concealed mockery. We are dealing with a cultural intervention that
doesn’t ask permission to enter discourse — it kicks down the door to the airwaves, making noise a
new form of argumentation. The relevance of the study lies not only in the digital fragmentation of the
world but also in the humanities’ growing fatigue with its own decency. The image no longer
represents — it acts: affectively, instantly, beyond the etiquette of semiotics. Brassic does not come
across as yet another marginal series about "life on the periphery" but as a visual virus that strikes
the viewer’s sensory system — without warning, without explanation, and with no chance for detached
analysis. The focus is on the mechanics of rhetorical intrusion: glitch, excess, the body without alibi,
the image without the ritual of interpretation. None of this functions as plot but rather as state — an
affective construct that undermines the logic of recognition and throws the viewer into aesthetic
collapse. The camera doesn’t look — it twitches. The editing doesn’t assemble continuity — it dumps
frames off-course like shards of broken meaning. The characters... they’re not "heroes" or "antiheroes”
— they are algorithmic elements of cultural malfunction and emergent mythmaking. The article
integrates multiple approaches to show how contemporary visual culture transforms representation
into event, and a media product into rhetorical weaponry. In this sense, Brassic doesn’t illustrate
marginality — it constructs it as a new aesthetic regime, as a myth of the platform, as a loud, sticky,
slightly filthy but highly effective form of philosophical gesture. The object of analysis becomes the
body — genreless, unfiltered, exposed to the lens — as well as the frame itself, functioning not as a
window but as trauma. Altogether, this is not mere content but an epistemological scandal that
demands a new language, a new rhetorical vocabulary — one that can operate at the edge of image
philosophy, affect theory, critical media analytics, and premium-grade cultural trolling.

THE FANTASTIC REALISM OF THE EXCLUDED: THE RHETORIC OF
ABSURDITY IN BRASSIC

The article analyzes the transformation of rhetoric and hermeneutics under conditions in which the
meaning producing infrastructure of culture operates in a mode of systemic malfunction. Based on the
British TV series Brassic, the study conceptualizes a new type of speech, bug rhetoric (debug rhetoric),
as a form of articulation that functions not within communicative exchange but as a procedure for
maintaining presence in a space where understanding is no longer guaranteed. The research proceeds
from a diagnosis of the crisis of classical hermeneutics. Within the environment of fantastic realism,
where the text loses depth and speech no longer presupposes a stable addressee, interpretative optics
is replaced by a hermeneutics of the limit that maps not meaning but the points of its displacement.
The central metaphor is speech as debug output, a signal output of a system operating in a state of
glitch. The characters of Brassic produce a fragmented stream of utterances functioning as an error
log. Such speech does not convey argument or appeal to an interlocutor, yet it sustains the subject’s
presence in an environment where silence implies ontological disappearance. It functions as a non
blocking call, a request without waiting for a response that maintains the very process of being. The
series also reveals a form of post legal jurisdiction in which law operates not as a text requiring
interpretation but as an automated protocol. The characters exist in a state of ontological invisibility
(visibility hidden), that is, within a regime of systemic non recognition that does not activate cultural
or legal procedures. The scientific novelty of the study lies in introducing the concept of bug rhetoric
as a mode of speech that neither explains nor persuades but sustains presence within a simulated
environment. In this regime the utterance functions as a ping, a technical signal confirming that the
process continues. The article proposes a model of interaction between rhetoric and hermeneutics in
a situation where absurdity becomes the basic logic of social reality. In this context Brassic appears
as a symptomatic text that reveals the transformation of language, law and subject presence in late
digital modernity.

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SPIRITUAL VIEWS OF DIGITALIZATION OF RELIGIOUS CULTURE OF
PEOPLE TODAY: A CULTUROLOGICAL AND PHILOSOPHICAL VIEW

M. S. Melnychuk

The article examines the process of digitalization of the religious content of modern culture,
considers various problems arising from its development. The digitalization of religious consciousness
is the process of modernization of the religious life of humanity, characterized by the introduction of
digital technologies into it and the transition of the religious sphere to a network environment. The
process of digitalization of religious consciousness is one of the factors of globalization. The author
reveals the problem of the spread of digital technologies to the religious sphere, noting the positive
and negative sides of this phenomenon. Influencing the subjective world of man and making its own
adjustments to it, digitalization leads to fundamental changes in the consciousness of mankind, which
is especially noticeably reflected in culture and religion. The article provides a brief overview of works
on the topic under study, which belong to both foreign and domestic authors. The results of the
analysis of data obtained over the past decades are briefly described, the relevance of the issues
under study is explained. The article also raises the topic of religious security in the light of the
development and interpretation of religious teachings in the virtual space, where the distinctions
between the profane and the sacred are weakened. Three levels of the problem of the processes of
digitalization of religious consciousness are derived: competitive, substitutive and transformational.
The first personifies the clash of traditional and non-traditional religious teachings in the network
environment. The second shows how many practices of traditional religions change their form and
sometimes content, moving into the digital space. The third reveals radical changes in key religious
postulates, which forms a fundamentally new type of religiosity in cyberreligion. It is shown how with
the introduction of digital technologies that have a heterarchical model of functioning, the perception
of religion as an institution of a hierarchical model is transformed. As a result of the action of the
factors considered, the key problem of the topic under study remains religious security. This issue is
revealed in accordance with the highlighted levels of the problem of digitalization of religious
consciousness. Possible measures are proposed to strengthen the security of religious consciousness
in a dynamically developing digital society.

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HOMO BRASSICUS: AT THE MARGINS OF DIGITAL MODERNITY

The article analyzes the philosophical dimensions of the TV series Brassic as a cultural
phenomenon that represents a specific mode of existence on the periphery of digital modernity. While
previous studies interpreted the series as a visual rhetoric of intrusion and as a phenomenological
model of post-(under)-Enlightenment subjectivity, this study examines Brassic as a philosophical case
of being within an environment where digital algorithms have not yet achieved total control but
already constitute surveillance as a new mode of social presence. Within this context, the concept of
capsular space is proposed, in which linear temporality loses its constitutive function, affect becomes
the primary mode of experience, and subjectivity appears in a fragmented form devoid of stable
teleology. The analysis makes it possible to outline the anthropological figure of homo brassicus — a
decentered subject existing within a cyclical “now” and functioning not as a rational center of action
but as an intensity of presence within an affective environment of survival. The urban space of the
series appears not as a field of social action but as a kind of “zero city” — an environment with
morphological features of urbanism yet lacking real possibilities for transformation or escape. In this
structure, affect functions as a fundamental mechanism of existence, while farce and obscenity
operate not only as aesthetic devices but also as epistemological strategies for understanding
experience. The article proposes interpreting Brassic not as a representation of social reality but as a
cultural form that captures the transformation of subjectivity in late digital modernity. In this
perspective, the series appears as a phenomenological model of marginal existence within which a
new ethics of everyday life emerges — one devoid of transcendental guarantees but grounded in the
intensity of bodily and affective presence.

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THE GANG OF ONTOLOGICAL UILENSPIEGELS: THE HUMAN IMAGE INTHE
SERIES "BRASSIC"

This article offers a philosophical reading of the British TV series Brassic as a kind of
anthropological document that captures the emergence of a new type of subjectivity in the context of
post-digital culture. At the center of the analysis is the concept of post(under) Enlightenment
subjectivity, which arises at the intersection of two fundamental crises: the collapse of the modern
ideal of the autonomous, rational Human and the radical standardization of experience under digital
normalization. If Enlightenment imagined the individual as the bearer of logos, and digital culture
reduces them to an algorithmic profile, the protagonists of Brassic are bodies without scripts,
characters without projects, a community without utopia. The aim of the article is to articulate the
philosophical significance of marginality and absurdity as an alternative ontology — one that neither
resists the system nor integrates into it. In this sense, the series’ "gang" appears not as a social
deviation, but as an ontological form of coexistence, where life is realized not through meaning, goals,
or productivity, but through presence, embodiment, and mutual support. Methodologically, the article
draws from philosophical hermeneutics, elements of digital culture critique (S. Zuboff, L. Floridi),
poststructuralist analytics of power (M. Foucault, G. Deleuze), and the embodied immanence of being
(M. Heidegger), all filtered through the ironic lens of S. Zizek. Through an analysis of action, affect,
and spatial logic, the article demonstrates that in a world governed by algorithmic normativity,
survival becomes possible only through absurdity, friendship, and illegitimate strategies of bodily
reappropriation. This publication opens a series of interdisciplinary reflections on the philosophy of
marginal embodiment, the visual rhetorics of postdigital urbanism, and the affective potential of
philosophy in an age where the profile has become more important than the person.

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TELEOLOGICAL APPROACH AS AN EDUCATIONAL DETERMINANT
0. 0. Savchenko*

This article highlights the teleological approach as a conceptual and methodological determinant of
educational, particularly foreign language training for military personnel. The author draws attention
to the philosophical tradition of teleology — from ancient approaches to modern readings — and explores
the nature of teleological interpretation as a specific form of explanation of social and scientific
phenomena focused on goals, values, and purposive actions. The article argues that education is
inherently a goal-based system, so a teleological approach can offer a profound methodological basis
for understanding the structure, function, and content of educational processes. The author pays
particular attention to the hierarchy of educational goals, their normative and value-based nature,
and their role in organising a learning process and stakeholders’ activities. The article focuses on
English-language training in the Armed Forces of Ukraine since Ukraine’s integration into the
European space, participation in international organisations, and expansion of international military
cooperation have significantly underscored the importance of military specialists' command of English.
The author argues that, to optimise the language-training process, goal setting must be continuous
and consistent. It is necessary to create a system of goals based on specific analytical procedures
that serve as an algorithm for formulating language-learning goals and objectives, starting with a
particular language task in each lesson and culminating in the achievement of the ultimate goal of
language learning. The article illustrates the goal-oriented nature of curricula, course planning, and
teaching practice and confirms the importance of teleological interpretation of educational policy,
curriculum development, and the organisation of language training. The author also shows the
potential to strengthen the integrity, effectiveness, and sustainability of language-learning systems
amid institutional and social transformations.

phenomena, particularly of education
and language learning.

Main material and results. The
concept of teleology originates from two
Greek words: t¢Adog, which means 'end’,
'aim’, or 'goal’, and Adyog, which denotes
‘explanation' or 'reason'. So, we can
understand teleology as the explanation
or reason for something, considering its
purpose or goals.

The term teleologia appeared in 1728
when, in his Philosophia Rationalis, Sive
Logica, Ch. Wolff used the term to refer to
a branch of natural philosophy which
deals with the end purpose of things and
the general order of nature. But the issues
articulated there were new to European
philosophy. D. Sedley believes that
"teleological thought is among antiquity's
most widely recognized contributions to the
history of science" [1: 317]. He considers
Socrates to be "an influence on the
development of teleology', who can, he
believes, "compete even with Aristotle for
historical importance" [1: 317]. Socrates’
disciple and follower, Plato, described
humans as acting with the intention of
achieving a goal. For Plato, action is goal-
directed: every person chooses actions
under the belief that those actions will
achieve some good end [2]. Aristotle’s
causes 'for the sake of which" were
frequently  though  anachronistically
included under the broad banner of
"teleology" [3: 849]. Plato consistently
presents human action as teleological — that
is, directed toward some perceived good or
end (telos). Philosophers of various
schools have, in one way or another, faced
the need to answer the question of
whether a given phenomenon has a goal,
and if so, what exactly it consists of.
Teleology becomes the focal point for
questions about the meaning of the world
and human existence.

Descartes had a mechanistic
understanding of teleology and did not
believe that it existed in nature. Descartes
claimed that nature did not have internal
causes. He viewed the world as a
mechanism operating according to the laws
of motion and causality, where only God
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sets the ultimate goals. Kant considered
teleology as a regulative principle of reason
and postulated that people perceive
organisms and nature as if they were
created for specific goals. Still, this
perception is due to the way people think
rather than a property of nature itself.
Hegel argues that teleology is immanent in
the world. The goal is not imposed from
outside but is revealed by Being and Spirit
itself. History and nature are a process of
self-realization of reason and freedom [4].

Among other features, J. Perner &
J. Roessler emphasize goals as
"inherently value laden" [5: 204], which is
reminiscent of Aristotle’s conception of
teleological  causation, = where  "the
explanatory force of a goal is inseparable
from its evaluative properties: the goal is
‘the good to be achieved" [6: 227].
S. Oliver, citing Aristotle’s final cause,
considers an action rational if an
acceptable reason can be given to explain
it [3: 849]. This Aristotelian notion of
teleology differs from the idea of
G. Gergely and G. Csibra, who consider
an action as rational and goal-oriented "if,
and only if it is seen as the most
justifiable action towards that goal state
that is available within the constraints of
reality” [7, p. 255]. B. Malyshev views the
goal as a cause that not only directs, but
directs purposefully. He considers the
goal and the means to achieve it are the
fundamental structural components of
the teleological interpretation [8].

So, the topic of a teleological
understanding of Being has been one of
the most important for philosophy

throughout its history. J. Jorati believes
that the concept of purposiveness has lain
at the center of intense scientific and
philosophical debates since the early
modern period [9]. In one form or another,
all leading philosophers have discussed
the question of viewing social phenomena
as goal-determined systems.
O. Shevchenko assumes that ‘"the
concept of the common "good" as the final
goal ("Telos") and the intended purpose
can be applied to any social and political
activity, and the scope of teleological
judgements and ascribed teleological
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reflective senses to a certain conceptual
entity is potentially infinite" [10: 195].
Teleology remains significant because
it addresses questions that lie at the core
of human existence. In an era dominated
by technology and scientific
reductionism, the search for meaning and
purpose persists. Teleology provides a
framework for addressing these timeless
questions, connecting the empirical with
the existential in ways that resonate
across disciplines [11]. Teleology becomes
the point that concentrates questions
about the meaning of the world and human
existence. Within contemporary
philosophical science, we can say about the
following types of teleology: 1) a general
philosophical theory of goals and the
relationships they express; 2) ontological
explanation of goals and goal dependencies
in nature and society; 3) methods of
cognition that uses the category of goal and
concepts of its semantic field or teleological
methodology; 4) description of behaviour
determined by conscious goals, the
structure and transformation of these goals.
In this paper, we focus on the
teleological interpretation of education,
and the probable intentional actions
stakeholders can take in accordance with

the educational goals they find
significant. Interpreting education
through the teleological perspective

seems of great significance for theorists
and practitioners in the sphere of
education since we are summoned to
configure our education systems (ES) as
critical instruments for the guarantee of
delivering the knowledge, competencies,
and character qualities demanded by our
uncertain and hasty "Brave New World"
[12: 28] and "If a man knows his why, he
can tolerate almost any how" [13: 14]|. We
understand the teleological
interpretation, also known as purposive
analysis, as a method of explaining the
phenomenon of education that focuses on
discerning and applying the underlying
goals or objectives that the higher school
aims to achieve. Following O. Volkov, we
understand teleology as a set of goals that
share particular principles to form a
whole [14: 31]. We acknowledge that
modern science employs teleology as a
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principle that complements the
traditional cause-and-effect approach
with the methodology of cause-and-effect
analysis [15: 60]. Following J. Perner, we
understand an intentional action as one
that involves the practical reasoning
schema when stakeholders aim for a more
attractive state of education than it is
presently [16, p. 99]. According to him,
this schema features the following:

(1) Teleology. The schema is teleological
as the actions are directed at bringing
about a goal state.

(2) Value facts. The goal is something
‘good’ in some minimal sense of being
attractive, desirable, needed, worthwhile
having, etc.

(3) Normative reasons. Normative
reason can be used to justify an action to
bring out its point.

(4) Objectivity. The reasons for acting
are objective facts, not mental states
representing, or purporting to represent
facts.

(5) Publicity. Reasons for acting are not
‘private’ affairs but public.

We recognize that one of the most
fundamental characteristics of education
as a system is its goal orientation. We
highlight it alongside the main features of
the system, including the subject and
educational approaches, methods, and
technologies. Each element of the
educational system has distinct tasks and
goals, which are ultimately aimed at
achieving a higher, overarching goal.
Thus, the teleological interpretation of
education enables stakeholders to make
"at least three kinds of inferences. First, it
allows action predictions in situations
where the environment changes but the
goal remains constant. Second,
teleological representations predict and
attribute goals to ongoing actions even
before educational outcomes are realized.
Third, the assumption of efficiency can
provide a basis for inferring situational
constraints of an observed goal-directed
action" [17: 41].

In this paper, we aim to address the
issues related to learning a foreign
language at higher military schools,
considering the aforementioned
postulates. It is of special interest and

great significance today, as proficiency in
foreign languages among Ukrainian
military personnel is a priority task of
cooperation with foreign partners and a
prerequisite for such collaboration.

We understand the process of foreign
language learning as a specially organized
interaction between stakeholders (MOD,
military universities, teachers, and
military  students), through which
students acquire knowledge, master the
methods of developing language skills,
and apply the acquired knowledge in the
professional sphere. From a teleological
point of view, we determine any activity
(and therefore the activities of teachers
and students) by its goals. Being clearly
defined and playing a structuring role in
the education system, the goals constitute
a coherent hierarchical system. These
goals can be either wultimate or
intermediate, immediate or long-term.

Thus, the ‘Strategy for Language
Training under the Ministry of Defence of
Ukraine for 2026-2031° states that
language training is an integral part of the
overall system of training military
personnel, with the ultimate goal of
mastering foreign languages to the
proficiency level necessary to perform
official duties and train abroad. Achieving
the ultimate goal is impossible without
fulfilling intermediate goals, which are
step-by-step measures aimed at ensuring
the language preparedness of the
Ukrainian military personnel through the
practical, continuous, and standardised
foreign language training system focused
on the mneeds of military service,
professional development of officers,
sergeants, and cadets, and the integration
of innovative technologies and best
practices from NATO countries. A highly
effective and comprehensive language
training system for the Armed Forces of
Ukraine, capable of providing training
that meets NATO standards and the
practices of Alliance member states, must
be established by 2031. This long-term

goal requires that every military
university graduate be proficient in
English at a level sufficient to
communicate in a multinational

environment (no lower than Standardized
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Language Profile (SLP) 2 for tactical-level
officers and SLP2+ / SLP3 for operational
and strategic-level officers according to
STANAG 6001) [18].

Based on the objective facts regarding
the current level of English proficiency
among Ukrainian military personnel, the
strategy emphasizes the value and
necessity of English-language knowledge
as a key competence for the Ukrainian
military at the national level. It outlines a
systematic, comprehensive approach to
developing and maintaining the necessary
level of language training. It explains the
ultimate goal and intermediate objectives,
offers normative reasoning grounded in
evaluative facts about the practical
abilities that military personnel ought to
acquire during language training, and
provides guidelines for teachers who
facilitate this process. Thus, the strategy
fully corresponds to the practical
reasoning schema suggested by J. Perner
and discussed above.

Since the topic of this article concerns
the teleological understanding of the
learning process, or, in other words, the
goals and objectives underlying language
training, let us take a closer look at goal
setting in the language training process,
which means defining specific,
measurable, and actionable objectives
that the stakeholders intend to achieve.
We see that the hierarchy of goals

encompasses the ultimate goal of
language training, the goals of an
educational institution that provides

language training, the objectives of the
discipline "English language", and so on,
all the way down to the goals of a specific
lesson, since it is teacher’s activities that
contribute to achieving the ultimate goal

and intermediate objectives. When
planning teaching activities, the teacher
addresses the curriculum, which

formulates the learning objectives as
general provisions and suggests general,
formalized goals that require clarification
and tailoring. It is essential for teachers
not only to know the general objectives
but also to be able to specify them and
transform them into learning objectives
for specific topics and lessons.
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The learning objectives of each lesson
are formulated as specific learning tasks
and structure the lesson, performing
guiding, content-related, systematizing,
and result-oriented functions in language
training. We understand the didactic and
methodological components of a lesson as
the interrelated activity of the teacher and
students aimed at solving the lesson's
learning tasks. However, the objectives of
each lesson are not isolated; the
curriculum determines them since each
topic contains structural elements of
language education as a whole. That is why
planning teachers’ and students’ activities
within the curriculum - the system of
lessons — can help achieve the set goal of
language teaching: the development of
language skills and competences. The goal
of each lesson should necessarily include:
1) content (an issue of a general every day
or military discourse); 2) a communicative
component (language skills and language
material that are necessary to solve the
problem); 3) a cognitive component
(intellectual skills and specific strategies for
cognitive activity, formed through the
solution of a given task); 4) a cultural
component (social or professional aspects
of the issue under consideration). The
central element of the lesson is a
communicative task designed to master
new linguistic information and acquire new
language skills. Each task is a methodically
organized, step-by-step solution to a
problem, supported by specific teaching
strategies and based on specific content
that develops the learner’s speech skills.
The communicative task is presented as a
system of exercises and includes: 1)
orientation exercises aimed at activating
background subject-specific knowledge
and experience, accumulating linguistic
means for solving complex tasks, and
forming cognitive strategies; 2) subject-
specific exercises to develop language skills
in various types of communicative activity;
3) control exercises for self-assessment,
intermediate, and final assessment.

The hierarchy of goals suggests that
the goal of developing speech skills and
competencies in types of communicative
activity involves the sequential
achievement of micro-goals. Let wus
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consider an excerpt from a lesson on the
topic Military technology [19: 63-70]. We
formulated the lesson goal as: By the end
of the lesson, learners will be able to
describe basic performance data for
armoured vehicles. We use the SMART
goal-setting model (Specific, Measurable,
Attainable, Relevant, and Time-bound),
which teachers usually apply to establish
criteria  for effective goal-setting and
objective development.

The achievement of specific language
goals (development of lexical and
grammatical skills) depends on achieving
other objectives: the development of
reading skills (LO 3), listening (LO 4),
writing (LO 5) and speaking (LO 6), as
learners work with information by
reading, listening and producing their
own statements on the topic in written
and oral form. In addition, the lesson
achieves an indirect goal — enhancing
professional knowledge (capabilities of
NATO countries' weapons and military
equipment) (LO 7) — as well as developing
overall communication skills (the ability
to describe) (LO 8).

In the process of language teaching, the
teacher builds a consistent set of goals as a
continuous process based on specific
analytical procedures that act as an
algorithm. The teacher formulates lesson
objectives based on repeating cycles, built
on the same matrix, which involves:

presentation of a new topic through
the obligatory repetition of previously
studied material that is necessary for the
new topic,

practicing a new topic, enhancing and
deepening the knowledge and
understanding of the learnt material,

producing output on the studied topic
as preparation for a new topic.

At the same time, parallel and
sequential progress is ensured from the
teacher's actions in each lesson to the
entire multi-level chain of multifunctional
goals.

Conclusions. The education system as
a whole, and foreign language training in
particular, has a multi-level, hierarchical,
three-dimensional structure that ensures
the strength, stability, and high degree of
coherence of all its components, as well as
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its ability to withstand external and
internal challenges.

Consequently, using a teleological
method of interpretation in the study of
education and language training is based
on the fact that: language training is a
goal-oriented system; the integrity of the
language training is ensured by the goals
formulated in the current legislative and

education; goals are important for
ensuring the stability and functioning of
the language training system; goals
represent a holistic hierarchical system
that is inherently stable; goals are one of
the most important criteria for
interpreting the meaning of learning
tasks; without knowledge of learning
goals, there can be no fruitful practical

regulatory acts in the context of activity to achieve them.
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In the philosophical sense, architecture creates adequate to certain historical conditions and social
demands of the world model, in the elements of which is built an extensive gallery of symbolic images
and events. Architecture in the history of civilization has acquired many forms, semantic expressions
and symbolic personifications, which does not allow to unambiguously assess the true attitude of
philosophers to this cultural phenomenon. A special position in the world of architecture is occupied
by religious buildings, philosophical and historical reflection on them actualizes the mysterious, even
sacred space of public consciousness. This article is devoted to the study of the aesthetics of Qur'anic
texts as meaning-making components of the decoration of the cult architectural structure of the Islamic
East. To do this, a philosophical interpretation of architecture as a transhistorical cultural phenomenon
is realized, an attempt is made to reveal the functional and aesthetic meanings of the cult architecture
of the Islamic world, and the aesthetics of calligraphic embodiment of Qur'anic texts of religious
buildings is considered on specific examples. In particular, aspects such as the chronotope of an
architectural structure, which allows a person to move from antiquity to the real world and even into
the future, are highlighted; the organics of the Islamic cult building and its picturesque regular
character, which provides the originality, uniqueness and originality of the architecture of the Islamic
world; aesthetics of Qur'anic texts of Islamic cult architecture, which embodies the eternal images of
the beautiful, boundless and eternal. The artist, who creates in the space of an Islamic cult building,
understands his work in a special way in the obligatory context of the relation to the divine; the
contradiction of approving obedience and sinful pride synthesizes the key maxim of Islamic art - only
Allah is able to create and fill with life everything He wills. It is concluded that the philosophical
analysis of the aesthetics of the Qur'anic texts of the cult buildings of the Islamic East requires
clarification of their collective nature depending on the individual and social semantic characteristics
of reality.

Degree of research development. In
our previous studies, we considered the
problems of using religious symbols in the
political life of society [5]. We also revealed
various aspects of PR activities of religious
organizations (including Muslim ones), in
particular the topic of historical
memory [11: 12]. In domestic science, a
thorough monographic study of the
problems of art and culture of the city
should be carried out, in which the
problem of aestheticization of
architectural objects [14] was analyzed.
The contextualization of the concept of
Islamic architecture with the most
common styles of calligraphy, geometry
and floral patterns was carried out by
B. Ghasemzadeh, A. Fathebaghalli and
A. Tarvirdinassab [4]. The study by
S. H. Loumer analyzes the influence of
Quranic themes and Islamic teachings on
the formation of artistic and architectural
features, such as arabesques, calligraphic
inscriptions and the spiritual content of
the works, which enhanced the unity and
durability of art [6]. A systematic
philosophical analysis of the aesthetics of
Quranic texts of religious buildings of the
Islamic East has not been carried out.

Philosophical interpretation of
architecture. We will consider the
following thesis as the starting point of
considerations regarding the philosophy
of architecture: "philosophy of visual
forms", by analogy with " philosophy of
symbolic forms" by E. Cassirer, is a
specific form of thinking that was formed
in the visualism of the Postmodern era.
Awareness of the complexity of the
development processes of the natural and
social worlds occurs synchronously - in
philosophy, in various areas of scientific
knowledge and art forms, including in
architecture. The spectrum of attention of
the philosophy of visual forms includes
such phenomena as cinema, theater,
television, photography, architecture, etc.
The German philosopher W. Benjamin
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saw the specificity of the visual relation of
architecture in the fact that it is perceived
as '"in passing"; in his opinion,
architecture "...from ancient times was a
prototype of the work of art, the
perception of which does not require
concentration and takes place in
collective forms" [2: 380].

It seems quite logical to assume that a
clear system of values and meanings,
essences and personifications,
contradictions and identifications, the
implicit order of the Cosmos appear as a
kind of architecture of thought, which
directly generates the formation of real,
material architecture. In a broad sense,
architecture is the process of creating a
certain form according to the creator's
intention, and therefore, this process has
the property of dynamism, which gives
architecture the properties of a
harmonious, developing system, which,
however, goes through the stages of birth,
flowering, crisis and decline. In the
spatially  limited context of the
architectural structure, various forms,
ideas, motifs, and genres find their place,
at the same time, one can speculate about
the unity of the philosophical content,
image system, architectural design, plot
orientation, stylistics, and composition.
An architectural structure has its own
chronotope: it enables a person to "travel"
from the ancient world to the present, and
even, with the use of attention to the near
or distant future. At the same time, the
transformation of the architectural object
forms is determined by its points of
intersection of visual planes, forming a
harmonious combination of the most

sensitive shades of emotional
understanding, which are realized in clear
constants — dynamism, spectacularity,

organicity, plastic expressiveness, etc.
Nowadays, the idea that the philosophy
of architecture does not provide an
opportunity to fully decipher the entire
complex chain of interactions and
processes that provide a mechanism for
researching the initial properties of the
architectural creativity structure is
actualized in the philosophical discourse.
Indeed, the study of this mechanism is an
independent problem, and its solution
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will be solved by the philosophy of
architecture in  the  process of
accumulation and in-depth
understanding of architectural existence
in the space of a specific historical era.
Thinking in the field of philosophy of
architecture is aware of the relationship
and interaction of static and dynamic,

finite and infinite, discrete and
continuous, order and chaos, form and
amorphousness, eternity and
ephemerality, situations and

perspectives, which are embodied in the
past and present in the architecture of the
building and will be implicitly reflected in
future projects [14: 108].

And it is not so important that the
architectural creations of the Antiquity
and Middle Ages, Renaissance and New
times, Baroque, Rococo, Classicism,
Modernism or Constructivism styles
practically do not find a common
denominator in modern objects of
architectural creativity. The history of
architecture draws attention to a certain
type of worldview, value attitudes, moral
guidelines and ways of thinking inherent
in every social environment. Philosophical
and historical reflection on the
phenomenon of architecture reveals a
secretive, even sacred (in religious
buildings) format of public
consciousness. Cult architectural
structures carry a certain symbolic and
metaphorical content, they demonstrate a
transhistorical semantic convergence of
the divine and human, embodied in a
specific architectural form. The work of an
architect not only reflects modernity, but
at the same time creates it as a model,
and thus becomes a symbol of a specific
era, directed to the future.

As you can see, the philosophy of
architecture as its "sub-task" is called to
reveal the philosophical basis of
architecture as a harmonious
constellation of science and art, as a
socio-cultural phenomenon characteristic
of all times, the civilizational mission of
which appears not only in the
determination of the foundations of
humanity's existence and the production
of an extensive gallery of the results of its
creativity, but also in penetrating their
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initial essence. Architecture, as such, is
an expression of an idealized projection of
reality: by its means, an almost eternal,
beautiful, comfortable and safe
environment for human existence is
created; therefore, the evolution of the
impossible into the inevitable takes place
in the creative artistic process.
Philosophical understanding of
architecture is, in fact, an attempt to
unravel the patterns of formation and
evolution of architectural existence, to
grasp the depth of the philosophical
meaning of architectural creativity, from
which all rich plastic forms arise and
develop. The philosophy of architecture is
also an analysis of the creative
embodiment of a deep insight into the life
of a single, organically structured, eternal
and infinite universe.

In a philosophical sense, an
architectural composition is objectively
perfect if its image, is created by the
architect — the subject of the creative act,
coincides posteriori with the image
formed in the mind of the person - the
subject of perception of the product of the
specified creative act. An object of
architecture is a pronounced spatial
structure, one that strives for perfection,
a model of the universe. The integration of
such a model of the world structure into
the process of researching the cultural
phenomenon of architecture makes it
possible to explain the meaning of the
regularities of the formation of the general
concept and individual details of an
architectural structure. The perception of
an architectural object occurs directly:
gradual immersion in the "fabric" of a
work of architecture creates a complex
palette of feelings in a person's mind, so a
complete image consists of a mosaic of
individual impressions. Since the
philosophical format of ideas about
architecture as a cultural phenomenon is
an essential factor and determinant of
social reality, the objectivity, reliability
and argumentative persuasiveness of
taking into account the socio-cultural
context are impossible in the absence of
worldview-forming regulations of social
existence and consciousness.
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Functional and aesthetic meanings
of the Islamic world cult architecture.
We draw attention to the fact that in
modern scientific literature there are
effective attempts to study the aesthetic
content of the Islamic world religious
architecture, to identify the symbolism of
the structural elements of religious
buildings, in particular — Koranic texts as
meaning-making elements of the exterior
and interior of a religious architectural
building. The organic structure of the
Islamic religious building and the
picturesque regular character of the
building, built for centuries, are engraved
in the history of Islam: they thereby
ensure the originality, uniqueness and
inimitability of the architecture of the
Islamic world. In Islam, one of the key
materialized representations is the
Meccan Kaaba "al-Bait al-Haram'",
which means "holy house" in Arabic. The
Kaaba is a kind of reference point of the
Islamic creed — not only geographical, but
also sacred, spiritual, mystical, in a broad
sense — worldview.

It should be emphasized that the oldest
religious Islamic buildings in the world
are the Al-Quba Mosque in Saudi Arabia,
the Prophet's Mosque in Medina, the
Masjid al-Haram (Haram Bait-Ullah) in
Saudi Arabia, the Jawat Mosque and the
Two Qibla Mosque or Masjid Al-Qiblatin
in Medina, the Cathedral Mosque of Kufa
and the Imam Hussein Mosque in Iraq,
the Al-Agsa Mosque in Jerusalem, and
the Al-Zaytuna Mosque in Tunisia share
architectural similarities. Historically, the
prayer activities of Muslims all over the
world take place in mosques (Arab. "place
of worship") — special buildings oriented
topographically towards Mecca.
Architecturally, the mosque has a special
niche (mihrab), which indicates the
direction of Mecca (qgibla), forming a kind
of prayer direction vector. The mosque
can be considered as an earthly, material
reference point of the system of spiritual
coordinates: it is this point that inspires
believers to find their own religious and
spiritual coordinates. The act of prayer in
Islam has a horizontal orientation - a
believer in a mosque performs prayer
(Salah) sitting on his knees, and then
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bows, touching his forehead to the floor:
thus, symbolizing submission to Allah.
The mosque does not have an altar: it is
the Kaaba - it is not only a generalized
altar, it is the Stone Temple, the First
Temple, the Holy of Holies of Islam, its
summa summarum, it is the main
sanctuary of Islam, the key to world
creation.

An important constructive, but also
loaded with spiritual content, an
architectural element of religious
buildings in the Muslim world is the
portal: it is a pointed arch enclosed in a
rectangular shape, which actually
symbolizes Islam. The portal has clearly
defined static and dynamic properties —
under conditions of rhythmic repetition,
the combination of these forms (rounded,
vertically elongated triangle and
rectangle) visually creates an effect of a
certain illogicality, which, however, vividly
symbolizes the initial idea of Islam itself
(Arab. "submission") — unity man with the
Most High through complete and
unquestioning submission. The rounded,
vertically elongated triangle of the arch
(iwan) is such that it is embodied in
architecture by the idea of a temporary,
circular shelter of the human body, of the
completion of its existence in the square -
faithful, decisively fair and humanized
sky that once was. In general, for an
orthodox Muslim, the vertical spatial
orientation is inferior to the horizontal
one — historically, the architecture of the
Islamic East supports and develops real
secular activity in the horizontal plane:
military, civil and religious buildings, due
to centuries-old construction traditions,
do not rise to the height, they are mostly
"grounded" and form a horizontal
architectural landscape. But minarets
(the tower in the mosque complex, from
which the muezzin, the servant of the
mosque, calls the believers to prayer)
reach towards the sky with vertical

columns, becoming a kind of visual
dominants, prevailing  architectural
elements relative to the ordinary

horizontal plane. In this co-tradition of
vertical and horizontal architecture, the
real-ideal dichotomy, symbolizing man's
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relationship with Allah, is revealed on an
emotional-spiritual level.

In our theoretical constructions, we
proceed from the need to justify the fact
that Islamic religious architecture is an
artistic way of broadcasting the
harmonious, comprehensive, universal
order established by Allah on Earth. The
principle of rhythmic repetition of the
same or similar architectural elements,
their symmetry and mirroring initially
comes from the Koranic image of the
ceaseless creativity of the Most High, who
"...starts creation, then repeats it, and
then you will return to Him!" (Qur’an,
30:11). As an example, we can cite the
rhythmic fragmentation of the mosque
space through the system of stairs, arches
and columns, symbolizing the harmony of
the believers' relationship with Allah,
"those who, when disaster strikes them,
say: 'We belong to Allah and to Him we
return [13, 2:156]. In the Koranic texts,
the usefulness of the wise activity of Allah
is clearly revealed: pragmatism,
usefulness and expediency become the
fundamental criteria of beauty. The
prominent philosopher of the Islamic
East, al-Farabi, characterized
architecture as a science of artistic
techniques, while the principle of utility
became one of the key criteria of Islamic
culture. In architecture, this principle
was reflected in the Jamal doctrine — "
only the useful can be beautiful".

The analysis of scientific research shows
that scientists of the Muslim world single
out, first of all, the spiritual component of a
religious Islamic building — the mosque,
while European researchers put forward its
practical, functional component as a
priority. A cult building in developed
religious traditions is etiologically saturated
with a structured and systematized
complex of ideas related to the problems of
philosophy, mysticism, and theology, while
the image of the Temple as such
concentrates all the models of world
arrangement created by civilization.
Modern researcher S.Omer emphasizes
that  the mosque, without any
misunderstandings, has always been and
will be the center of the Muslim world [9].
First, it is the innate nature of man to bow
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down to his creator. Secondly, there is a
human tendency to social interaction and
joint gathering to strengthen the
structures of social existence. Depicting
the importance of the mosque as a
fundamental institution of Islam, S. Omer
united the spiritual and the social,
establishing the concept of Islam and the
mosque as a key institution in the life of
the Muslim community. However, some
modern researchers insist on the
"secondary nature" of architectural forms
in relation to functionality, explaining
such a contradiction to the balance
between the material and spiritual worlds
formed in Islam, usually reducing them to
the manifestation of statements such as
that Islamic architecture gives an idea of
the religious practices of Muslims
throughout history Islam At the same
time, they emphasize the lack of interest
of European scientists in the spiritual
foundations of Islam and even the
deliberate humiliation of the
achievements of Muslim architecture [4].

In his reflections on the essence of
Islamic culture ('Islamic Art and Its
Spiritual Message"), Pakistani researcher
Khawaja Muhammad Saeed emphasizes
that religion has always been a factor of
inspiration for creators of various fields:
architecture, literature, music, sculpture,
choreography, painting— were deeply
motivated by " intense religious
consciousness'. A kind of warning of the
mentioned researcher is determined by the
tendencies of a literal understanding of
Allah as an anthropomorphic being:
according to the scientist, figures of such a
scale represent only a  symbolic
manifestation. "Islamic art conveys the
spiritual and prototypical meaning of Islam
itself through an eternal and symbolic
language; today this art has the ability to
present the spirit of Islam in a much more
direct, useful and understandable way
than some other communicative
expositions" [10: 227-228].

Considering the above, we can actually
say that the mosque is a universal artistic
embodiment of the Islamic image of world
creation: it symbolizes the Muslim
understanding of the space-time
connotation of the divine-cosmic, the
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mosque is both the house of Allah and the

space of Paradise in its Islamic
interpretation.
Aesthetics of Koranic texts of

religious buildings. Turning to the topic
of the aesthetics of the Koranic texts in
Islamic religious architecture is due to
contradictions that "...etiologically arise
within the rather broad limits of the very

interpretation of Islamic religious
architecture in the contexts of theological
discourse, philosophy and culture,

forming a powerful corpus of eternal
images of the beautiful, limitless and
eternal. A  thorough  philosophical
analysis of the aesthetics of the Koranic
texts of Islamic religious architecture
definitely requires clarification of the
collective nature of the specified category
depending on the individual and social
semantic characteristics of reality. One of
the most important aspects of such an
analysis is its metaphysical problematic —
the direct exit of constructive emotion into
the realm of the transcendental: a look at
Koranic texts in the space of Islamic cult
architecture sub specie aeternalis — from
the standpoint of eternity” [14: 107].

The authors' theoretical visions and
direct research of Islamic religious
buildings in Spain, Turkey, Uzbekistan,
Turkmenistan, Tajikistan, Afghanistan
and Israel gave grounds for certain
generalizing conclusions regarding the
aesthetics of Qur’anic texts in Muslim
spiritual architecture. One of the
important aesthetic characteristics of a
mosque as a special object of Islamic
sacred architecture is ornamental
decorations, in particular, in the form of
symbolically rich Qur’anic texts. Often
complicated forms of graphic style are
difficult to accept for a "literal" reading: in
some elements of mosque epigraphy, the
inscriptions are deliberately turned by
one hundred and eighty degrees and are
designed only for visual perception
without understanding the depth of the
textual content. Such inscriptions are
difficult to read and understand, their
purpose is to symbolize beauty as such,
in the narrower sense — divine Beauty:
"Allah is beautiful and loves beauty" — this
is how it is formulated in one of the
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hadiths (sayings and actions transmitted
by the followers of the Prophet
Muhammad) aesthetic principles of Islam.
The Holy Qur'an, in addition to its
spiritual significance, is an artistic,
artistic phenomenon from the point of
view of literature, philosophy, rhetoric,
spelling, aesthetics, etc. It is beauty that
has been and is the defining axis of
Islamic art from the very moment of its
birth. As a result of the sacred attitude of
Muslims to the Koran, calligraphy is able
to transmit the majestic examples of
Islamic art in literary works, as well as in
the decoration of the exterior and interior
of religious buildings. The Holy Qur'an
does not contain verses specifically
devoted to the value of art, but there are
artistic verses in the Qur'anic texts. The
Qur'an and Islam '"invite" what comes
from human nature, particularly the
desire for beauty, using artistic styles to
attract more people with ‘"innate
elements" so the Holy Qur'an must point
out the beauty of works of art and their
value in various ways and means [5].
Following the defined approach, it is
logical to assume that the greatest
complexity @ and  attractiveness of
calligraphy objects of Islamic religious
buildings lies in the existence of well-
established canonical forms that have
been established over the centuries. The
classical tradition of Islamic sacred
architecture canonized a  certain
spectrum of epigraphic elements that
decorate Islamic religious buildings in
different regions of the world. The master
of calligraphy is trapped by tradition in
such a strict framework that he has only
three resources left — faith, artistic taste
and talent, therefore any work of the artist
must be spiritually rich, beautiful and
professionally perfect. Beauty for a
master is an eternal criterion for joining
an artistic work to its initial, objective
origins, it is the degree of quality of the
symbolic reflection of the being of the
Most High in the artistic work.
Calligraphy was an emotional and
spiritual expression of artistic uniqueness
from the very beginning of the spread of
Islam: it was born from the meaning of the
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Koran as a sacred text and was
determined by ornamental aesthetics.

Calligraphy, according to modern
Pakistani researchers A. Malik and
N. Aamir "...is undoubtedly the most

characteristic expression of Islamic art to
the extent that it in many aspects
symbolizes the essence of Islam itself. It is
based on the idea that the text of the
Qur'an and its meanings are sacred and
contain the highest truth of existence, as
well as guidance for believers. Thus, the
value of -calligraphy appears in its
function of conveying sacred knowledge
through embellishment and highlighting
of the Qur'anic text. Since the Qur'an was
sent to the people in Arabic, it became the
primary language in which calligraphy
developed as an art form. And since the
Qur'an was dedicated to writing in the
early years of Islam, writing itself was an
act of devotion and worship" [7: 428].

In the context of the thinking of modern
scientists, religious, in particular, Islamic
art has an unconditional religious
connotation, which reminds a person of
God and elevates his spirit. Modern
scientists Fahimifar call this art "sacred"
because it leads to the mastery of the
spirit [3]. Any art with a religious "load" is
always religious, but not mnecessarily
sacred. Nevertheless, religious and sacred
art is characterized by the fact that its
indispensable attributive condition is the
feeling of divine presence. Only art, the
form of which reflects the spiritual
understanding of religion, is worthy of the
adjective "sacred" [2]. The language of
Islamic art is symbolic and enigmatic, and
this also applies to calligraphy. Secrets
and symbols carry meanings peculiar to
this art, and the only way to verify the
meaning of Islamic art is to analyze its
signs and symbols. So, symbolic language
is the language adopted by art in religious
civilizations, through which it expresses
its concepts [8].

It should be noted that calligraphic
writing has a long history — since the 10th
century, the monumental Thuluth began
to form — a special font used for Qur’anic
inscriptions, including in the process of
decorating the exterior and interior of
religious buildings. The name of Allah (the
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concept of ‘'sifat") is traditionally
immortalized by writings on the exterior
surfaces of the mosque. Calligraphic
epigraphy historically symbolized certain
fragments of Qur’anic texts, since poetic
images are used in the Quran with a
specific purpose, namely to give
theological truths not only an
aesthetically attractive appearance, but
also (probably most importantly) to fill
them with the eternal presence of the
divine spirit. This is reflected with
maximum depth and vividness in the
early Meccan surahs, which are
chronologically divided into three periods.
The first period is a period of time during
which 48 poetic surahs were created; in
this period, the aesthetic category of the
sublime was formed, revealed in the
context of the revelation of Islam and
personified by Muslim virtues. The
following periods — the second (Rahman
surahs) and the third (prophetic surahs)
are characterized by the fact that the
category of perfection of creation appears
as an aesthetic imperative in this era.
Beauty symbolizes the aestheticization of
reality, concepts such as beautiful, good
(hasanat), beautiful (bahij), decorated
(zayanna), wonderful (ni'ma), best
(ahsan), etc. become relevant.

For example, in the Omar Mosque
(Bethlehem) on quadrangular tablets
decorated with two-layer carving, the
relief inscriptions are made on the
background of an elegant floral ornament
with spirally twisted stems and leaves.
The format of the relationship between
the decorative background and the letters
attracts attention — the curls of the stem
do not form the main rhythm, they
stylistically obey the composition of the
letters and fill the space between them.
The vertical planes are decorated with
decorative panels of a quadrangular
shape with a strip of Arabic inscriptions,
made in flat relief, decorated with a floral
ornament with flexible, figuratively
intertwined stems, from which single leaf
plates, trifoliums (trefoils), half-
palmettes, palmettes and six-petalled
rosettes depart. Near the minbar (the
pulpit from which the imam reads the
prayer) there is an epigraphic ornament in
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the form of a labyrinth, formed by an
intricate interweaving of geometricized
Arabic letters. The most striking
decorations of the interior are calligraphy
and ornaments, and quotes from the
Qur’an are placed on the walls of the
mosque, in particular, the text of Surah
"al-Fatiha": In the Name of Allah - the
Most Compassionate, Most Merciful. All
praise is for Allah — Lord of all worlds, the
Most Compassionate, Most Merciful,
Master of the Day of Judgment. You
"alone” we worship and You "alone” we ask
for help. Guide us along the Straight Path,
the Path of those You have blessed—not
those You are displeased with, or those
who are astray" [13, 1:1-7]. Quotations
from the Koran, made of decorative elm,
immersed in ornamental plant lace and
accompany the faithful in the entire space
of the mosque — they rise up the arches,
fly from vertical planes to horizontal ones,
fall from the ceiling in the form of
stalactites, are scattered on a kind of
panel — fabric, metal, wooden. The role of
the text, which traditionally adorns the
portal of the mosque, is extremely
important: it forms a symbolic continuum
of a person's transition from the everyday
world to the ritualized space of spiritual
communication with Allah.

In this context, the thesis that the
classical tradition of Islamic sacral
architecture canonized a  certain
spectrum of epigraphic elements that
decorate Islamic religious buildings in
different regions of the world is gaining
considerable relevance. As for Qur’anic
texts, in the semantic context of sacred
architecture, they acquire the role of
symbolic images, in a certain sense
"tablets", intersubjective mediators that
serve for preservation, artistic
interpretation and transmission of
information. A sign (according to T. Ribot)
is never emotionally neutral or indifferent
— it always orients a person in
psychological-volitional and axiological-
teleological directions. The study of the
aesthetic content of Qur’anic texts in
Islamic religious architecture allows us to
conclude that epigraphic elements in, in
particular, mosques, perform two main
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functions: the first is to provide as
complete information as possible about
the building, namely, its customer,
architect, builder, as well as date of
creation, name, dedication to a specific
saint, martyr of faith or religious figure,
etc. The second function is realized by
texts of a religious nature: epigraphic
elements formed from quotations from the
Qur'an and hadiths perform three
fundamental tasks — teaching, instructing
and educating the faithful. In the
philosophical aspect, the correlation of
the artistic-aesthetic and spiritual-
religious content of the Qur’anic texts in
Islamic religious architecture has an
important methodological-conceptual and
cognitive-epistemological significance.
Conclusions and prospects for
further research. Philosophical analysis
of the aesthetics of the Qur’anic texts of
Islamic religious architecture definitely
requires clarification of their collective
nature in the context of prospective
scientific research. Architecture, which is
a realistic manifestation of idealized
design, creates a functional environment
that is comfortable and safe for humans,

and in its development turns the
impossible into the inevitable. In
particular, Islamic architectural art

conveys the spiritual and prototypical
meaning of Islam itself through an eternal
and symbolic language. There is also an
inner semantic layer of Islamic artistic
creativity: schematic and symbolic,
conventional and partly schematic
drawing. Its deliberate "dissimilarity" to
the original and the lack of boundaries
contrast with the continuous infinity of
the real world, filling Islamic art with its
own original artistic sense of world
perception and worldview. In the Koranic
texts, the usefulness of the wise activity of
Allah is clearly revealed: pragmatism,
usefulness and expediency become the
fundamental criteria of beauty. Therefore,
Koranic calligraphic inscriptions, which
are epigraphic ornaments, give theological
truths not only an aesthetically attractive
appearance, but also fill them with the
eternal presence of the divine spirit.

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BEING BRASSIC: THE METAPHYSICS OF (PRODUCTIVE) ABSENCE AS A
MODE OF EXISTENCE

The article analyzes the socio-philosophical aspects of the transformation of the conditions of
individual existence in the context of the formation of digital structures and registry systems of
contemporary society. In a situation where social existence is increasingly mediated by presence in
digital databases and administrative registration systems, the question arises regarding the
ontological status of subjects who remain outside these registration frameworks. The characters of
the television series Brassic represent a specific type of social existence that unfolds under conditions
of the absence of institutional and digital registration (zeroentry), without being reducible either to
social marginalization or to exclusion from social processes. The article proposes the concept of the
metaphysics of productive absence as an alternative ontological regime in which the absence from
digital, legal, economic, and affective-algorithmic registers appears not as a loss but as a source of
freedom: epistemological asymmetry, operational invisibility, algorithmic indelibility, and affective
sovereignty. On the basis of a synthesis of previous studies, a new anthropological figure is introduced
homo absconditus digitalis. This figure denotes a subject without a profile who exists within digital
infrastructure but is not converted into data. This is not merely a theoretical construct: approximately
one billion people live under such conditions, and Brassic emerges as a sensitive empirical
representation of their mode of existence. Methodologically, the article avoids the external imposition
of theoretical frameworks: the concept develops as a response to a specific mode of existence
manifested in the series. Brassic is therefore analyzed not as a text for interpretation but as an
infrastructural indicator — an ontological device that reveals the gaps of digital modernity. The article
raises the philosophical question of whether invisibility within digital systems can be understood not
only as a form of social exclusion but also as a potential space of alternative freedom. The analysis
of the phenomenon of zeroentry opens the possibility of reconsidering the relationship between digital
identification, social recognition, and the ontological regimes of the contemporary subject.
